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What the Law Requires
School Administrators have the responsibility to ensure the safety of their students
and staff in an emergency.

California Education Code, Section 32281 — 32284

Requires each school district and county office of education to be responsible for the
overall development of all comprehensive school safety plans for its schools
operating K-12, inclusive. The comprehensive school safety plan must include
disaster procedures for routine and emergency, including adaptations for pupils with
disabilities in accordance with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990. The plan
may include a “tactical response to criminal incidents” which means the steps taken
to safeguard pupils and staff, to secure the affected school premises, and to
apprehend the criminal perpetrator or perpetrators.

California Education Code, Section 32288

In order to ensure compliance with this article, each school shall forward its
comprehensive school safety plan to the school district or county office of education
for approval. Before adopting its comprehensive school safety plan, the school site
council or school safety planning committee shall hold a public meeting at the school
site in order to allow members of the public the opportunity to express an opinion
about the school safety plan. The school site council or school safety planning
committee shall notify, in writing, the following persons and entities, if available, of
the public meeting: (A) The local mayor. (B) A representative of the local school
employee organization. (C) A representative of each parent organization at the
school site, including the parent teacher association and parent teacher clubs. (D) A
representative of each teacher organization at the school site. (E) A representative of
the student body government. (F) All persons who have indicated they want to be
notified. The school site council or school safety planning committee is encouraged
to notify, in writing, the following persons and entities, if available, of the public
meeting: (A) A representative of the local churches. (B) Local civic leaders. (C) Local
business organizations. (c) In order to ensure compliance with this article, each
school district or county office of education shall annually notify the State Department
of Education by October 15 of any schools that have not complied with Section
32281.

The Katz Act (Sections 35295-35297 of the California Education Code) requires that
schools plan for earthquakes and other emergencies. It also requires periodic drills
in “drop and cover” procedure, evacuation procedure, and other emergency response
actions (i.e. search and rescue, communications, etc.).

The Petris Bill (Section 8607 of the California Government Code) requires all state
and local government agencies, including school districts, be prepared to respond to
emergencies using the Standardized Emergency Management System (SEMS).





SB 187 — Safe Schools Plan

Individual schools in districts over 2,500 students must adopt a comprehensive
school safety plan by March 1, 2000, and must review and update the plan by
March 1 of every year thereafter. (Amended Ed. Codes 35294.1 & 35294.6)

Beginning July 1, 2000, each individual school must report on the status of its
school safety plan, including a description of its key elements in the school
accountability report card, and must continue to do so every July thereafter
(Amended Ed. Code 35294.6)

The following guideline may be utilized to support the annual review and
evaluation of the individual school safety plan. This guide will also provide a
time line and related administrative tasks to provide a process to ensure
compliance with the requirements of Senate Bill 187, Comprehensive School
Safety Plan.

The guideline/checklist has been organized into two parts:

A. An assessment of the school climate in relation to the current status of
crimes committed on campus and at school related functions will be
completed. The assessment will be performed by the School Safety
Planning Committee of the School Site Council and the School Site
Council or equivalent. Safety goals for the upcoming school year will be
formulated based on the findings of this assessment.

B. The annual review and evaluation of the School Comprehensive Safety
Plan is certified by the members of the School Safety Planning Committee,
the School Site Council President, and the School Principal. It will then be
presented to the Board of Trustees for final review and adoption. This
review includes the following mandated components of Senate Bill 187:

1. Child Abuse reporting procedures

2. Policies pursuant to Education Code 48915 and other school
designated serious acts which would lead to suspension, expulsion,
or mandatory expulsion recommendations

Procedures to notify teachers and counselors of dangerous students

Sexual Harassment Policy

Safe ingress and egress to and from school

Rules and procedures on school discipline in order to create a safe

and orderly environment conducive to learning

Dress Code

Routine and emergency disaster procedures

i. including natural disasters, human created disasters or power

outages.
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General Staff Responsibilities

Government Code Section 3100 declares that public employees are
disaster services workers, subject to such disaster service activities as
may be assigned to them by their superiors or by law.

The district realizes that the safety and welfare of the employee’s
family is his/her first concern. Therefore, each employee is
encouraged to establish a safety/survival plan and to advise their
family to remain at work. In the event that disaster strikes during
normal working hours, all employees are to:

1. Carry out designated responsibilities to ensure student safety and
welfare.

2. Check the safety of their immediate families and advise their
family that they are expected to remain at their work place until
the emergency conditions are lifted.

Note: Any employee unable to establish communication with
his/her family should report this to his/her supervisor. If
release from duty is not possible, the concern will be
referred to Personnel Services who will attempt to
establish contact between the employee and the
immediate family.

If disaster occurs during off-duty hours, employees are to:

1. Check on the safety of their immediate family

2. Report to their assigned site

3. Report to the nearest accessible district site in the event that their
regularly assigned site is inaccessible.





Safe Schools Planning Committee

The School Site Council is responsible for developing the School Site
Safety Plan or for delegating the responsibility to a School Safety
Planning Committee. Ed. Code 35294 .1

The School Site Safety Committee shall be composed of the following
members: the principal or designee, one teacher who is a representative
of the recognized certificated employee organization; one
parent/guardian whose child attends the school; one classified employee
who is a representative of the recognized classified employee
organization; other members if desired.

(Ed Code 35294.1)

Local law enforcement has been consulted (Ed. Code 39294.1), and
other local agencies, such as health care and emergency services, may
be consulted if desired. (Ed Code 39294.2)

Other members of the school or community may provide valuable
insights as members of the School Safety Planning Committee.

Child Abuse Reporting
A. Definition of Child Abuse

Child abuse means a physical injury that is inflicted upon a child
(under 18 years of age) by another person and such injury is other
than accidental. Child Abuse also means the sexual abuse of a child
or any act or omission pertaining to child abuse reporting laws (willful
cruelty, unjustifiable punishment of a child, unlawful corporal
punishment or injury). Child abuse also means the physical or
emotional neglect of a child or abuse in out of home care.

A child is anyone under 18 years of age.

1. Child Abuse
a. Injury inflicted by another person.
b. Sexual Abuse.
c. Neglect of child’s physical, health, and emotional needs.
d. Unusual and willful cruelty; unjustifiable punishment.
e. Unlawful corporal punishment.
2. Not Considered Child Abuse
a. Mutual affray between minors
b. Injury caused by reasonable and necessary force used by a
peace officer:
1 To quell a disturbance threatening physical injury to a
person or damage property
[1 To prevent physical injury to another person or damage to
property
1 For the purposes of self-defense
[1 To obtain possession of weapons or other dangerous
objects within the control of a child
[1 To apprehend an escapee

B. Mandated Child Abuse Reporting

1. Mandated child abuse reporting is governed by the Child Abuse and
Neglect Reporting Act, P.C. 11164.

2. Any child care custodian, health practitioner, or employee of a child
protective agency who has knowledge of or observes a child in
his or her professional capacity or within the scope of his or her
employment whom he or she knows or reasonably suspects has





been the victim of child abuse shall report the known or

suspected instance of child abuse to a child protective agency by

telephone and written report.

O The telephone call must be made immediately or as soon
as practicably possible, within 24 hours.

O A written report must be sent within 36 hours of the
telephone call to the child protective agency.

C. Sexual Activity

Child abuse laws change from time to time. Should you suspect that a
student is engaged in unlawful sexual activity, please consult with the
school social worker and administrator to determine if particular
provisions under this section are current and in effect.

Involuntary sexual activity is always reportable.

Incest, even if voluntary, is always reportable. Incest is a
marriage or act of intercourse between parents and children;
ancestors and descendants of every degree; brothers and
sisters of half and whole blood and uncles and nieces or aunts
and nephews and adopted children. (Family Code § 2200).
Voluntary Sexual Activity may or may not be reportable. Even if
the behavior is voluntary, there are circumstances where the
behavior is abusive, either by Penal Code definition or because
of an exploitative relationship, then this behavior must be
reported. If there is reasonable suspicion of sexual abuse prior
to the consensual activity, the abuse must be reported.

Reportable Sexual Activity if a Child is 14 Years of Age and:
1. Partner is younger than 14 years old, but there is a disparity in

chronological or maturational age or indications of intimidation,
coercion or bribery or other indications of an exploitative
relationship.

2. Partner is 14 years or older, lewd & lascivious acts committed by a

partner of any age or if the partner is the alleged spouse and
over 14 years of age.

Reportable Sexual Activity if the Child is 14 or 15 years and:
1. There is unlawful sexual intercourse with a partner older than 14 but

less than 21 years of age and there is no indication of abuse or
evidence of an exploitative relationship there is unlawful sexual
intercourse with a partner older than 21 years.





2. There are lewd and lascivious acts committed by a partner more than
10 years older than the child.
3. The partner is the alleged spouse and over 21 years of age.

Reportable Sexual Activity if the Child is 16 or 17 years and:

1. The partner is less than 14 years of age.

2. There is unlawful sexual intercourse with a partner older than 14 and
there is evidence of an exploitative relationship.

3. The partner is the alleged spouse and there is evidence of an
exploitative relationship.

Reportable Sexual Activity if the Child is under 18 years:
1. Sodomy, oral copulation, penetration of a genital or anal opening by a
foreign object, even if consensual, with a partner of any age.

Mandated reports of sexual activity must be reported to either the
County Child Protection Services (CPS) or to the appropriate police
jurisdiction. This information will then be cross-reported to the
other legal agency.

When in doubt, all suspected sexual abuse, physical abuse, or
neglect should be reported to Child Protection Services or the
appropriate police jurisdiction.

D. Failure to Report Known or Suspected Child Abuse
Failure to report known or reasonable suspicion of child abuse,
including sexual abuse, is a misdemeanor. Mandated reporters are
provided with immunity from civil or criminal liability as a result of
making a mandated report of child abuse.

Suspension and Expulsion Policies

CA Codes (edc:48900-48926) EDUCATION CODE

48900. A pupil may not be suspended from school or recommended for expulsion
unless the superintendent or the principal of the school in which the pupil is enrolled
determines that the pupil has committed an act as defined pursuant to one or more of
subdivisions (a) to (r), inclusive:

Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical injury to another
person.

Possessed, sold, or otherwise furnished any firearm, knife, explosive, or other
dangerous object unless, in the case of possession of any object of this type,
the pupil had obtained written permission to possess the item from a
certificated school employee, which is concurred in by the principal or the
designee of the principal.

Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, or otherwise furnished, or been under the
influence of any controlled substance.

Unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any controlled substance.
Committed or attempted to commit robbery or extortion.

Caused or attempted to cause damage to school property or private property.
Stolen or attempted to steal school or private property.

Possessed or used tobacco, or any products containing tobacco or nicotine
products, including, but not limited to, cigarettes, cigars, miniature cigars,
clove cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, snuff, chew packets, and betel. However,
this section does not prohibit use or possession by a pupil of his or her
prescription medications.

Committed an obscene act or engaged in habitual profanity or vulgarity.

Had unlawful possession of, or unlawfully offered, arranged or negotiated to
sell any drug paraphernalia.

Disrupted school activities or otherwise willfully defied the valid authority
supervisors, teachers, administrators, school officials, or other school
personnel engaged in the performance of their duties.

Knowingly received stolen school property or private property.

m) Possessed an imitation firearm. As used in this section, “imitation firearm”

means a replica of a firearm as to substantially similar in physical properties to
an existing firearm as to lead a reasonable person to conclude that the replica
is a firearm.

Committed or attempted to commit sexual assault.

Harassed, threatened, or intimidated a pupil who is a complaining witness or
witness in a school disciplinary proceeding for the purpose of either preventing
that pupil from being a witness or retaliating against that pupil for being a
witness, or both.

Unlawfully offered, arranged to sell, negotiated to sell, or sold the prescription
drug Soma.





For purposes of this
subdivision, "hazing" means a method of initiation or preinitiation into a pupil
organization or body, whether or not the organization or body is officially
recognized by an educational institution, which is likely to cause serious bodily
injury or personal degradation or disgrace resulting in physical or mental harm
to a former, current, or prospective pupil. For purposes of this subdivision,
"hazing" does not include athletic events or school-sanctioned events.

c. Causing a reasonable pupil to experience substantial interference
with his or her academic performance.

d. Causing a reasonable pupil to experience substantial interference
with his or her ability to participate in or benefit from the services,
activities, or privileges provided by a school.

. Electronic act" means the transmission, by means of an electronic

device, including, but not limited to, a telephone, wireless telephone, or
other wireless communication device, computer, or pager, of a
communication, including, but not limited to, any of the following:

i. A message, text, sound, or image

ii. A post on a social network Internet Web site including, but not
limited to:

1. Posting to or creating a burn page. "Burn page" means An
Internet Web site created for the purpose of having one or
more of the effects listed in paragraph (1).

2. Creating a credible impersonation of another actual pupil
for the purpose of having one or more of the effects listed
in paragraph

3. Credible impersonation" means to knowingly and without
consent impersonate a pupil for the purpose of bullying
the pupil and such that another pupil would reasonably
believe, or has reasonably believed, that the pupil was or
is the pupil who was impersonated.

iii. Creating a false profile for the purpose of having one or more of
the effects listed in paragraph (1). "False profile" means a profile
of a fictitious pupil or a profile using the likeness or attributes of
an actual pupil other than the pupil who created the false profile.
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1. Notwithstanding paragraph (1) and subparagraph (A), an
electronic act shall not constitute pervasive conduct solely
on the basis that it has been transmitted on the Internet or
is currently posted on the Internet.

2. "Reasonable pupil* means a pupil, including, but not
limited to, an exceptional needs pupil, who exercises
average care, skill, and judgment in conduct for a person
of his or her age, or for a person of his or her age with his
or her exceptional needs.

A pupil may not be suspended or expelled for any of the acts listed above unless that
act is related to school activity or school attendance occurring within a school under
the jurisdiction of the superintendent or principal or occurring within any other school
district. A pupil may be suspended or expelled for acts which are enumerated in this
section and related to school activity or attendance that occur at any time, including
but not limited to, any of the following:

a) While on school grounds.

b) While going to or coming from school.

c) During the lunch period, whether on or off the campus.

d) During, or in route to and from, a school sponsored activity.

Expulsion Policies under Education Code 48915:

The principal shall recommend the expulsion of a pupil for any of the following
committed at school or school activity off school grounds, unless the principal or
superintendent finds an expulsion is inappropriate, due to the particular
circumstance:

a) Causing serious physical injury to another person, except in self-defense.

b) Possession of any knife, explosive, or other dangerous object of no
reasonable use to the pupil.

c) Unlawful possession of any controlled substance, as defined under Ed. Code.

d) Robbery or extortion.

e) Assault or battery on any school employee, as defined in Sections 240 and
242 of the Penal Code.

Mandatory Recommendation for Expulsion

The principal, or superintendent of schools shall immediately suspend, pursuant to
Section 48911, and shall recommend expulsion of a pupil that he or she determines
has committed any of the following acts at school or at a school activity off school
grounds:

a) Possessing, selling, or otherwise furnishing a firearm. This subdivision does

not apply to an act of possessing a firearm if the pupil has obtained prior
written permission to possess the firearm from a certificated school employee,
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which is concurred in by the principal or the designee of the principal. This
subdivision applies to an act of possessing a firearm only if an employee of a
school district verifies the possession.

b) Brandishing a knife at another person

c) Unlawfully selling a controlled substance as defined by Education Code

d) Committing or attempting to commit a sexual assault as defined in the
Education Code

48900.2.

In addition to the reasons specified in Section 48900, a pupil may be suspended from
school or recommended for expulsion if the superintendent or the principal of the
school in which the pupil is enrolled determines that the pupil has committed sexual
harassment as defined in Section 212.5.

For the purposes of this chapter, the conduct described in Section 212.5 must be
considered by a reasonable person of the same gender as the victim to be sufficiently
severe or pervasive to have a negative impact upon the individual's academic
performance or to create an intimidating, hostile, or offensive educational
environment. This section shall not apply to pupils enrolled in kindergarten and
grades 1 to 3, inclusive.

48900.3.

In addition to the reasons set forth in Sections 48900 and 48900.2, a pupil in any of
grades 4 to 12, inclusive, may be suspended from school or recommended for
expulsion if the superintendent or the principal of the school in which the pupil is
enrolled determines that the pupil has caused, attempted to cause, threatened to
cause, or participated in an act of, hate violence, as defined in subdivision (e) of
Section 233.

48900.4.

In addition to the grounds specified in Sections 48900 and 48900.2, a pupil enrolled
in any of grades 4 to 12, inclusive, may be suspended from school or recommended
for expulsion if the superintendent or the principal of the school in which the pupil is
enrolled determines that the pupil has intentionally engaged in harassment, threats,
or intimidation, directed against a pupil or group of pupils, that is sufficiently severe or
pervasive to have the actual and reasonably expected effect of materially disrupting
class work, creating substantial disorder, and invading the rights of that pupil or group
of pupils by creating an intimidating or hostile educational environment.

48900.7.

a. In addition to the reasons specified in Sections 48900, 48900.2, 48900.3, and
48900.4, a pupil may be suspended from school or recommended for expulsion
if the superintendent or the principal of the school in which the pupil is enrolled
determines that the pupil has made terrorist threats against school officials or
school property, or both.

b. For the purposes of this section, “terrorist threat” shall include any statement,
whether written or oral, by a person who willfully threatens to commit a crime
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which will result in death, great bodily injury to another person, or property
damage in excess of one thousand dollars ($1,000), with the specific intent that
the statement is to be taken as a threat, even if there is no intent of actually
carrying it out, which, on its face and under the circumstances in which it is
made, is so unequivocal, unconditional, immediate, and specific as to convey to
the person threatened, a gravity of purpose and an immediate prospect of
execution of the threat, and thereby causes that person reasonably to be in
sustained fear for his or her own safety or for his or her immediate family’s
safety, or for the protection of school district property, or the personal property of
the person threatened or his or her immediate family.
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Staff Notification of Dangerous Students

Staff Notice of Dangerous Students

EC 49079 requires teacher notification of students committing or
reasonably suspected of committing a “dangerous act” within the last 3
years (EC 48900 except tobacco and nicotine). A student who has, or is
reasonably suspected of having violated Section 48900 [except (h)],
48900.2, 48900.3, and 48900.4 falls into this category. The information
has to be shared in a confidential manner with teachers as appropriate.
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Sexual Harassment Policy

The Governing Board is committed to maintaining a safe school environment that is free from
harassment and discrimination. The Board prohibits sexual harassment of students, at school or at
school-sponsored or school-related activities. The Board also prohibits retaliatory behavior or action
against any person who files a complaint, testifies, or otherwise participates in district complaint
processes.

1. What acts and behavior constitute sexual harassment, including the fact that sexual

harassment could occur between people of the same sex and could involve sexual

violence

A clear message that students do not have to endure sexual harassment

Encouragement to report observed instances of sexual harassment, even where the

victim of the harassment has not complained

4. Information about the district's procedure for investigating complaints and the
person(s) to whom a report of sexual harassment should be made

5. Information about the rights of students and parents/guardians to file a criminal
complaint, as applicable

Complaint Process

Any student who feels that he/she is being or has been sexually harassed on school grounds
or at a school-sponsored or school-related activity (e.g., by a visiting athlete or coach) shall
immediately contact his/her teacher or any other employee. An employee who receives such
a complaint shall report it in accordance with administrative regulation.

Confidentiality and Record-Keeping

All complaints and allegations of sexual harassment shall be kept confidential except as
necessary to carry out the investigation or take other subsequent necessary action. (5 CCR
4964)

The Superintendent or designee shall maintain a record of all reported cases of sexual

harassment to enable the district to monitor, address, and prevent repetitive harassing
behavior in the schools.
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Dress Code Policy

DRESS AND GROOMING In cooperation with teachers, students and parents/guardians, the principal
or designee shall establish school rules governing student dress and grooming which are consistent
with district policy and regulations. These school dress codes shall be regularly reviewed.

The following guidelines shall apply to all regular school activities:

DRESS CODE GUIDELINES

Jefferson District is noted for the outstanding appearance of its students. Wearing extreme fashions is
not conducive to a quality educational atmosphere and has no place in Jefferson School District. In
keeping with this philosophy of good style and taste, the following rules apply to all regular school
activities:

1. Clothing should be in good repair and reflect modest taste.
2. Students are to come to school dressed for learning and for playing.

a. Shirts are not permitted to be low-cut, strapless, off the shoulder, halter top or backless. Shirts
without sleeves must have a strap that is equal to or greater than four of the student’s fingers. All shirts
must be long enough (without having to be pulled into place) so that they could be tucked in (and
would realistically remain tucked in) if necessary. This rule applies regardless of changing weather
throughout the warmer months.

b. All pants, shorts, skirts and dresses need to be an appropriate length and size so as not to expose
a student’s posterior or undergarments. Pants, shorts, skirts and dresses shall not be tight fitting or
shorter than a student’s extended fingertips. Pajama pants are not allowed except on designated spirit
days. Leggings and yoga pants are allowed with an over garment that is fingertip length. Pants must fit
at the waist and should not be more than one size too large, sagging is not permitted. Pants, shorts
and skirts shall be free of holes above the extended fingertips.

c. Students need to wear shoes that will allow them to run and play. All footwear must have straps or
enclosed backs. Flip flops and slippers are not allowed.

d. Students are not permitted to wear baseball caps, hats, knit caps, visors, and hoods in class,
assemblies, or in any indoor school function. Outdoors, hats must be worn forward facing.

3. All clothing, jewelry, backpacks, and other personal items shall be free of writing, pictures and/or
other insignia which are crude, vulgar, profane, sexually suggestive, gang related, or depict nudity or
weapons. In addition, clothing or personal items shall not exhibit drug, alcohol or tobacco references,
or advocate racial, ethnic or religious prejudice.

4. Any clothing or accessory that may be deemed dangerous, i.e. wallets with chains, steel-toed boots,
items with spikes or studs, and belts worn long are unacceptable.

5. Any clothing which may be disruptive to the school environment or deemed offensive by school
personnel is prohibited.

Students who are considered to be in violation of the Jefferson School District Dress Code shall be
referred to the principal or the designee.

a. First offense: The student’s parent/guardian shall be contacted and may be asked to meet with
school staff. The student will be required to wear loaner clothes or call home for a change of clothes.
b. Second offense: The student’s parent/guardian shall be contacted and may be asked to meet with
school staff. The student will be required to wear loaner clothes or call home for a change of clothes.
The student shall be assigned detention as determined appropriate by the principal or the designee.
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c. Third offense: The student’s parent/guardian shall be contacted and may be asked to meet with
school staff. The student will be required to wear loaner clothes or call home for a change of clothes.
The principal or the designee shall assign the student ten hours of community service to be performed
within thirty calendar days.

d. Fourth and subsequent offenses: The student shall be suspended for a period of 1-5 days as
determined by the principal or the designee.

In order to discourage the influence of gangs and gang related apparel, Unauthorized Group
Apparel is prohibited and the following rules shall apply:

1. Jewelry, accessory, notebook or manner of grooming (including haircuts) which by virtue of its color,
arrangement, trademark or any other attribute denotes membership in an unauthorized group or group
is prohibited.

2. Clothing or articles of clothing (including but not limited to gloves, bandanas, shoestrings,
wristbands, hats, lanyards, belts, jewelry) related to unauthorized groups that may provoke others to
acts of violence are prohibited.

3. Belt buckles with initials or red, blue, or brown web belts, belts hanging out of pants are prohibited.

4. Gloves, towels, suspenders or other items hanging from rear pants pockets or from belt are
prohibited. Students may not wear one pant leg rolled up.

5. Excessive clothing items (2 or more) of predominately one color that symbolize unauthorized group
apparel are prohibited.

Because symbols are constantly changing, definitions of unauthorized group apparel may be reviewed
and updated whenever related information is received by administrators and/or school safety
committee. If a student is determined to have violated the dress code by wearing unauthorized group
colors, he/she will be banned from wearing specific colors or any unauthorized group related apparel.
The following consequences will be implemented for a violation of any one of the above:

a. First Offense: Parent/guardian contact. Student sent home to change clothes or provided with
alternative clothing, Confiscation of unauthorized group-related jewelry accessory, notebook etc.
Possible 1-5 day suspension.

b. Second Offense: Parent/guardian conference and 1-5 day suspension.

c. Third Offense: Parent/guardian contact. Minimum of five (5) day suspension Report to law
enforcement agency.

d. Fourth and subsequent offenses: Parent/guardian contact. Minimum of five (5) day suspension and
recommendation for expulsion. Report to law enforcement agency.

No grade of a student participating in a physical education class shall be adversely affected if the
student does not wear standardized physical education apparel because of circumstances beyond the
student’s control. (Education Code 49066)

The principal, staff, students, and parent/guardians at each school may establish reasonable dress
and grooming regulations for times when students are engaged in extracurricular or other special
school activities.

Students who participate in a nationally recognized youth organization shall be allowed to wear
organization uniforms on days when the organization has a scheduled meeting. (Education Code
35183)
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Procedures for Safe Ingress and Egress

Beyond planning for daily ingress/egress routes and emergency
evacuation routes, schools must plan for assisting students, staff and
visitors with disabilities. Under the Americans with Disabilities Act of
1990, individuals who are deaf/hard of hearing, blind/partially sighted,
mobility impaired and/or cognitively/emotionally impaired must be
assisted.

A. Schools must include plans for:

1. ldentifying the population of people with disabilities. See student IEP,
504 or Individualized Student Health Plan.

2. Determining proper signage and equipment.

3. Training staff to assist individuals with disabilities.

4. Coordinating with emergency response personnel.

B. Planning
It is recommended that schools identify the location of potential
evacuation sites based on the potential circumstances that may
cause movement/relocation of the school population in the event of
an emergency.

C. Evacuation Routes
Refer to the attached school map at the conclusion of this document,
which identifies  evacuation routes  during  emergency
evacuations. Staff members that have students with disabilities need
insure those students receive proper evacuation.
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School Discipline
A. Statement of Rules and Procedures on School Discipline

Education Code 44807:

“‘Every teacher in the public schools shall hold pupils to a strict account
for their conduct on the way to and from school, on the playgrounds,
or during recess. A teacher, vice principal, principal, or any other
certificated employee of a school district, shall not be subject to
criminal prosecution or criminal penalties for the exercise, during the
performance of his duties, of the same degree of physical control
over a pupil that a parent would be legally privileged to exercise but
which in no event shall exceed the amount of physical control
reasonably necessary to maintain order, protect property, or protect
the health and safety of pupils, or to maintain proper and appropriate
conditions conducive to learning.”

B. Notification to Students and Parents

Education Code 35291:

1. Parents and students shall be notified of the District and school site
rules pertaining to student discipline at the beginning of the first
semester, and at the time of enroliment for students who enroll
thereafter.

2. The discipline policy shall be reviewed annually with input from the
discipline team, site administrators, campus security, staff,
students, and parents.

C. Site Discipline. A copy of the school discipline plan is distributed to
parents/students on the first day of school or on the first enrollment
day.

D. Staff Training. All school personnel review the emergency
procedures annually at the beginning of the new school year.
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Response Actions
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Stand by Alert

This action is used to alert the staff and students and place them
on Stand By until further instructions.

Announcement

If time permits, the Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will
make the following announcement on the PA system or other
communication systems (i.e. phone, email, messenger, etc.).

‘ATTENTION PLEASE. STAND BY FOR ADDITIONAL
INFORMATION. STAND BY FOR ADDITIONAL
INFORMATION.”

Description of Action

1. If inside, teachers will hold students in classrooms until further
instructions.

2. If outside, teachers will assemble students into a single location.

For all situations, remain on Stand By until further instructions or an
All Clear signal is given.
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Duck, Cover, and Hold

This action is used to protect students and staff from flying or
falling debris.

Announcement

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will make the
following announcement on the PA system. If the PA system is not
available, use other means of communication, (i.e. send
messengers to deliver instructions, email, etc.).

‘“ATTENTION PLEASE. DUCK, COVER AND HOLD. DUCK,
COVER, AND HOLD. ADDITIONAL INFORMATION TO
FOLLOW.”

Description of Action

1. Evacuate the building(s) using designated routes to the
assigned Assembly Area.

and take attendance once the class is assembled in their
designated area.
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Off-Site Evacuation

This action is used after the decision is made that it is safer to
leave the campus than to remain on site.

Announcement

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will make the
following announcement on the PA system. If the PA system is not
available, use other means of communication, (i.e. send
messengers to deliver instructions, email, etc.).

‘ATTENTION PLEASE. OFF-SITE EVACUATION WHEN
DISMISSAL BELL RINGS. OFF-SITE EVACUATION WHEN
DISMISSAL BELL RINGS.”

Description of Action

1. The Incident Commander will direct the best means to evacuate
the campus and proceed to a pre-designated safe location. This
may include school buses, cars, or walking.

2. Secure the student roster when leaving the building and take
attendance once the class is assembled in a pre-designated safe
location.

3. Teachers will direct students to Rite Aid for the offsite evacuation.
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Reverse Evacuation

This action is used to rapidly and safely move people inside a
facility when it would be dangerous to remain outside. Reverse
Evacuation is appropriate when:

1. People are located outside, such as on the playgrounds, on
the sports field, on the blacktop, or at an outdoor event

2. The danger necessitates a school lockdown or shelter in
place, such as an active shooter, armed intruder, a threat in
the surrounding community, or hazmat situation.

3. The threat or danger is a safe distance away that allows you
access into a building or structure for safety.

Reverse evacuation is most commonly used before / after school,
during breaks / passing periods, during lunch, or when classes are
outside, such as, physical education (PE)

This action should be evaluated during a school lockdown and if
appropriate, should be taken.

If it is not safe to reverse evacuate, then refer to the “If Outside”
section of the “Lockdown” procedure.
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Shelter in Place

This action is used after a decision is made that being indoors would provide a
greater level of protection to students and staff.

Announcement

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will make the following
announcement on the PA system. If the PA system is not available, use other
means of communication, (i.e. send messengers to deliver instructions, email,
etc.).

‘ATTENTION PLEASE. SHELTER IN PLACE. DO NOT LEAVE THE
BUILDING. DO NOT LEAVE THE BUILDING. IF YOU ARE OUTSIDE,
MOVE INSIDE. ADDITIONAL INFORMATION TO FOLLOW.”

Description of Action

If inside:

1. Keep students in classrooms pending further instructions.

2. If outside, direct students into the nearest classroom or school

building. Consider the proximity of the identified hazard. If necessary,

proceed to an alternative indoor location. A room of a building located

upwind of the identified hazard is preferred and ideal.

Secure and lock all doors

Close all windows and window coverings

Account for all students

Do not allow anyone to leave the secure room until ALL CREAR

message is received.

Students should take their seats and lessons can continue until the

SHELTER IN PLACE response is lifted.

‘“ATTENTION PLEASE. INITIATE LOCK DOWN. REPEAT, INITIATE
LOCK DOWN.”

IF INSIDE, staff members are to:

1. Lock doors and sit/lie on the floor away from doors and windows,

consider spreading out in the room, using cover and

concealment. Also consider hiding behind desks, cabinets, and in

closets.

The School Districts’ notification system will be utilized to provide
communications to parents during emergency response
situations on site. Under the Incident Commander’s direction,
the Site Public Information Officer will be responsible for
developing outgoing messages (email or phone message,
whichever is appropriate for the given situation) and transmitting
them to the parent community.

In the event that the School District’s notification system is not
functional, the site Public Information Officer and site staff,
designated by the Incident Commander to assist, will contact
parents via phone and or email with information provided on the
Student Emergency Form.
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Student Release/ Parent Process of Pick-up

In the event of the disaster or local emergency, the District’s custodial
responsibility of students may be extended beyond the range of normal
operating hours. The following guidelines are to be followed for the
release of students, unless otherwise direct by the Police Department:

Guardian/designee will present Student Attendance/ Release
Team member with a picture ID.

Student Attendance/ Release Team member will verify ID with
the Student Emergency Cards on file.

Upon positive verification of identification with the Student
Emergency Card, notify the Student Supervision Team to
release or escort student to the pick-up area.

In order for a student to be reunified with their guardian, the
guardian/designee must sign the Emergency Student Release
Card upon reunification of student with guardian.

If students are released to a medical facility, the student’s
name, school, address and phone number, if known, must be
written in permanent ink on the student’s body.
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Reunification

After a mass casualty or critical incident it is important to quickly reunite
survivors with their loved ones. The District’s custodial responsibility of
students may be extended beyond the range of normal operating

hours. When it is necessary to perform an off campus evacuation, the
following guidelines are to be followed for the release of students, unless
otherwise direct by the Police Department:

A designated off-campus location will be made by the Incident
Commander (or his or her designee).

Security and supervision will be in place prior to any students
being transported to the off site location.

Transportation services will be contact and arranged by the
Incident Commander (or his or her designee).

If necessary, counselors should be contacted and respond to the
reunification site.

The following protocols should be followed: Protocols for
notification, information release, orderly check-in, check-out,
record keeping, and release of minors to adults.

The Student Attendance / Release Team should be in place prior
to student arriving.

Guardians will present Student Attendance/ Release Team
member with a picture ID.

Student Attendance/ Release Team member will verify ID with the
Student Emergency Cards on file.

Upon positive verification of identification with the Student
Emergency Card, notify the Student Supervision Team to release
or escort student to the pick-up area.

Upon reunification of student with guardian, instruct guardian to
sign Emergency Student Release Log sheet entry of student
indicating release of student.

If students are released to a medical facility, the student’s name,
school, address and phone number, if known, must be written in
permanent ink on the student’s body.

After a critical incident, you should remember that the incident may be criminal
and investigated by law enforcement. If itis an active investigation, witnesses
and victims may need to be contacted by law enforcement delaying the
reunification. Witnesses and victims may need to be separated to keep the
integrity of the investigation.
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School Closure

In the event that an emergency incident has rendered the site inoperable

and uninhabitable, the Site Incident Commander will consult with the
Superintendent with an update on the status of the site and
situation. After conferring and receiving instructions from the
Superintendent to close the school site:

During school hours with staff and students on site:

¢ Site Incident Commander will activate the Off-Site Evacuation
Response.

¢ Site Incident Commander or designee will Activate Parent
Notification System to alert parents of new location of student
assembly.

e Update District EOC or District Public Information Officer of
new student assembly area.

After school hours with staff and students off site:

e Site Incident Commander will alert Command Team and
Activate School District’s Parent Notification System to school
closure.
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Information Provided to Police Dispatcher or 911 Operator

When reporting an emergency to law enforcement it is important to
provide as much information as possible. Allow the call-taker to be in
control of the conversation and ask the questions. Remember to remain
calm. Officers are often responding even though you are still providing
information to the call-taker. Below is some of the information that must
be provided depending on the nature of the emergency.

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Address and location of incident.

Nature of emergency, threat (i.e. armed intruder, active
threat/shooter, suspicious package, bomb threat).

Precise location of the threat, intruder, active threat/shooter,
suspicious package, bomb threat.

Number of suspects, if more than one.

Physical description of suspects(s) (describe race, gender, height,
weight, build, hair color / style / length, facial hair, clothing head to
toe, and anything that stands out; such as, tattoos, hat, glasses,
disguise.

Number and type of weapons held by the active threat/shooter.
Number of potential victims at the location.

Possible lookouts.

Suspicious vehicle(s) that may belong to the suspect(s).
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Emergency Procedures
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Earthquake

Upon the first indication of an earthquake, teachers should direct
students to Duck, Cover, and Hold. Follow the procedures listed below
for all earthquake events:

1.

Avoid glass and falling objects. Move away from windows, heavy
suspended light fixtures, and other overhead hazards. When the
shaking stops, the Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will
issue the All Clear Response. Use designated routes and proceed
directly to the assembly area. Teachers shall notify the Student
Attendance/Release Team of missing students.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) to direct the
Security Team to post guards a safe distance away from building
entrances to prevent access.

Warn all school personnel to avoid touching electrical wires.

First Aid Team will check for injuries and provide appropriate first
aid.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will direct the
Facility Team to turn off water, gas, and electrical and to alert
appropriate utility company of damages.

If the area appears safe, the Search and Rescue team will be
cleared by the Incident Commander (or his/her designee) to make
an initial inspection of the school buildings.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will contact the
Office of the District Superintendent to determine if additional
actions are deemed necessary.

In the event an earthquake occurs during non-school hours:

1.

The Incident Commander and Identified Maintenance/ Facilities

Personnel will assess damages to determine needed corrective

actions. For apparent damages, contact the District
Superintendent to determine if the school should be closed.

If the school must be closed, notify staff members and students as
identified in School Closure Response Procedure.
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Fire on School Grounds

In the event of a fire on school grounds, the following procedures should
be implemented:

1.

2.

Upon discovery of a fire, direct all occupants out of the building and
report the fire to the Incident Commander.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will immediately issue
the EVACUATION OF BUILDING action. Students and staff will
evacuate buildings using the evacuation routes or other safe routes
and proceed directly to the Assembly Area. Teachers will take student
roster and take attendance to account for students. Teachers will
notify Student Attendance/Release Team of missing students.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will call “911” to
provide the exact location (e.g., building, room, area) of the fire.

The Security Team will secure the area to prevent unauthorized entry
and keep access roads clear for emergency vehicles.

Search and Rescue Leader will direct the fire department to the fire
and brief fire department official on the situation.

The Facilities Team will notify the appropriate utility company of
damages.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will notify the District
Superintendent’s Office and Maintenance and Operations of the fire.
If appropriate the Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will
implement the PARENT ALERT SYSTEM.

For any fires on campus, the Incident Commander and District
Superintendent will determine whether the school will resume
operations and/ or open the following day.
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Fire in Surrounding Area

In the event of a fire in the surrounding area, the following procedures
should be implemented:

1.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will initiate the
appropriate immediate response actions, which may

include: STAND BY ALERT, SHELTER-IN-PLACE, SECURE
BUILDING, EVACUATION OF BUILDING or OFF-SITE
EVACUATION.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will call “911” to
provide the exact location (e.g., building, room, area) of the fire.
The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will activate the
Security Team to secure the area to prevent unauthorized entry
and keep access roads clear for emergency vehicles.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will work with the
fire department to determine if school grounds are threatened by
the fire, smoke, hazardous atmospheres, or other conditions. The
Incident Commander or designee will maintain open
communication with the fire department.

If the Incident Commander or designee issues the EVACUATION
OF BUILDING action. Students and staff will evacuate buildings
using the evacuation routes or other safe routes and proceed
directly to the Assembly Area. Teachers will take student roster
and take attendance to account for students. Teachers will notify
Student Attendance/Release Team of missing students.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will access local
radio station for emergency information.

In the event of a loss of water or other utilities, the Incident
Commander will refer to the Power Outage/ Loss of Utilities
Procedure.

If appropriate, the Incident Commander or designee will implement
the PARENT ALERT SYSTEM.

The Incident Commander or designee will notify the District
Superintendent, Maintenance and Operations of the emergency
situation.
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Explosion / Bomb Threat

There are three possible scenarios involving the explosion/bomb
threat. Determine which scenario applies and implement the appropriate
response procedures described below.

Scenario 1: Explosion on school property
Scenario 2: Explosion or credible bomb threat in surrounding area.
Scenario 3: Bomb threat on school property

Scenario 1: Explosion on School Property

1.

Upon explosion and depending on the proximity of the explosion
and affected area(s) all persons should: DUCK, COVER, AND
HOLD, or EVACUATE BUILDING.

The Incident Commander will consider the possibility of another
imminent explosion and take appropriate action.

After the blast, the Incident Commander will initiate another
Response Action, which may include: SHELTER-IN-PLACE,
SECURE BUILDING, EVACUATE BUILDING, or OFF-SITE
EVACUATION.

If the explosion occurred within the school buildings, Incident
Commander will issue EVACUATE BUILDING action to the
affected building or entire school. Students and staff will evacuate
using prescribed routes and proceed to the assembly

area. Teachers shall bring the student roster and take attendance
to account for students. Teachers will notify Student
Attendance/Release Team of missing students.

During an EVACUATE BUILDING, teachers and staff should be
aware of the possibility of secondary Improvised Explosive Device
(IED)

If a suspicious packaged or suspected IED is located, teachers
should change their evacuation route and immediately notify the
Incident Commander.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will call “911” to
provide the exact location (e.g., building, room, area) and nature of
emergency.

If appropriate the Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will
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implement the PARENT ALERT SYSTEM.

9. If necessary and deemed safe to do so, the Incident Commander
(or his/her designee) will direct the Search and Rescue Team to
suppress fires and rescue personnel. (Incident Commander should
wait for verification or all clear of additional threats of explosion
from first responders).

10.

The Facilities Team will notify the appropriate utility company

of damages.

11.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will notify the

District Superintendent and Maintenance and Operations of the
situation.

12.

The Security Team Leader will post guards safe distance

away from the building entrance to prevent persons entering the
school building.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will issue other
instructions as needed.

Scenario 2: Explosion or Threat of Explosion in Surrounding Area

1.

2.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will order
SHELTER IN PLACE.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will call “911” to
provide the exact location (e.g., building, room, area) and nature
of emergency.

Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will instruct all staff to
stop use of all cell phones and 2-way radios. Teachers will
instruct all students to turn off their cell phones until further
notice.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will issue other
instructions as needed.

All students and staff will remain in SHELTER IN PLACE until
further instructions are provided.
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Scenario 3: Bomb Threat on School Property

Treat each and every bomb threat seriously. Bomb threats are most often
received by telephone, email, text message, social media, handwritten notes,
and writings on objects, walls, or structures.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will initiate appropriate
Response Actions, which may include DUCK, COVER, AND HOLD, SHELTER
IN PLACE, SECURE BUILDING, EVACUATE BUILDING, or OFF-SITE
EVACUATION.

If the Incident Commander issues the EVACUATION OF BUILDING action, the
front office secretary (if possible) will forward the site’s main phone line to the
pre-recorded emergency outgoing message. Students and staff will
evacuate buildings using the evacuation routes or other safe routes and
proceed directly to the assembly area. Teachers will take student roster and
take attendance to account for students. Teachers will notify Student
Attendance/Release Team of missing students.

If the bomb threat is specific to an area, that information will be relayed to
students and staff so that evacuation routes may be altered and secondary
routes will be used. It is imperative, while evacuating, to look for suspicious
packages or secondary Improvised Explosive Devices (IED’s)

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will call “911” to provide the
exact location (e.g., building, room, area) and nature of emergency.

Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will instruct (if possible) all staff to
stop use of all cell phones and 2-way radios. Teachers will instruct all students
to turn off their cell phones until further notice.

If necessary, the Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will direct the
Search and Rescue Team to suppress fires and rescue personnel (if possible
and equipped to do so).

The Facilities Team will notify the appropriate utility company of damages.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will notify the District
Superintendent and Maintenance and Operations of the situation.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will issue other instructions as
needed.
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Received Telephone Bomb Threats

Treat each and every bomb threat seriously.

In the event a bomb threat is received via telephone, it is imperative the
receiving caller keep the suspect on the telephone line as long as
possible, listen carefully, ask key questions, and complete the Bomb
Threat Checklist. DO NOT USE WALKIE TALKIES or CELLULAR
PHONES!

Bomb threats received by phone:

Remain calm

Keep the caller on the line for as long as possible

DO NOT HANG UP, even if the caller does

Listen carefully

Be polite and show interest

Try to keep the caller talking to learn more information

If possible, write a note to a colleague to call the authorities
If your phone has a display, copy the number and/or letters on
the window display

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Suspicious Object / Package / Device

Suspicious packages on school grounds are objects, packages, and/or
devices, where the identity of the owner are not known coupled with
suspicion that the object, package, or device may pose a threat to the
school. Police should be immediately notified and are responsible for
investigation of the suspicious object, package, or device. If needed,
police will notify the Explosive Ordnance Disposal for further
investigation or detonation of the object.

When a suspicious object is located these principals should be
immediately applied:

1. Isolate — Do not move suspicious object. Keep staff and
students a safe distance from object. Evacuate all classes
within effected area away from suspicious object.

2. Contain — If possible, set up a perimeter around the suspicious
object a safe distance away. Attempt to keep students and staff
from entering the affected area.

3. Evacuate — Evacuate all students, staff, and occupied
classrooms and offices a safe distance from the affected area.

DO NOT
1. Use 2-way radios or cellular phones — radio signals have the
potential to detonate a bomb
2. Touch or move suspicious packages
3. Activate the fire alarm

Refer to the chart below from Homeland Security for bomb threat stand-
off distances.
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Intruder on School Grounds

An intruder on school grounds is defined as an unknown, unauthorized, and/or
unwanted subject on school grounds that MAY or MAY NOT pose a threat to the
school. The person no justification for being on the school campus. Intruders are
committing the crime of Criminal Trespass.

If the person does not appear to be a threat and you feel comfortable approaching the
person(s), you should consider the following:

wnN =
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Take another staff member with you prior to contacting the intruder.

Advise someone in the office that you are going to contact the intruder.
Have a form of communications, such as a 2-way radio so you can provide
updates.

Have the intruder kept under constant covert surveillance.

Approach and greet the intruder in a polite and non-threatening manner.
Identify yourself as a school official.

Ask the intruder for identification.

Ask the intruder for their purpose for being on the school campus.

If they have justification for being on campus direct them to the office for
assistance.

If the intruder does not have a justification to be on the campus, you should consider
the following:

1.

2.

If the intruder is not armed or threatening, advise the intruder of the trespass
laws.

Immediately ask the intruder to leave and instruct them to the nearest exit
point.

Escort the intruder off school grounds.

Notify the office / School Administration so that they can assess and monitor
the situation.

If the intruder refuses to respond to your requests, inform him/her of your
intention to summon law enforcement officers.

If the intruder gives no indication of voluntarily leaving the premises, notify
Police and School Administration.

If the intruder is armed or threatening, you should do the following:

BN =

Retreat to a position of safety.

Immediately notify the office / School Administration.
Initiate a School Lockdown.

Call 9-1-1 or have another person call for you.
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Threat of Violence / Weapons on Premises

In the event of a hostile or potentially threatening event, staff should take
reasonable steps to calm and control the situation. If the threat or
perpetrator is in your immediate area and you are not able to
LOCKDOWN or initiate a LOCKDOWN, you should immediately Isolate
and Evacuate all non-involved pupils and staff from the person and notify
the Incident Commander. The school should immediately be locked
down, controlling all student and staff movement.

Implement the following procedures to control and contain the situation.

1.
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The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will initiate the
appropriate Immediate Response Actions, which may include
LOCKDOWN, REVERSE LOCKDOWN, EVACUATE BUILDING, or
OFF-SITE EVACUATION.

Staff should attempt to isolate perpetrator from students, if it is safe
to do so.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will call “911” and
the Police Department or contact SRO, and provide the exact
location on campus and the nature of the emergency.

If an immediate threat is not clearly evident, attempt to diffuse the
situation. Remain calm, talk in a soft, non-threatening

manner. Request perpetrator to leave the area or campus, as
appropriate. Avoid all hostile actions or interactions, except to
maintain the safety and welfare of students or staff.

If the perpetrator is a student, DO NOT notify the family. Collect
the family contact information and give it to the police upon their
arrival on the scene. Family members may provide useful
information on handling the situation.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will notify the
District Superintendent of the situation.

Refer media inquiries to the designated Public Information Officer.
The_Police Department will control all points of entry.

The Student Attendance/ Release Team will conduct a headcount
and notify the Incident Commander of missing persons.
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Hostage Situation

Staff and students should sit quietly if they are in this situation. TRY to
remain calm. Staff should set the example if the armed intruder is in their
presence by doing anything possible for the staff member and students
to survive. If gun fire starts, staff and students should seek cover or
begin fleeing from danger.

Do not engage in a conversation or try to persuade the intruder to leave
your classroom or school. Remember, you are in an illogical situation so
any logical argument may go unheard. The intruder is probably aware of
the potential danger that he/she would be facing if he/she left the
classroom. The intruder may perceive himself/herself as being sane.

If the intruder speaks to you or to your students, answer him or her. Do
not provoke him or her. Don'’t try to take matters into your own hands.
Students should be told not to whisper to one-another, laugh, or to make
fun of the intruder. Remember, the intruder is disturbed, possibly
mentally ill, and more than likely paranoid. Whispering or laughter may
be perceived by the intruder as being directed at him or her.

Students should be taught to respond by themselves when threatened.
Incidents can occur which leave no time for signals. If students are
outside unable to find access a room, they should, depending on the
situation, flee from danger and STAY CALM.

If and when possible, call 9-1-1 and then School Administration.
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Unrest (Riot)

In the event of a hostile or potentially threatening event, staff should take
reasonable steps to calm and control the situation. If weapons are
involved and/or other significant threats are anticipated, do not approach
or disarm the threat. Immediately isolate all non-involved pupils and staff
from the person and notify the Incident Commander. The school should
immediately be locked down, controlling all student and staff movement.

Implement the following procedures to control and contain the situation.

Staff should attempt to isolate perpetrator from students, if it
is safe to do so.

If an immediate threat is not clearly evident, attempt to diffuse
the situation. Remain calm, talk in a soft, non-threatening
manner. Request perpetrator to leave the area or campus,
as appropriate. Avoid all hostile actions or interactions,
except to maintain the safety and welfare of students or staff.
If the perpetrator is a student, DO NOT notify the

family. Collect the family contact information and give it to
the police upon their arrival on the scene. Family members
may provide useful information on handling the situation.
The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will notify the
District Superintendent of the situation.

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Power Outage / Black Out

In the event of loss of utilities at the school site, the following procedures
should be implemented:

Upon notice of loss of utilities the Incident Commander will initiate
appropriate immediate response actions, which may include
STAND BY, SHELTER IN PLACE or EVACUATE BUILDING.

The Facilities Team will work with the utility company to determine
the potential length of time services will be interrupted.

If the Incident Commander (or his/her designee) issues the
EVACUATE BUILDING command evacuate using prescribed
routes or other safe routes and proceed directly to the assembly
area. Teachers shall bring the student roster and take attendance
to account for students. Teachers shall notify Student Attendance/
Release Team of missing students.

The Incident Commander (or his/her designee) will notify District
Superintendent of the loss of utility service.

The Eacilities Team will implement the following plans in the event
normal utilities are disrupted.
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Child Abduction / Suspected Child Abduction

1. Do a PA all-call for student, have staff physically search site
(who might still be on school grounds). Have clerical check sign
out sheet in front office.

2. Call classroom teacher. Confirm what student was wearing and
how student goes home each day. Ask for list of closest friends.

3. Confirm with ALL parents / guardians that no one had
permission to pick-up child.

4. Call emergency contacts listed on emergency form. Call friends
to see if student went home with someone without parental
permission.

5. Contact Police Department/SRO. Give description of
child/clothing. Have a picture available to email/fax whenever
possible. Notify District Office (Superintendent’s office).

6. If your school has surveillance cameras, review the surveillance
video and have it available for law enforcement.

7. Remain at school site until student is located. Notify Police
Department/SRO, District Office, etc. once student is located.

Note:

A. If student has been abducted, immediately call 911
and report the incident.

B. Contact Superintendent’s office to report the incident.

C. Keep witnesses at site to be interviewed by Police
Department/SRO.

D. If you have multiple witnesses, separate them and do
not allow them to talk about the abduction.

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Incident Command System (ICS)

The Incident Command System is responsible for site specific emergency
response activities. School administrators and staff members need to have
knowledge of ICS in the event ICS is activated.

ICS is a standardized on-scene incident management concept designed specifically to allow responders to
adopt an integrated organizational structure equal to the complexity and demands of any single incident or
multiple incidents without being hindered by jurisdictional boundaries.

General Staff

To maintain span of control, the Incident Commander may establish the following four
Sections: Operations, Planning, Logistics, and Finance/Administration.

Incident Commander's Overall Role

The Incident Commander must have the authority to manage the incident and be
briefed fully. In some instances, a written delegation of authority should be
established.

Personnel assigned by the Incident Commander have the authority of their assigned
positions, regardless of the rank they hold within the school administration.
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Incident Commander Responsibilities

In addition to having overall responsibility for managing the entire incident, the
Incident Commander is specifically responsible for:

e Ensuring incident safety.

« Providing information services to internal and external stakeholders, such as
parents.

« Establishing and maintaining liaison with other agencies participating in the
incident.

The Incident Commander may appoint one or more Deputies. Deputy Incident
Commanders must be as qualified as the Incident Commander.

Depending upon the size and type of incident or event, the Incident Commander may
designate personnel to provide information, safety, and liaison services. In ICS, the

following personnel comprise the Command Staff:

« Public Information Officer, who serves as the conduit for information to
internal and external stakeholders, including the media or parents.
« Safety Officer, who monitors safety conditions and develops measures for

assuring the safety of all response personnel.

« Liaison Officer, who serves as the primary contact for supporting agencies

assisting at an incident.

The Command Staff reports directly to the Incident Commander.
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Operations Section Chief

Typically, the Operations Section Chief is the person with the greatest technical and
tactical expertise in dealing with the problem at hand. The Operations Section Chief:

e Develops and implements strategy and tactics to carry out the incident
objectives.
o Organizes, assigns, and supervises the response resources.

Single resources may be organized into teams. Using standard ICS terminology, the
two types of team configurations are:

« Task Forces are a combination of mixed resources with common
communications operating under the direct supervision of a Leader.

o Strike Teams include all similar resources with common communications
operating under the direct supervision of a Leader.

Most school-based incidents typically use the terms, “Teams and Team Leaders.”
The terms Task Forces and Strike Teams comply with ICS common terminology and
would be more easily understood by community-based responders.

The Facilities & Security Response Team is responsible for:

e Locating all utilities and turning them off, if necessary.
e Securing and isolating fire/HazMat.

e Assessing and notifying officials of fire/HazMat.

o Conducting perimeter control.

The Crisis Intervention Team is responsible for assisting
students and school personnel who are unable to cope with
the fears and psychological trauma associated with
emergencies and disasters. This includes:

Assessing need for onsite mental health support.
Determining need for outside agency assistance.
Providing onsite intervention/counseling.

Monitoring well-being of school emergency team, staff,
and students, and reporting all findings to the
Operations Section Chief.

Reunification refers to getting students reunited with their
parents or guardians in an efficient and orderly manner.
Reunification can be an enormous challenge and takes a lot of
planning. The Student Release Team is responsible for:

e Setting up secure reunion area.

o Checking student emergency cards for authorized
releases.

o Completing release logs.

e Coordinating with the Public Information Office on
external messages.

The Incident Commander will determine if there is a need for a Planning Section and
if so, will designate a Planning Section Chief. If no Planning Section is established,
the Incident Commander will perform all planning functions. It is up to the Planning
Section Chief to activate any needed additional staffing.

Planning Section Chief's Role

The Incident Commander will determine if there is a need for a Planning Section, and
if so, will designate a Planning Section Chief. In a school incident, the Planning
Section helps ensure responders have accurate information, such as the number of
students remaining in the building. We can also provide resources such as maps and
floor plans. In addition to developing plans, we can provide an invaluable service by
recording a chronology of incident events for legal, analytical, fiscal, and historical
purposes.

The major activities of the Planning Section may include:

Collecting, evaluating, and displaying incident intelligence and information.

Logistics Section

The Incident Commander will determine if there is a need for a Logistics Section at
the incident, and if so, will designate an individual to fill the position of the Logistics
Section Chief.

The Logistic Section Chief helps make sure that there are adequate resources
(personnel, supplies, and equipment) for meeting the incident objectives.

Logistics Section Chief's Role

Logistics can make or break an incident response. | assist the Incident Commander
and Operations Section Chief by providing the resources and services required to
support incident activities. During a school incident, Logistics is responsible for
ensuring that there are sufficient food, water, and sanitation supplies. We are also
responsible for arranging buses for evacuations and communication equipment.

Logistics and Finance have to work closely to contract for and purchase goods and
services needed at the incident.

Logistics Section: Major Activities

The Logistics Section is responsible for all of the services and support needs,
including:

« Ordering, obtaining, maintaining, and accounting for essential personnel,
equipment, and supplies.

Providing communication planning and resources.

Setting up food services.

Setting up and maintaining incident facilities.

Providing support transportation.

Providing medical services to incident personnel (not injured students).

These include contract
negotiation, tracking personnel and equipment time, documenting and processing
claims for accidents and injuries occurring at the incident, and keeping a running tally
of the costs associated with the incident. | work most closely with Logistics to be sure
that we are able to contract for and procure the resources necessary to manage an
incident.

Finance/Administration Section: Major Activities

The Finance/Administration Section is set up for any incident that requires incident-
specific financial management. The Finance/Administration Section is responsible
for:

o Contract negotiation and monitoring.

« Timekeeping.

o Cost analysis.

o Compensation for injury or damage to property.

Note: On some incidents, the Finance/Administration function is not done at the
incident scene but rather is handled by the school district.

The Unified Command organization consists of the Incident Commanders from the
various jurisdictions or agencies operating together to form a single command
structure.

Unified Command Benefits

In a Unified Command, schools and responding agencies blend into an integrated,
unified team. A unified approach results in:

A shared understanding of priorities and restrictions.
A single set of incident objectives.

Collaborative strategies.

Improved internal and external information flow.
Less duplication of efforts.

Better resource utilization.

Incident Commanders Work Together

When implemented properly, Unified Command enables agencies with different legal,

geographic, and functional responsibilities to coordinate, plan, and interact
effectively.

The Incident Commanders within the Unified Command make joint decisions and
speak as one voice. Any differences are worked out within the Unified Command.

Unity of command is maintained within the Operations Section. Each responder
reports to a single supervisor within his or her area of expertise. Within a Unified
Command the police officer would not tell the firefighters how to do their job nor
would the police tell school personnel how to manage parent-student reunification.
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Unified Command and NIMS

NIMS encourages the use of Unified Command.

“As a team effort, Unified Command overcomes much of the inefficiency and
duplication of effort that can occur when agencies from different functional and
geographic jurisdictions, or agencies at different levels of government, operate
without a common system or organizational framework.”

Currently there is no data being shared with us
about how our students are doing in high school and beyond. This system is a two-way data sharing
system which will provide a pre-K through 16 continuum. The data shared will only be accessible to
other districts in the consortium and will not be shared on an individual student basis.

Cal-PASS Plus, created through leadership and funding by California Community College
Chancellor’'s Office, is an accessible, actionable and collaborative pre-K through 16 system of
student data. The system and initiatives are managed through a partnership among the following
leaders and organizations:

Cal-PASS Plus’ mission is to provide actionable data to help improve student success along the
education-to-workforce pipeline. Collaboration using this data will inform better instruction, help close
achievement gaps, identify scalable best practices, and improve transitions. Cal-PASS Plus offers
longitudinal data charts, detailed analysis of pre-K through 16 transitions and workplace outcomes,
information and artifacts on success factors, and comparisons among like universities, colleges, K-
12 school systems and schools.

Cal-PASS Plus also facilitates Regional Learning Councils to regularly convene pre-K through 16
leaders, representatives and stakeholders throughout the state so they may share data and success
factors and collaborate to improve education and workforce outcomes.

There is no cost to the District for being part of this collaborative.

CALIFORNIA PARTNERSHIP FOR ACHIEVING STUDENT SUCCESS
MEMBER INSTITUTION MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

In signing this Memorandum of Understanding ("MOU"), Jefferson School District
("Institution") agrees become a member institution of the California Partnership for Achieving
Student Success ("Cal-PASS Plus") and to be bound by all terms and conditions of this MOU.

RECITAL

A. Cal-PASS Plus is a program conducted by Education Results Partnership, Inc., a
California nonprofit public benefit corporation ("ERP") together with San Joaquin Delta College
("SIJDC") and the California Community Colleges Chancellor's Office ("CCCCO"). Cal-PASS Plus
collects, analyzes, and shares student data with educational institutions who have agreed to become
part of Cal-PASS Plus by entering into a memorandum of understanding ("Cal-PASS Plus
Members"). Cal-PASS Plus collects, analyzes and shares student data among Cal-PASS Plus
Members in order to track performance and improve student outcomes from pre-K through 12" grade,
and through college and the workplace. Cal-PASS Plus services are provided without fees or cost to
Cal-PASS Plus Members. Data sharing also assist educational institutions to meet compliance
reporting requirements and to assist organizations with the research necessary to increase knowledge
and collaboration among educational institutions. To that end, Cal-PASS Plus will coordinate the
process of Cal-PASS Plus Members sharing academic performance data concerning students who
have attended or who are attending their institutions by facilitating the transfer of data between Cal-
PASS Plus Members in a manner consistent with FERPA, other applicable federal and California
state laws and regulations, local regulations, and best practices and guidelines.

B. Cal-PASS Plus is designed to improve transitions and success across educational
segments. Cal-PASS Plus Members may use data provided by Cal-PASS Plus to develop, implement,
and assess interventions to improve instruction, and also to identify higher performing institutions and
programs to support collaboration and peer-to-peer sharing of best practices. Institution-based, multi-
segmental work groups (also known as Regional Learning Councils, or RLC's) are the preferred
venues for Cal-PASS Plus participation.

C. In entering into this MOU, Institution accepts and agrees to abide by all MOU terms
and conditions, elects to become a Cal-PASS Plus Member, and to actively engage in data sharing
with Cal-PASS Plus and the other Cal-PASS Plus Members.

THEREFORE, the Institution agrees to the following terms of this MOU:
ARTICLE 1. DEFINITIONS
As used in this Agreement, the following terms have the meanings as specified below:

"Cal-PASS Plus Parties" shall have the meaning assigned to such term in Section 2.

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"Cal-PASS Plus" shall have the meaning assigned to such term in the first paragraph of this MOU.

"Cal-PASS Plus Data" means the data elements that are defined in the Data Element Dictionary as
may be amended by Cal-PASS Plus from time to and which data elements have been provided to Cal-
PASS Plus.

"Cal-PASS Plus Members" shall have the meaning assigned to such term in Recital A.
"CCCCO" shall have the meaning assigned to such term in Recital A.

"ERP" shall have the meaning assigned to such term in Recital A.

"FERPA" shall mean the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act of 1974.

"Institution" shall have the meaning assigned to such term in the first paragraph of this MOU.
"MOU" shall have the meaning assigned to such term in the first paragraph of this MOU.
"MOU Addenda" shall have the meaning assigned to such term in Section 2.

"Partner Organizations" shall mean ERP, SIDC and CCCCO.

"SJDC" shall have the meaning assigned to such term in Recital A.

"Termination Event" shall mean (a) a material breach of this MOU by Institution; (b) any act by
Institution exposing the Cal-PASS Plus, any Partner Organization or any other Cal-PASS Plus Party
to liability for personal injury or property damage; or (c) Institution confirms its insolvency or is
adjudged a bankrupt, or assumes negative fiscal status; Institution makes a general assignment for the
benefit of creditors, or a receiver is appointed on account of Institution's insolvency.

ARTICLE 2. PURPOSE OF CAL-PASS PLUS AND MOU

It is the role of Cal-PASS Plus to create the mechanisms and procedures by which CAL-PASS Plus
Members, ERP, SIDC and CCCCO (collectively, "Cal-PASS Plus") share, store, compare, analyse
and disseminate academic performance data and research obtained through the analysis of such data,
concerning students who have attended or who are attending Cal-PASS Plus Member institutions by
facilitating the transfer of data between Cal-PASS Plus Parties in a manner consistent with all federal,
state and local laws and regulations including, without limitation, FERPA, and best practices and
guidelines within this industry.

The purpose of this MOU is to provide the terms and conditions by which Cal-PASS Plus Parties
agree to share and use such data. The Cal-PASS Plus Parties may enter into one or more addenda or
amendment outlining additional terms, conditions, roles or obligations with respect to the operation of
Cal-PASS Plus ("MOU Addenda"). Each MOU Addenda shall be binding on the Cal-PASS Plus
Member upon its execution of the MOU Addenda and shall, upon such execution, form a part of this
Agreement and its terms shall be fully incorporated herein as though fully set forth in this Agreement.

Institution acknowledges that performance of its obligations under this MOU may require frequent
and timely exchanges of information between one or more of the Cal-PASS Plus Parties. Cal-PASS
Plus' ability to execute the Cal-PASS Plus program is conditioned upon timely receipt of necessary
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information from Institution, provided that Cal-PASS Plus provides Institution with reasonable
advance notice of the need for such information and the date by which such information is required.

ARTICLE 3. DATA SHARING

Institution shall provide to Cal-PASS Plus the Cal-PASS Plus Data as required of Institution by the
Cal-PASS Plus administrator. Said Cal-PASS Plus Data shall be provided in the manner and form as
specified by the administrators of Cal-PASS Plus. Cal-PASS Plus Data shall be used by Cal-PASS
Plus Parties consistent with the terms and conditions of this MOU.

Occasionally, requests may be made from researchers or research institutions for data aggregated in a
particular manner. Cal-PASS Plus may, from time to time at its discretion, provide aggregated and
anonymous data based on the data received from Cal-PASS Plus Parties to researchers or research
institutions for analysis and research concerning the improvement of academic instruction and student
outcomes. Cal-PASS Plus agrees to share the data in a manner consistent with the FERPA guidelines,
ensuring the confidentiality of records.

Institution understands that, in order to conduct the Cal-PASS Plus Program, it may be necessary for
Cal-PASS Plus and/or its Partner Organizations to share Cal-PASS Plus Data with such third parties
as it deems necessary or appropriate to conduct Cal-PASS Plus provided, however, that the third party
has agreed in writing to maintain the confidentiality obligations, including compliance with FERPA,
as each of the Cal-PASS Plus Parties are required to do under this MOU.

In addition, Cal-PASS Plus shall have the ability to display summary-level reports of Cal-PASS Plus
Data on the publicly accessible Cal-PASS website.

A. Confidentiality and Security of Data

All Cal-PASS Plus Parties shall maintain the confidentiality of any and all student data exchanged by
each as a part of this MOU and Cal-PASS Plus. In accepting, maintaining and sharing Cal-PASS Plus
Data, all Cal-PASS Plus Parties shall comply with all federal, state and local laws and regulations
including, without limitation, FERPA. The requirements under this paragraph shall survive the
termination or expiration of this MOU or any subsequent agreement intended to supersede this MOU.

To ensure the continued confidentiality and security of the student data processed, stored, or
transmitted under this MOU, each Cal-PASS Plus Party shall establish a system of safeguards that
will, in all respects, comply with federal, state and local laws and regulations including, without
limitation, FERPA and other privacy protection laws and regulations. Specifically:

1. Institution, to the extent it is an education institution collecting educational records of its
students, understands that it may not disclose educational records without written consent
from the parent or eligible student, except to the following parties under the following
conditions: school officials with legitimate educational interest; other schools to which a
student is transferring; specified officials for audit or evaluation purposes; appropriate parties
in connection with financial aid to a student; organizations conducting research or studies for
or on behalf of the school; accrediting organizations; to comply with a judicial order or
lawfully issued subpoena; appropriate officials in cases of health and safety emergencies; and
state and local authorities, within a juvenile justice system, pursuant to specific State law.
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2. For the purposes of this MOU, Institution acknowledges and agrees that Cal-PASS Plus is
considered an organization conducting research and other services on behalf of Institution.

3. Institution will not use Cal-PASS Plus Data received through Cal-PASS Plus for any
purpose other than that specifically allowed under the terms of this MOU.

4. This MOU does not allow Institution (or its subcontractors) to disclose Cal-PASS Plus Data
to any other third parties except as set forth under this MOU or in limited circumstances
permitted under FERPA.

5. To ensure the continued confidentiality and security of the Cal-PASS Plus Data, stored, or
transmitted under this MOU, Institution shall assume responsibility of data received and will
employ industry best practices, both technically and procedurally, to protect data from
unauthorized physical and electronic access.

6. To ensure the continued confidentiality and security of the student data processed, stored,
or transmitted under this MOU, Institution shall establish, implement, and maintain policies,
procedures, and systems that ensure all Cal-PASS Plus Data is kept in secured facilities and
access to such records is limited to personnel who are authorized to have access to said data.

7. All staff of Institution involved in the handling, transmittal, and/or processing of Cal-PASS
Plus Data provided under this MOU will be required to execute a confidentiality agreement
requiring said personnel to maintain the confidentiality of all student related personally
identifiable information.

8. To ensure the continued confidentiality and security of Cal-PASS Plus Data, stored, or
transmitted under this MOU, Institution shall establish, implement, and maintain policies,
procedures, and systems shall require the use of appropriate safeguards, including secure
passwords to access databases used to process, store, or transmit provided under this MOU.

9. Institution will establish, implement, and maintain internal procedures, systems, and
safeguards: to maintain the integrity of their systems and secure databases used to process,
store, or transmit Cal-PASS Plus Data provided under this MOU, and to maintain the Cal-
PASS Plus Datain a secure manner that prevents the interception, diversion, or other
unauthorized access to said data

10. Institution shall ensure that any and all disclosures of comply with all provisions of
FERPA and other applicable federal and California state laws and regulations relating to the
privacy rights of students, such as but not limited to, the Information Practices Act and the
California Public Records Act.

11. Institution shall immediately notify Cal-PASS Plus in the event the security,
confidentiality, or integrity of the Cal-PASS Plus Data >exchanged is, or is reasonably
believed to have been, compromised. Notification will take place within 24 hours of
discovery.

12. Exchange of data between Cal-PASS Plus Parties and/or third party contractors is subject
to the requirements outlined in this MOU. Cal-PASS Plus Parties may subcontract to assist in
performing the Roles and Responsibilities hereunder.

B. Method of Transfer
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Cal-PASS Plus will employ industry best practices, both technically and procedurally to protect the
data from unauthorized physical and electronic access during transfer. Typical secure methods of
transfer include Secure File Transfer Protocol (SFTP), Secure HTTPS transfer or via encrypted
physical media. Any other transfer methods employed and the procedures utilized by Institution to
protect the data provided under this agreement are the responsibility of the Institution but are subject
to review and approval by the administrators of Cal-PASS Plus.

C. Disposition of Data

Any Cal-PASS Plus Data received pursuant to this Agreement shall be one way encrypted, stripped of
personally identifiable information and the primary source data will be archived securely, detached
from all Internet connected devices, and only accessible to the administrators of Cal-PASS Plus
authorized staff.

ARTICLE 4. INDEMNIFICATION

Institution shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless each of the other Cal-PASS Plus Parties and
their affiliates, respective officers, directors, shareholders, members, employees, agents, attorneys,
representatives and their respective successors and permitted assigns from and against all losses,
damages, liabilities, deficiencies, actions, judgments, interest, awards, penalties, fines, costs or
expenses of whatever kind (including reasonable attorneys' fees and costs) arising out of or resulting
from: (a) any misrepresentations made or factually incorrect information provided willfully or
negligently by Institution to another Cal-PASS Plus Party; (b) Institutions' noncompliance with any
federal, state or local law, statute, rule, or regulation; (¢) Institution's breach of any term or condition
of this MOU;; or (d) the negligent or intentional acts or omissions of Institution.

ARTICLE 5. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This MOU states the entire agreement between the Cal-PASS Plus Parties with respect to its subject
matter and supersedes any previous and contemporaneous or oral representations, statements,
negotiations, or agreements.

ARTICLE 6. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES
Institution represents and warrants that:

1) The person signing this MOU on behalf of Institution represents and warrants that he or she
has authority to sign on behalf and to bind such party.

2) Institution represents that it has the right and power to authorize participation in Cal-PASS
Plus and to undertake its obligations as set forth in this Agreement.

3) The execution of this MOU by its representative whose signature is set forth at the end
hereof has been duly authorized by all necessary actions.

4) In performing its obligations under this MOU, Institution will comply with all applicable
federal, state and local, laws, rules and regulations.

5) Institution shall not knowingly provide to Cal-PASS Plus, Cal-PASS Plus Data that is false
or inaccurate.
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ARTICLE 7. ASSIGNMENT

Institution may not assign their rights, duties, or obligations under this MOU, either in whole or in
part, without the prior written consent of Cal-PASS Plus.

ARTICLE 8. SEVERABILITY

Each term or provision of this MOU shall be valid and enforced as written to the full extent permitted
by law. If any provision of this MOU is held to be illegal, invalid, or unenforceable under present or
future laws effective during the term of this MOU, such provision shall be fully severable. This MOU
shall remain in full force and effect, unaffected by such severance, provided that the severed provision
(s) are not material to the overall purpose and operation of this MOU.

ARTICLE 9. WAIVER

Waiver by any signatory to this MOU of any breach of any provision of this MOU or warranty of
representation set forth herein shall not be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach of the same
or any other provision. The failure to exercise any right under this MOU shall not operate as a waiver
of such right. All rights and remedies provided for in this MOU are cumulative.

ARTICLE 10. MODIFICATION AND AMENDMENTS

Except for the Data Element Dictionary, this MOU may only be amended, modified or supplemented
by an agreement in writing signed by authorized representatives of the Institution. The Data Element
Dictionary may be amended by Cal-PASS Program from time to time by providing Institution with
thirty (30) days prior written notice of any such amendment.

ARTICLE 11. TERM

This MOU shall be in effect with respect to Institution upon its execution of this MOU and will
remain in effect until terminated in accordance with Article 12.

ARTICLE 12. TERMINATION

Institution, may terminate this MOU and, as a result, its participation in Cal-PASS Plus, by providing
Cal-PASS Plus thirty (30) days' written notice. Notice shall be deemed given upon Cal-PASS Plus'
actual receipt of the written notice. However, termination of Institution will have no force or effect on
the rights and responsibilities as to the remaining Cal-PASS Plus Parties.

A Partner Organization will notify in writing each Cal-PASS Plus Party in the event it decides to
terminate its participation in Cal-PASS Plus. This MOU shall also immediately terminate in the event
of the termination or cancellation of Cal-PASS Plus as a program.

The foregoing provisions are in addition to and not a limitation of any other rights or remedies
available to Cal-PASS Plus at law or equity. Written notice by Cal-PASS Plus shall be deemed given
when received by Institution.

ARTICLE 13. JOINDER OF OTHER CAL-PASS PLUS PARTIES

Cal-PASS Plus Parties agree that any school district, county office of education, community college
district, WASC accredited public or private four-year college or university located in California or
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other educational organization whose purpose is to improve student success, may become a party to
this MOU by executing a counterpart of this MOU in form substantially similar hereto.

ARTICLE 14. EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF MOU

A signed copy of this MOU delivered by facsimile, e-mail or other means of electronic transmission
shall be deemed to have the same legal effect as delivery of an original signed copy of this MOU. In
executing and returning a signed copy of this MOU, the "Authorized Officer" represents and warrants
that he or she has all requisite power and authority to execute and deliver this MOU, all necessary
approvals for the execution and delivery of this MOU on behalf of the Institution has been obtained.

EDUCATION CODE SECTION 45298
(@) A person laid off because of lack of work or lack of funds shall be eligible for reemployment
for a period of 39 months as follows:

(1) The person’s reemployment shall take preference over new applicants.

(2) The person shall have the right to participate in promotional examinations within the district
during the period of 39 months.

(3) If the person is reemployed in a new position and fails to complete the probationary period in
the new position, he or she shall be returned to the reemployment list for the remainder of the 39-
month period. The remaining time period shall be calculated as the time remaining in the 39-
month period as of the date of reemployment.

(b) An employee who takes a voluntary demotion or a voluntary reduction in assigned time in
lieu of layoff or to remain in his or her present position rather than be reclassified or reassigned,
shall be granted the same rights as persons laid off and shall retain eligibility to be considered for
reemployment for an additional period of up to 24 months, provided that the same tests of fitness
under which the employee qualified for appointment to the class still apply. The personnel
commission shall make the determination of the specific period eligibility for reemployment on a
class-by-class basis.

(c) An employee who takes a voluntary demotion or a voluntary reduction in assigned time in
lieu of layoff shall be, at the option of the employee, returned to a position in his or her former
class or to a position with increased assigned time as vacancies become available, and without
limitation of time, but if there is a valid reemployment list the employee shall be ranked on that
list in accordance with his or her proper seniority.

ISSUE: Reclassification from Account Clerk to Business Services Specialist

The Business Services Department is currently comprised of 2.0 FTE Business Services
Specialist, 1.0 FTE Account Clerk, 1.0 FTE Information Technology and 1.0 FTE Chief Business
Officer.

To increase the efficiency of the department and provide maximum responsiveness to Business
Services needs across the district, I am requesting the board’s approval to change Position #183
from Account Clerk to Business Services Specialist, effective May 1%, 2016. This change will
ensure that any and all functions of one job can be done by any other Business person in the
department (since the classification of all support staff will be Business Services Specialist).

With the retirement of the district’s long-time payroll person and the transfer of the other business
services specialist to a new position, we have an opportunity to reorganize the operation of the
business office. This major change has resulted in shifting many things from the Payroll desk to
the other desks in the department. The team work happening in the department has been stellar
and everyone is pitching in and doing whatever is required to keep the ball rolling and things
moving forward.

The district has arranged with the San Joaquin County Office of Education for training of our new
Payroll person. Our new Payroll person is currently at COE 40-60% of their time and we
anticipate this training continuing for many months. The payroll job is detailed, involved and the
best training we can have is by those who perform the functions of payroll for our County Office.
The modification of the Account Clerk position will also allow us to collaborate on functions and
tasks and make decisions about which desk things will land on as we go through this transition
period — and continue once Payroll is here 100%.

This change will facilitate further cross-training and ensure all staff on the team are classified
appropriately based on the functions they perform. Additionally, making this change will permit
a realignment across the entire department as needed, to respond to workload variances; vacation
schedules, etc.

The Business Services Specialist position is 251 days per year. If approved, this change will
result in ~§7,250 in additional annual expense (including statutory benefits on the change in

salary).

As discussed in last month’s board meeting, the State Allocation Board (SAB) made a change in
their calculations that necessitated an updated School Facilities Needs Analysis. In accordance
with SB50, the School Facilities Needs Analysis has been prepared to allow the district to collect
alternative school facilities fees from residential construction.

Current Residential Fees $3.13

After Adoption- Level Il Fees $3.20/ square foot
Level Il Fees $6.39/square foot

Level Il fees become effective immediately for the period of one year. Level lll fees may be
imposed during periods when the State Allocation Board (SAB) is no longer approving
apportionments for new construction due to a lack of funds available.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD NAME/TYPE OF THE JEFFERSON SCHOOL
DISTRICT APPROVING A SCHOOL FACILITIES NEEDS ANALYSIS, ADOPTING
ALTERNATIVE SCHOOL FACILITIES FEES IN COMPLIANCE WITH GOVERNMENT
CODE SECTION 65995.5, 65995.6 AND 65995.7 AND SECTION 17620 OF THE
EDUCATION CODE AND MAKING RELATED FINDINGS AND DETERMINATIONS.

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees ("Board") of the Jefferson School District
("District") provides for the educational needs for Grade K-8 students within the City of
Tracy and portions of unincorporated areas of the County of San Joaquin; and

WHEREAS, the Board of the District has previously adopted and the District has
imposed statutory school facility fees ("Statutory School Facility Fees" or "Level | Fees")
pursuant to Education Code Section 17620 and Government Code Section 65995(b)(1)
and (b)(2), and alternative school fee amounts pursuant to Government Code Sections
65995.5 ("Level Il Fees") and 65995.7 ("Level Il Fees") or (collectively, "Alternative
School Facilities Fees" or "ASFF"), but desires to update its ASFF based on a current
School Facilities Needs Analysis ("2016 SFNA") prepared by Dolinka Group, LLC in
accordance with applicable law; and

WHEREAS, the Board of the District has previously by Resolution elected to
participate in the school facilities funding program established pursuant to the Leroy F.
Greene School Faciliies Act of 1998 ("SFP") for both modernization and new
construction projects, and appointed a representative ("District Representative") for the
purpose of requesting an Eligibility Determination ("ED") for funding under the SFP; and

WHEREAS, the District Representative has caused the completion and
certification of original and updated Enroliment Certification/Projection ("ECP") by
submission of Form SAB 50-01, the Existing School Building Capacity ("ESBC") by
submission of Form SAB 50-02, and the ED by submission of Form SAB 50-03 to the
State Allocation Board ("SAB") for approval pursuant to the SFP; and

WHEREAS, the District received notification from the SAB that the District meets
the eligibility requirements for new construction funding pursuant to the provisions of the
SFP; and

WHEREAS, the District Representative has caused the completion and
certification of Form SAB 50-04, the Application for Funding ("AFF"), and prior to the
adoption of this Resolution submitted the AFF to the SAB for approval pursuant to the
SFP; and

WHEREAS, Level Il Fees and Level Ill Fees, upon adoption of the ASFF and
during the effective period thereof, are applicable to new residential construction in
accordance with applicable law, subject to the suspension of Level Ill Fees pursuant to
Government Code Section 65995.7(a)(2); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code Section 65995.6(f), ASFF adopted by
the Board are effective for a maximum on one (1) year; and





WHEREAS, the District has met the requirements established by Government
Code Section 65995.5(b)(3) in that (i) the District has issued debt or incurred obligations
for capital outlay in an amount equivalent to specified threshold percentage of its local
bonding capacity and (ii) at least 20 percent (20%) of the teaching stations within the
District are relocatable classrooms.; and

WHEREAS, new residential construction continues to generate additional
students for the District's schools and the District is required to provide grades K-8
school facilities ("School Facilities") to accommodate those students; and

WHEREAS, the District does not have sufficient funds available for the
construction of the School Facilities, including acquisition of sites, construction of
permanent School Facilities, and acquisition of interim School Facilities, to
accommodate students from new residential construction; and

WHEREAS, the Board has caused to be prepared the 2016 SFNA dated March
10, 2016, pursuant to applicable law, including, but not by way of limitation, Government
Code Section 65996.6, prior to the adoption of ASFF; and

WHEREAS, the Board has received and considered the 2016 SFNA which
includes all matters required by applicable law, including an analysis of: (a) the purpose
of the ASFF; (b) the use to which the ASFF are to be put; (c) the nexus (roughly
proportional and reasonable relationship) between the residential construction and (1)
the facilities for which the ASFF are to be used, (2) the need for School Facilities, (3) the
cost of School Facilities and the amount of ASFF from new residential construction; (d)
an evaluation and projection of the number of students that will be generated by new
residential construction by grade levels of the District as described by Government Code
Section 65995.6; (e) a description of the new School Facilities that will be required to
service such students; and (f) the present estimated cost of such School Facilities; and

WHEREAS, the 2016 SFNA in its final form has been available to the public, for
at least thirty (30) days before the Board considered at a public hearing the adoption of
the ASFF, including a response by the Board to written and oral comments, if any,
received by the District; and

WHEREAS, all notices of the 2016 SFNA and adoption of ASFF, including notice
of the preparation of the 2016 SFNA with the offer to meet with any affected local
planning agency relating to the potential expansion of existing school sites or the
necessity to acquire additional school sites, have been given in accordance with
applicable law; and

WHEREAS, copies of the 2016 SFNA have been provided thirty (30) days prior
to the public hearing if such written request(s) for copies were filed with the District forty-
five (45) days prior to a public hearing, which was held in a manner required by
applicable law at a meeting of the Board of the District relating to the proposed adoption
of the 2016 SFNA and ASFF; and

WHEREAS, the 2016 SFNA has been provided to all local agencies responsible
for land use planning for review and comment in compliance with Government Code
Section 65995.6(c); and

WHEREAS, the District has received, considered and discussed any written
and/or oral comments received by the District, and has responded to all comments,
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which the Board desires to adopt all such written and oral responses as the Board’s
response(s), if any; and

WHEREAS, as to the approval of the 2016 SFNA and ASFF, Government Code
Section 65995.6(g) provides that the California Environmental Quality Act, Division 13
(commencing with Section 21000) of the Public Resources Code does not apply to the
preparation, adoption, or update of the 2016 SFNA or adoption of this Resolution; and

WHEREAS, the District desires to approve the 2016 SFNA and adopt ASFF
pursuant to Government Code Sections 65995.5, 65995.6, and 65995.7 for the purpose
of establishing ASFF that may be imposed on residential construction calculated
pursuant to Government Code Section 65995(b), subject to the suspension of Level 3
Fees as set forth in Government Code Section 65995.7(a)(2).

NOW THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE JEFFERSON SCHOOL
DISTRICT DOES HEREBY RESOLVE, DETERMINE, AND ORDER AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  That the Board does hereby find and determine that the foregoing
recitals and determinations are true and correct and that the 2016 SFNA meets all
applicable legal requirements.

Section 2. That the Board does hereby find and determine that the 2016
SFNA meets all applicable legal requirements, and it hereby adopts each of the findings
set forth in the 2016 SFNA.

Section 3. That a District Representative made a timely application to the
SAB for new construction funding for which it is eligible.

Section 4. That the District received notification from the SAB that the District
meets the eligibility requirements for new construction funding pursuant to the provisions
of the SFP.

Section 5:  That for purposes of Government Code Section 65995.5(b)(3): (i)
the District has issued debt or incurred obligations for capital outlay in an amount
equivalent to specified threshold percentage of its local bonding capacity and (ii) at least
20 percent (20%) of the teaching stations within the District are relocatable classrooms.

Section 6. That the District has cause to prepare the 2016 SFNA, which is on
file at the District office address and incorporated herein by this reference, which
complies with all applicable statutory requirements, including the provisions of
Government Code Section 65995.6.

Section 7. That the Board hereby approves and adopts the 2016 SFNA for
the purpose of establishing ASFF as to future residential construction within the District,
subject to the temporary suspension of Level 3 Fees as set forth in Government Code
Section 65995.7(a)(2).

Section 8.  That the Board finds that the purpose of the ASFF imposed upon
residential construction is to fund the additional School Facilities to serve the students
generated by the residential construction upon which the ASFF are imposed as provided
in the 2016 SFNA and applicable law.

Section 9. That the Board finds that the ASFF are hereby established as
applicable to the extent set forth herein, and will be used to fund those School Facilities
described in the 2016 SFNA and that these School Facilities are to serve the students
generated by the residential construction within the District as provided in the 2016
SFNA.

Section 10. That the Board finds that there is roughly proportional, reasonable
relationship between the use of the ASFF and the new residential construction within the
District because the ASFF imposed on new residential construction by this Resolution
will be used to fund School Facilities which will be used to serve the students generated
by such new residential construction in accordance with applicable law as set forth in the
2016 SFNA and on less than an estimated actual cost of the School Facilities estimated
to result from additional residential construction as set forth in the 2016 SFNA.

Section 11. That the Board finds that there is a roughly proportional, reasonable
relationship between the new residential construction upon which the ASFF are
imposed, and the need for additional School Facilities in the District because new
students will be generated from new residential construction within the District, and the
District does not have sufficient capacity in the existing School Facilities to
accommodate these students.

Section 12. That the Board finds that the amount of the ASFF imposed on new
residential construction as set forth in this Resolution is roughly proportional and
reasonably related to, and does not exceed the cost of providing the School Facilities
required to serve the students generated by such new residential construction within the
District.

Section 13. That the Board finds that a separate fund ("Fund") of the District
and two or more sub-funds ("Sub-Funds") have been created or are authorized to be
established for all monies received by the District for the deposit of Level 1 Fees,
ASF/Level 2 Fees and ASF/level 3 Fees (if applicable) imposed on residential
construction within the District, as well as Commercial/Industrial Fees and mitigation
payments ("Mitigation Payments") collected by the District and that said Fund and Sub-
Funds at all times have been separately maintained, except for temporary investments,
with other funds of the District as authorized by applicable law.

Section 14. That the Board finds that the monies of the separate Fund or the
separate Sub-Funds, described in Section 12, consisting of the proceeds of Level 1
Fees, ASF/Level 2 Fees and ASF/Level 3 Fees (if applicable), Commercial/Industrial
Fees and Mitigation Payments have been imposed for the purposes of constructing
those School Facilities necessitated by new residential construction as further set forth in
the 2016 SFNA, and thus, these monies may be expended for all those purposes
permitted by applicable law.

Section 15. That the 2016 SFNA determines the need for new School
Facilities for unhoused pupils that are attributable to projected enrollment growth from
the construction of new residential units over the next five (5) years, based on relevant
planning agency information and the historical generation rates of new residential units
constructed during the previous five (5) years that are of a similar type of unit to those
anticipated to be constructed within the District, the City, and/or the County.
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Section 16. That the Board has identified and considered, and/or subtracted,
as set forth in the 2016 SFNA, the following information in determining amounts of the
ASFF/Level 2 Fees and ASFF/Level 3 Fees:

A. any surplus property owned by the District that can be used as a
school site or that is available for sale to finance school facilities
pursuant to Government Code Section 65995.6(b)(1);

B. the extent to which projected enrollment growth may be
accommodated by excess capacity in existing facilities pursuant to
Government Code section 65995.6(b)(2);

C. local sources other than fees, charges, dedications, or other
requirements imposed on residential construction available to finance
the construction of school facilities needed to accommodate any
growth in enrollment attributable to the construction of new residential
units pursuant to Government Code Section 65995.6(b)(3); and

D. the full amount of local funds the Board has dedicated to facilities
necessitated by new construction, including fees, charges,
dedications or other requirements imposed on commercial or
industrial construction pursuant to Government Code Section
65995.5.(c)(2).

Section 17. That the Board has calculated, as set forth in the 2016 SFNA, the
maximum square footage fees, charges, or dedications to be established as ASFF that

may be collected in accordance with the provisions of Government Code Sections
65995.5(c) and 65995.7(a).

Section 18. That notice and relevant and available information relating to the
potential expansion of existing school sites or the necessity to acquire additional school
sites, including notice of a proposed meeting regarding such information was provided to
City and County planning commissions or agencies with land use jurisdiction within the
District prior to the completion of the 2016 SFNA.

Section 19. That the 2016 SFNA in its final form has been made available to
the public for a period of not less than thirty (30) days, and that the District has made
itself available to the public to meet with any affected city or county to discuss the
preparation of the 2016 SFNA, pursuant to the requirements of Government Code
Section 65352.2.

Section 20. That the public has had the opportunity to review and comment on
the 2016 SFNA, and the Board has responded to written comments it has received, if
any, regarding the 2016 SFNA.

Section 21. That in responding to written comments pursuant to Government
Code Section 65995.6(c), if any, the Board may adopt any and/or all such responses
made by District staff and/or consultants, and does hereby adopt all responses, if any,
as responses of the Board thereto.

Section 22. That notice of the time and place of the public hearing ("Hearing")

to adopt the 2016 SFNA, including the location and procedure for viewing or requesting
a copy of the proposed 2016 SFNA, and any proposed revision thereof, has been
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published in at least one newspaper of general circulation within the jurisdiction of the
District at least thirty (30) days prior to the Hearing.

Section 23. That the District has caused to be mailed a copy of the 2016
SFNA not less than thirty (30) days prior to the Hearing to any person who made a
written request forty-five (45) days prior to the Hearing.

Section 24. That the 2016 SFNA has been provided to all local agencies
responsible for land use planning for review and comment in compliance with
Government Code Section 65995.6(c).

Section 25. That the Board conducted the required Public Hearing on April 12,
2016, prior to adoption of the 2016 SFNA and the ASFF, at which time all persons
desiring to be heard on all matters pertaining to the 2016 SFNA were heard and all
information presented was duly considered.

Section 26. That the Board hereby adopts ASFF and establishes the ASFF on
new residential construction projects within the District in the following amounts:

A. Pursuant to Government Code Section 65995.6, ASF/Level 2 Fees
within the Jefferson School District boundaries are $3.20 per square
foot of assessable space for new residential construction, including
new residential projects, manufactured homes and mobile homes as
authorized under Education Code Section 17625. However, this
amount shall not be imposed on any construction project used
exclusively for housing senior citizens, as described in Civil Code
Section 51.3, or as described in subsection (k) of Section 1569.2 of
the Health and Safety Code or paragraph 9 of subdivision (d) of
Section 15432 of the Government Code or any mobile home or
manufactured home that is located within a mobile home park,
subdivision, cooperative or condominium for mobile homes limited to
older persons as defined by the Federal Fair Housing Amendments of
1988.

B. Pursuant to Government Code Section 65995.7, ASF/Level 3 Fees
within the Jefferson School District boundaries are $6.39 per square
foot of Assessable Space for new residential construction, including
new residential projects, manufactured homes and mobile homes as
authorized under Education Code Section 17625. However, this
amount shall not be imposed on any construction project used
exclusively for housing senior citizens, as described in Civil Code
Section 51.3, or as described in subsection (k) of Section 1569.2 of
the Health and Safety Code or paragraph 9 of subdivision (d) of
Section 15432 of the Government Code or any mobile home or
manufactured home that is located within a mobile home park,
subdivision, cooperative or condominium for mobile homes limited to
older persons as defined by the Federal Fair Housing Amendments of
1988. Additionally, Level 3 Fees shall not be levied by the District
until authorized by Government Code Section 65995.7(a)(2).

Section 27. That ASFF, upon adoption and during the effective period thereof,
are applicable to residential construction in the alternative to Level 1 Fees in accordance
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with applicable law, except that Level 3 Fees are suspended temporarily as set forth in
Government Code Section 65995.7(a)(2).

Section 28. That the proceeds of the ASFF increased and established
pursuant to this Resolution shall continue to be deposited into those Sub-Funds of the
Funds identified in Section 12 of this Resolution, the proceeds of which shall be used
exclusively for the purpose for which the ASFF are to be collected.

Section 29. That the Superintendent, or his/her designee, is directed to cause
a copy of this Resolution to be delivered to the building officials of the affected City and
the County within the District’s boundaries, along with a copy of all the supporting
documentation referenced herein, and a map of the District clearly indicating the
boundaries thereof, advising such entities that new residential construction is subject to
the ASFF increased pursuant to this Resolution, and requesting that no building permit
or approval for occupancy be issued by any of these entities for any new residential
construction project, mobile home or manufactured home subject to the ASFF absent a
certificate of compliance ("Certificate of Compliance") from this District demonstrating
compliance of such project with the requirements of the ASFF, nor that any building
permit be issued for any non-residential construction absent a certification from this
District of compliance with the requirements of the applicable ASFF.

Section 30. That the Superintendent, or his/her designee, is authorized to
cause a Certificate of Compliance to be issued for each construction project, mobile
home and manufactured home for which there is compliance with the requirement for
payment of the ASFF in the amounts specified by this Resolution. In the event a
Certificate of Compliance is issued for the payment of ASFF for a construction project,
mobile home or manufactured home, and it is later determined that the statement or
other representation made by an authorized party concerning the construction project as
to square footage is untrue or in the event the zoning is declared invalid, then such
Certificate of Compliance shall automatically terminate, and the appropriate City or
County shall be so notified.

Section 31. That regarding the timely provision of a Certificate of Compliance
by the District for residential construction, although not required by applicable law, the
Board hereby determines that the 2016 SFNA is a proposed construction plan for
purposes of requiring payment of ASFF prior to the issuance of any building permit for
residential construction in accordance with Government Code Section 66007, and that
all ASFF are appropriated for the purpose of accomplishing such construction plan.

Section 32. That no statement or provision set forth in this Resolution, or
referred to therein shall be constructed to repeal any preexisting fee or mitigation
amount previously imposed by the District on any residential or non-residential
construction.

Section 33. That if any portion set forth in this Resolution, is held to be invalid,
the remaining provisions of this Resolution is intended to be and shall remain valid.

Section 34. That if the ASF/Level 2 Fees and/or the ASF/Level 3 Fees are
held to be invalid (other than the suspension under Government Code Section
65995.7(a)(2)), Statutory School Facility Fees, in amounts determined by applicable law
at such time, are intended to be, and shall remain, in full force and effect.
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Section 35. That the ASFF adopted by this Resolution shall take effect
immediately upon such adoption and shall be effective for a maximum of one year,
subject to the temporary suspension of Level 3 Fees as set forth in Government code

Section 65995.7(a)(2).

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Executive Summary

This School Facilities Needs Analysis ("Analysis") has been prepared in accordance with applicable
laws to provide the factual basis for the Jefferson School District ("School District") to consider and,
if desired, adopt alternative school facility fees ("Alternative Fees") that may be collected from
residential development in the School District consistent with Section 17620 of the Education Code
and Sections 65995.5, 65995.6, and 65995.7 of the Government Code (future code section
references are to the Government Code unless otherwise specified). The Analysis provides factual
information as to the following three (3) elements:

0] Determination by the State Allocation Board ("SAB") of eligibility to receive funds
from the State of California ("State") for new school facility construction;

(i) Designation by the School District of satisfying at least two (2) of the four (4)
statutory school requirements ("Statutory Requirements") set forth in Section
65995.5(b)(3); and

(iii) Calculation of the amount of the permissible Alternative Fees authorized by Section
65995.5 ("Alternative No. 2 Fee") and by Section 65995.7 ("Alternative No. 3 Fee").

A. Eligibility for New Construction Funding from the State

The School District has taken action electing to participate in the School Facilities Program
("SFP") established by Section 17070.10 of the Education Code and authorized a
designated representative to (i) approve, certify, and submit the SAB Forms 50-01, 50-02,
and 50-03 to the SAB and (ii) request an eligibility determination ("Eligibility Determination")
for new construction funding as required by the SFP.

As shown in Exhibits A, B, C, and D, the School District is eligible to receive new
construction funding under the SFP.

B. Compliance with Statutory Requirements

A review of the records of the School District was accomplished to ascertain if the School
District satisfies at least two (2) of the Statutory Requirements. Table ES-1 summarizes the
Statutory Requirements and identifies those satisfied by the School District as of the date
hereof.

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C. Calculation of Alternative No. 2 Fee and Alternative No. 3 Fee

The facts set forth herein justify on a roughly proportional and a reasonably related basis
that the following amounts meet the requirements of Sections 66000 et seq., as well as
other applicable legal requirements, including but not limited to Sections 65995.5, 65995.6
and 65995.7. The Alternative No. 2 Fee and Alternative No. 3 Fee for the School District are
listed in Table ES-3.

Attached as Exhibit E is (i) a summary of the school facility planning policies of the School
District and (ii) an estimate of the school facilities cost impacts per square foot of residential
construction. As can be seen from comparing Exhibit E to the recommended Alternative No.
2 Fee and the Alternative No. 3 Fee in Table ES-3, the Alternative Fees are less than the
comparable amounts set forth in Exhibit E and are not sufficient to cover all of the actual
school facilities cost impacts caused by new residential development on the School District.
Therefore, the Alternative No. 2 Fees and the Alternative No. 3 Fees are reasonably related
and roughly proportional to the cost of school facilities for the future development identified
in the Analysis in accordance with applicable laws.

D. Imposition of Alternative No. 2 Fee and Alternative No. 3 Fee

Prior to the adoption of the Analysis, the public is given a 30-day period to review and
comment on the Analysis, and any written comments received by the Governing Board of
the School District must be responded to. The Governing Board is also required to hold a
public hearing prior to its consideration of the Analysis.

Should the Governing Board of the School District approve the resolution that adopts the
Analysis and the accompanying Alternative No. 2 Fee and Alternative No. 3 Fee, those
amounts would be effective immediately for a period not to exceed 12 months. By approving
the Analysis and the accompanying Alternative Fees, the Governing Board is authorizing
the imposition of the Alternative No. 2 Fee for those periods when the State has new
construction bond funds available and the Alternative No. 3 Fee for those periods when the
SAB is no longer approving apportionments for new construction due to a lack of funds
available and the conditions in Section 65995.7 have been met.

Section | is the introductory section that generally describes the methodology used in preparing
the Analysis.

Eligibility to Collect Alternative Fees

Eligibility to Receive State Funds

A school district must have been determined by the SAB to be eligible for new construction
funding under the SFP pursuant to Section 65995.5(b)(1).

Statutory Requirements

A school district must satisfy at least two (2) of the four (4) Statutory Requirements in order
to adopt and impose Alternative Fees. The Statutory Requirements are summarized as
follows:

1. A school district has a substantial enroliment, as defined in Section 65995.5(b)(3)(A)
("Substantial Enroliment") of its students on a multi-track year-round calendar;

2. A school district has placed at least one (1) GO bond measure on the ballot in the
last four (4) years, and the measure received at least 50 percent plus one (1) of the
votes cast;

Projected Unhoused Students from Future Residential Development

Total Projected Student Enrollment

In determining the amount of any proposed Alternative Fees, a school district must projectin
accordance with Section 65995.6 the total number of students to be generated by Future
Units ("Projected Student Enrollment™). This projection is performed by applying the student
generation rates for residential development over the previous five (5) years of a type similar
to that of the Future Units either in the school district or in the city or the county in which the
school district is located. The projection may be modified by relevant planning agency
information.

Excess Capacity

A school district must identify and consider the number of excess seats, if any, which are
available at each school level (i.e., elementary school or middle school). If surplus seats
exist at one (1) or more school levels, the school district must determine what portion of the
excess seats, if any, should be made available to accommodate the Projected Student
Enroliment. The determination may include such considerations as matriculation of existing
students, advance funding from mitigated future residential units, long term needs of the
school district, as well as other relevant factors. Excess seats shall be determined by
comparing capacity as calculated pursuant to Section 17071.25 of the Education Code to
student enrollment.

Projected Unhoused Students

Lastly, a school district must reduce the Projected Student Enrollment by the excess

capacity, if any, that is identified and allocated by the school district to the Future Units to

calculate the number of projected unhoused students ("Projected Unhoused Students").
Surplus Property and Existing Surplus Local Funds

Surplus Property

A school district must identify and make a reasonable allocation of surplus property, if any,
which could be (i) used as a school site and/or (ii) sold to finance additional school facilities
needed to accommodate the Projected Unhoused Students.

Existing Surplus Local Funds

A school district must identify and make a reasonable allocation of existing surplus local
sources, including local funds, which includes commercial/industrial school fees ("Local
Funds"), if any, that could be available to finance the construction of school facilities needed
to accommodate the Projected Unhoused Students as referred to in Section 65995.5(¢)(2)
and 65995.6(b)(3).

Alternative No. 2 Fee

Student Capacity and Site Size of Future School Facilities

A school district must determine the appropriate number of students to be housed at each
school level. Pursuant to Section 65995.5(h), after this determination has been made, the
school district must calculate the appropriate site size for each school level based on the
"School Site Analysis and Development Handbook" published by the State Department of
Education as that handbook read as of January 1, 1998.

Site Acquisition and Site Development Costs

A school district must establish a factual basis for the estimated cost of acquiring property(s)
for a school site(s) or the appraised value of a proposed school site(s). Additionally, the
school district must establish an estimate of the permissible cost of developing such site(s).
The site development cost includes utilities, off-site, and service site development costs.

Total School Facility Costs per Student and Total School Facility Costs

A school district must estimate the total school facility costs per student based on the site
acquisition and the site development costs mentioned above, as well as the amounts
specified in Section 65995.5, which may or may not be adequate to fund the necessary
school facilities. Thereafter, the total school facility costs must be calculated. This
calculation involves multiplying the number of Projected Unhoused Students by the school
facility costs per student set forth in Section 65995.5 and subtracting any available local
sources, including Local Funds, identified by the school district and dedicated to such
portion of future development in the school district.

Residential Square Footage to be Constructed during the Next Five (5) Years

Based on information from the county, the city(s) or one (1) or more independent third party
market reports, a school district must estimate the total assessable square footage of the
Future Units.

Alternative No. 2 Fee

A school district must calculate the Alternative No. 2 Fee by dividing the total school facility
costs by the total assessable square footage of the Future Units in accordance with Section
65995.5(c).

Alternative No. 3 Fee

Alternative No. 3 Fee

The Alternative No. 3 Fee is determined by increasing the Alternative No. 2 Fee by an
amount that may not exceed the amount calculated pursuant to Section 65995.5(c),
provided that the calculation of such amount excludes reductions for available local sources,
including Local Funds, identified and dedicated in accordance with Section 65995.7(a).
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Eligibility to Collect Alternative Fees

Section 65995.5 requires that a school district (i) be eligible for new construction funding under the
SFP and (ii) satisfy at least two (2) of the Statutory Requirements to be eligible to impose an
Alternative No. 2 Fee or an Alternative No. 3 Fee. Section Il.A provides an evaluation of the
eligibility of the School District for new construction funding under the SFP and Section I1.B
documents the School District's satisfaction of at least two (2) Statutory Requirements.

A.

Eligibility to Receive State Funds

The School District has taken action electing to participate in the SFP established by Section
17070.10 of the Education Code. Additionally, the School District authorized a designated
representative to (i) approve, certify, and submit the SAB Forms 50-01, 50-02, and 50-03 to the
SAB and (ii) request an Eligibility Determination for new construction funding as required by the
SFP. The School District filed SAB Forms 50-01, 50-02, and 50-03 and requested an Eligibility
Determination for new construction funding as required by the SFP on March 24, 2000. On July
5, 2000, the Eligibility Determination of the School District was approved by the SAB.
Subsequently, the School District submitted updated SAB Forms 50-01, 50-02, and 50-03 as
part of its ongoing facilities planning and financing program. The most current SAB Forms 50-
01, 50-02, and 50-03 are incorporated herein as Exhibits A, B, and C, respectively. As shown in
the School District's most current Eligibility Determination from the SAB (attached and
incorporated as Exhibit D), the School District is eligible for new construction funding under the
SFP for 737 students in grades kindergarten through 6, three (3) students in grades 7 and 8, 23
non-severe special day class students, and zero (0) severe special day class students.

Statutory Requirements
As stated in Section |, a school district must satisfy at least two (2) of the four (4) Statutory
Requirements in order to levy Alternative Fees. What follows are facts establishing that the

School District satisfies at least two (2) of the Statutory Requirements.

1. Substantial Enrollment on Multi-track Year-Round Schedule

This Statutory Requirement is met if the school district has Substantial Enroliment
on a multi-track year-round schedule. Substantial Enrollment is defined differently
for different types of school districts, as follows:

a. Unified School Districts and Elementary School Districts. At least 30 percent
of the school district's students in grades kindergarten through 6 are on a
multi-track year-round schedule in the high school attendance area in which
all or some of the new residential units identified in the Analysis are planned
for construction.

b. High School Districts. (i) At least 30 percent of the high school district's
students are on a multi-track year-round schedule, or (ii) at least 40 percent
of the students in grades kindergarten through 12 within the boundaries of
the high school attendance area in which all or some of the new residential
units identified in the Analysis are planned for construction are on a multi-
track year-round schedule.
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The School District has determined that this Statutory Requirement has not
been satisfied.

2. General Obligation Bond Measure

This Statutory Requirement is met if the school district has placed a GO bond
measure on the ballot in the last four (4) years and received at least 50 percent plus
one (1) of the votes cast on one (1) such measure.

The School District has determined that this Statutory Requirement has not
been satisfied.

3. Debt or Obligations for Capital Outlay

This Statutory Requirement is met if the school district has issued debt or incurred
obligations for capital outlay in an amount equivalent to a specified percent of its
local bonding capacity. If the debt does not include debt associated with a Mello-
Roos Community Facilities District ("CFD") formed by a landowner election after
November 4, 1998, the threshold is 15 percent. If the debt includes debt associated
with a Mello-Roos CFD formed by a landowner election after November 4, 1998, the
threshold is increased to 30 percent. All debt and obligations to be repaid from
property taxes, parcel taxes, special taxes, and the school district's general fund
may be included.

The School District has determined that this Statutory Requirement has been
satisfied. The School District currently has $35,835,732 in outstanding debt.
This outstanding debt consists of $2,940,000 in Certificates of Participation
("COPs") and $32,895,732 in GO bonds issued. This debt represents 95.70
percent of the School District’'s bonding capacity (see Exhibit F for a
calculation of the School District’s bonding capacity).

4, Relocatable Classrooms

This Statutory Requirement is met if at least 20 percent of the school district's
teaching stations are relocatable classrooms.

The School District has determined that this Statutory Requirement has been
satisfied. The School District currently has atotal of 86 permanent classrooms
and 49 relocatable classrooms. This equates to a 36.30 percent relocatable
classroom utilization rate.

C. Eligibility to Collect Alternative Fees

As determined above, the School District is eligible to receive new construction funding and
currently satisfies at least two (2) of the four (4) Statutory Requirements. As a result, the
School District is eligible to adopt and impose Alternative Fees as provided by applicable
law.
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11 Projected Unhoused Students from Residential Development over the Next
Five Years

Section 65995.6(a) requires that the School District determine the need for new school facilities for
the Projected Unhoused Students. The calculation of the Projected Unhoused Students shall be
based on historical student generation rates ("SGRs") of new residential units constructed during
the previous five (5) years of a type similar to that of the Future Units. Section Ill.A calculates the
Projected Student Enroliment. Section I11.B sets forth the relevant facts as to the identification of any
excess seats which might be considered by the School District as available at each school level to
house the Projected Student Enrollment, as determined in Section Ill.A. Finally, Section IlI.C
calculates the Projected Unhoused Students.

A. Projected Student Enrollment
As stated above, Section 65995.6(a) specifies the methodology the School District must use
to calculate the Projected Student Enroliment. What follows is a step-by-step description of

this calculation.

1. Student Generation Rates

In order to calculate SGRs in accordance with Section 65995.6(a), the School
District must identify residential units that (i) were constructed during the previous
five (5) years and (ii) are representative of the Future Units. Residential data
pertaining to the School District was obtained by Dolinka Group, LLC from the Office
of the Assessor ("Assessor") of the County of San Joaquin ("County"). Using data
from the Assessor of the County and the School District, Dolinka Group compiled a
database from such information containing the addresses of the units that met the
criteria listed above. Parcels in the database were then classified by housing type
(i.e., single family detached, single family attached, and multifamily).

» Residential units classified as single family detached ("SFD") are defined as
units with no common walls each assigned a unique Assessor's parcel number.

» The category of single family attached ("SFA") consists of units with common
walls each assigned a unique Assessor's parcel number (e.g., townhomes,
condominiums, etc.).

» The third type of residential unit, multifamily ("MF"), is defined as a unit with
common walls on an Assessor's parcel on which other units are located.

Dolinka Group determined that there were an insufficient number of units built over
the past five (5) years to calculate SGRs that would be representative of the
residential development expected to occur within the School District over the next
five (5) years. Since the construction of SFD and MF units is expected to occur
within the School District over the next five (5) years, the Analysis has employed the
portion of Section 65995.6(a) that permits a school district to use SGRs of new
residential units constructed over the previous five (5) years that are a similar type of
unit to those anticipated to be constructed in either the city or county in which the
school district is located.
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The Analysis first evaluated SGRs for SFD and MF units that have been
experienced and documented by Tracy Unified School District ("“TUSD"). It was
determined that the SGRs for MF units were representative to those experienced by
the School District in the recent past and the SGRs for SFD units were not
representative to those which have been experienced by the School District in the
recent past. Due to this, the Analysis evaluated SGRs for SFD units that have been
experienced and documented by Stockton Unified School District ("SUSD"). It
should be noted that both TUSD and SUSD are both located within the County.
Table 1 shows the SGRs for SFD and MF units by school level.

It should be noted that the SGRs for SFD shown in Table 1 have been adjusted to

reflect the grade level configuration of the School District.

Since no SFA units are expected to be constructed in the School District over the
next five (5) years, SGRs for SFA units were not identified. The School District,
however, is required to adopt the Analysis on an annual basis, and if SFA units are
projected in the future the School District will update the Analysis accordingly.

2. Future Units

In order to obtain information regarding future residential units, the planning
departments of the City of Tracy (“City”) and the County were contacted (please
refer to the map on the following page for a geographic profile of the School District).
Based on correspondence from the Cities and County (see Exhibit G), Dolinka
Group has determined that the School District could experience the construction of
944 Future Units over the next five (5) years. Of these 944 Future Units, 785 units
have already mitigated their impact on the School District through a mitigation
agreement. Table 2 distinguishes between Future Units by unit type.

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The projected number of non-mitigated future residential units identified in Table 2
includes units that may result from existing structures that are voluntarily demolished
in order to be replaced by new residential development ("Reconstruction”). For
additional information regarding the imposition of the Alternative No. 2 Fee and
Alternative No. 3 Fee on Reconstruction please refer to Exhibit H.

It should be noted these projections are based on the best available information at
this time and are independent of the projected residential development reported to
the State in SAB Form 50-01.

Projected Student Enroliment

To calculate the Projected Student Enrollment, the number of Future SFD units and
Future MF units listed in Table 2 were multiplied by the SGRs shown in Tables 1.

The results of this operation are shown in Table 3.

Current Capacity

Collectively, the School District's school facilities in school year 2015/2016 have a capacity
of 2,679 seats per Section 17071.25 of the Education Code. Of these 2,679 seats, 1,969
are at the elementary school level and 710 are at the middle school level (the School
District’s school level configuration in this comparison has been altered to be consistent with
SAB Form 50-02). These capacities include seats from all new school facility construction
projects funded by the State. Based on student enrollment data for school year 2015/2016,
the enrollment of the School District is 2,396 students. As shown in Table 4, facilities
capacity exceeds student enrollment at both school levels in school year 2015/2016.

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C. Projected Unhoused Students

As shown in Table 4, the existing facilities capacity of the School District determined in
accordance with Section 65995.6(a) exceeds student enrollment currently being generated
from existing residential units by 145 seats at the elementary school level and 138 seats at
the middle school level. These surplus seats exist at facilities which will house (i) students
generated from non-mitigated Future Units, (ii) students generated from mitigated Future
Units, and (iii) students generated from units developed beyond the five-year period of the
Analysis.

The School District will experience growth beyond the next five (5) years. Therefore, the
surplus seats identified in Table 4 must be allocated between the Future Units shown in
Table 2 and residential units to be constructed beyond the next five (5) years. According to
information obtained from the San Joaquin Council of Governments ("SJCOG"), the School
District can expect an additional 8,166 residential units through calendar year 2030) This
number includes Future Units and residential units to be constructed beyond the next five
(5) years. Allocating the surplus seats identified in Table 4 between Future Units and
residential units to be constructed beyond the next five (5) years based on the number of
students each group of units is expected to generate results in 15 surplus seats at the
elementary school level and 31 surplus seats at the middle school level to be allocated over
the next five (5) years.

Additionally, the surplus seats to be allocated over the next five (5) years must be apportioned
between students generated from mitigated and non-mitigated Future Units (Table 3). Of the
allocated surplus seats identified above, it was determined that two (2) surplus seats at the
elementary school level and two (2) surplus at the middle school level are available to house
students generated from non-mitigated Future Units. Tables 5 and 6 show the Projected
Unhoused Students from mitigated and non-mitigated Future Units at each school level, while
Exhibit J provides more information regarding the allocation of surplus seats.

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IV.  Surplus School Sites and Existing Surplus Local Funds

Section 65995.6(b) states that the School District must identify and consider (i) surplus property, if
any, owned by the School District that can be used as a school site or that is available for sale to
finance school facilities, (ii) the extent to which projected enroliment growth can be accommodated
at existing school facilities, and (iii) local sources that are available to finance the construction or
reconstruction of school facilities needed to accommodate any growth in enrollment attributable to
the construction of new residential units. Additionally, Section 65995.5(c)(2) requires the School
District to subtract from the school facilities cost impact created by Future Units the amount of Local
Funds that the governing board has dedicated to facilities necessitated by new residential units. To
comply with Section 65995.6(b), the School District has identified and considered property it owns
and has determined that it does not possess any sites that could be considered surplus. The
Governing Board will review and re-adopt this Analysis annually, including a review of this
determination and any need to consider property that may then be surplus to fund school facilities
required to accommodate students being generated from existing residential units, or other
students.

As for identifying and considering existing excess capacity that could accommodate the Projected
Student Enrollment generated from non-mitigated Future Units, Table 6 in Section III.C. of this
Analysis illustrates that the School District has considered and determined that two (2) excess seats
exist at the elementary school level and two (2) excess seats exist at the middle school level and
has reduced the Projected Student Enrollment generated from non-mitigated Future Units
accordingly.

Finally, in accordance with Sections 65995.6(b) and 65995.5(c)(2), the School District has
determined that no local sources, including Local Funds, are available to finance the construction or
reconstruction of school facilities needed to accommodate any Projected Student Enrollment
generated from Future Units (see Exhibit K for more detail on local sources, including Local Funds).
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V. Alternative No. 2 Fee

As discussed in Section |, the objective of this Analysis is (i) to determine whether the School
District may adopt Alternative Fees and (ii) to determine the permissible amount of the Alternative
No. 2 Fee and the Alternative No. 3 Fee that the School District is permitted to levy on new
residential development. Based on the findings, determinations, and projections made in Sections ||
through IV, Section V contains a step-by-step calculation of the permissible Alternative No. 2 Fee in
accordance with Section 65995.5.

A. Alternative No. 2 Fee School Facility Costs

As stated in Section 65995.5(c)(1), the initial step in calculating the maximum Alternative
No. 2 Fee is to multiply the number of unhoused students generated from non-mitigated
Future Units by the appropriate per-pupil grant amounts provided in Section 17072.10(a) of
the Education Code. In addition, the sum shall be added to the site acquisition and site
development costs determined pursuant to Section 65995.5(h).

1. Per-Pupil Grant Amounts

The per-pupil grant amounts identified in Section 17072.10(a) of the Education Code
were adjusted by the SAB on February 24, 2016, pursuant to Section 17072.10(b) of
the Education Code. The per-pupil grant amounts specified in Section 17072.10 are
adjusted annually by the SAB to reflect construction cost changes as set forth in the
statewide cost index for class B construction. Further, pursuant to SAB Regulation
1859.71.2 and Section 17074.56 of the Education Code, the per-pupil grants have
been increased to account for automatic fire alarm detection systems and fire
sprinkler systems. Table 7 shows the base per-pupil grant amounts.

In addition to the base per-pupil grant amounts shown in Table 7, SAB Regulation
1859.76 provides additional grants for general site development on new school
construction projects. Currently, these additional grants are calculated as (i) 6
percent of the base per-pupil grants for elementary and middle school projects and
(i) a grant of $17,308 per new useable acre acquired for new school construction.
To determine the general site development grant for each school level, Dolinka
Group first applied the percentages mentioned above to the base per-pupil grant
amounts shown in Table 7.
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Second, Dolinka Group applied the grant per new useable acre mentioned above to
the student capacity of future school faciliies and corresponding site size
requirements for the School District listed in Table 10 to derive a grant amount per
student (see Exhibit L for more information on the calculation of the additional grants
for general site development). Table 8 shows these additional grants as well as the
total per-pupil grant amount.

Applicable law specifies the per-pupil grant amounts specified in Section 17072.10
are adjusted annually by the SAB to reflect construction cost changes as set forth in
the statewide cost index for class B construction as provided in Section 17072.10(b)
of the Education Code.

Total New School Construction Grants

To determine the total new school construction grants under Section 65995.5, the
number of Projected Unhoused Students to be generated from non-mitigated Future
Units, as shown in Table 6 is multiplied by the total per-pupil grant amounts set forth
in Section 17072.10(a) and (b) of the Education Code, as shown in Table 8. Table 9
shows the total new school construction grants of the School District pursuant to
Section 65995.5(c)(1).

Total School Site Acquisition and Site Development Costs

In addition to the total new school construction grants specified by Section 17072.10
of the Education Code, Section 65995.5(c)(1) permits the Alternative No. 2 Fee to
include site acquisition and site development costs determined pursuant to Section
65995.5(h) and the applicable statutory provisions referred to therein. What follows
is the calculation for determining the appropriate site acquisition and site
development costs in accordance with Section 65995.5(h).
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Site Size Requirement

To calculate the amount of site acquisition and site development costs that
may be included in the Alternative No. 2 Fee, a school district must determine
the student capacity of future school facilities that will be needed to
accommodate the Projected Unhoused Students, as well as students to be
generated from residential development anticipated to occur over the next 20
years. Based on the educational programs of the School District, the School
District has determined that all future school facilities will serve students in
grades kindergarten through 8 (“K-8” Schools”) and will be designed to
accommodate 800 students. Based on these capacities, the guidelines
included in the "School Site Analysis and Development Handbook"
published by the State Department of Education as that handbook read as of
January 1, 1998, identify the following site sizes for the School District.

It should be emphasized that the site sizes shown in Table 10 are based on
site sizes recommended by the State Department of Education as of
January 1, 1998. Since that time, the State Department of Education has
prepared a revised Handbook that contains site size recommendations more
consistent with School District policy. Please refer to Exhibit E for the site
sizes more consistent with the revised Handbook.

Site Acquisition and Site Development Costs per Acre

Based on information provided by the School District as well as information
regarding property sales within the County, the School District believes that
$81,601 per acre for site acquisition is a reasonable estimate. As for site
development, the School District estimates the cost to be approximately
$114,180 per acre (the site development cost was taken from the School
Facilities Needs Analysis prepared in 2015 and adjusted by the annual
change in the construction cost index as published by (Marshall & Swift).
Table 11 lists the total estimated site acquisition costs and site development
costs of the School District in accordance with Section 65995.5(h).

School Facilities Needed

To ensure that non-mitigated Future Units are being charged an Alternative
No. 2 Fee that is reasonably related to the school facilities that are required
to house the Projected Unhoused Students to be generated from non-
mitigated Future Units, the School District must identify the number of future
school facilities that will be needed to house the Projected Unhoused
Students to be generated from non-mitigated Future Units, as well as
students to be generated from mitigated Future Units and residential
development anticipated to occur over the next 20 years. To calculate the
number of school facilities that the School District will need to adequately
house the Projected Unhoused Students, the number of Projected
Unhoused Students for each school level, as listed in Table 6, was divided
by the applicable student capacity, as listed in Table 10. The number of
school sites expected to be needed to house the Projected Unhoused
Students generated from non-mitigated Future Units is shown in Table 12.

It is important to realize that while the number of Projected Unhoused
Students from non-mitigated Future Units equates only to approximately 5.8
percent of a K-8 school, the School District will need to construct at least one
(1) K-8 schoal in the future to accommodate (i) students generated from
mitigated Future Units, (ii) students generated from non-mitigated Future
Units, and (iii) students generated from future residential units beyond the
next five (5) years.

Alternative No. 2 Fee Site Costs in Accordance with Section 65995.5(h)
of the Government Code

The calculation of the total school site acquisition and site development cost
impacts under Section 65995.5(h) is a two-step process. The first step
involves calculating the total school site acquisition and site development
costs related to the Projected Unhoused Students generated from non-
mitigated Future Units. The calculation of this first step is shown in Table 13.

Only a portion of the total site costs may be included in the calculation of the
Alternative No. 2 Fee. Accordingly, the total school site acquisition and site
development costs under Section 65995.5(h) must be reduced by half to
arrive at the Alternative Fee No. 2 Site Costs.

As stated previously, the initial step in calculating the maximum Alternative No. 2
Fee is to identify (i) the total new school construction grant, and (ii) the site
acquisition and development costs pursuant to Section 65995.5(h). The sum of
these amounts, which is the Alternative No. 2 Fee School Facility Costs, is the
maximum amount of school facility costs that may be included in the Alternative No.
2 Fee before any local fund credits are applied. For the School District, the total new
school construction grant is $552,842 and the total site acquisition and site
development cost pursuant to Section 65995.5(h) is $88,371. These costs and the
Alternative No. 2 Fee School Facility Costs are shown by school level in Table 15.

The second step in calculating the maximum Alternative No. 2 Fee is to subtract the amount
of local sources, including Local Funds, if any, the School District has decided to dedicate to
school facilities necessitated by the construction of non-mitigated Future Units from the
Alternative No. 2 Fee School Facility Costs in order to calculate the Net Alternative No. 2
Fee School Facility Costs. As stated in Section IV of the Analysis, the School District has
determined that no credit is available to accommodate Projected Unhoused Students
generated from Future Units (see Exhibit K for more detail on local sources, including Local
Funds).

The final step in calculating the maximum Alternative No. 2 Fee is to divide the Net
Alternative No. 2 Fee School Facility Costs by the total square footage of assessable space
for non-mitigated Future Units.

1. Average Square Footage per Unit

In order to project the total square footage of assessable space of the non-mitigated
Future Units, the Analysis must estimate the average square footage of Future SFD
Units and Future MF Units to be constructed in the School District. To estimate the
average square footage of Future Units to be constructed in the School District,
Dolinka Group utilized information obtained from the City. Based on this information,
the average Future SFD Unit to be constructed within the School District is
estimated to contain 1,850 square feet and the average Future MF Unit estimated to
contain 1,200 square feet (see Exhibit G).

2. Total Square Footage of Assessable Space

To calculate the total square footage of assessable space for non-mitigated Future
Units, the average square footage of Future SFD Units and Future MF Units listed
above was multiplied by the number of non-mitigated Future Units listed in Table 2.
The results of this operation are shown in Table 17.

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VI. Alternative No. 3 Fee

The Alternative No. 2 Fee, which is the maximum Alternative Fee that may be imposed during
periods when State funds for new construction are available, was calculated in Section V in
accordance with Section 65995.5. During periods when the SAB is no longer approving
apportionments for new construction due to a lack of funds available, the Alternative No. 3 Fee may
be imposed by a school district, subject to the suspension of Alternative No. 3 Fees as set forth in
Section 65995.7(a)(3). Additionally, in accordance with Section 1859.81 of the SAB regulations, a
school district requesting financial hardship assistance funding is required to impose the maximum
developer fee justified by law (the Alternative No. 2 Fee, or the Alternative No. 3 Fee when the
State declares that such fees can be imposed), or an alternative source greater than or equal to the
amount of such fees. Similar to the methodology of the calculations performed in Section V, this
Section VI provides a calculation of the Alternative No. 3 Fee in accordance with Section 65995.7.

A. Alternative No. 3 Fee School Facility Costs

Pursuant to Section 65995.7, the Alternative No. 3 Fee School Facility Cost, which is the
maximum amount of school facility costs that may be included in the Alternative No. 3 Fee,
is calculated by increasing the Net Alternative No. 2 Fee School Facility Costs by an
amount not to exceed the Alternative No. 2 Fee School Facility Costs. As required by
Section 65995.7, this amount has been reduced by the amount of local funds ($0 in the
case of the School District) identified pursuant to Section 65995.5(c)(2). Accordingly, Table
19 shows the Net Alternative No. 2 Fee School Facility Costs previously shown in Table 16,
and adds to that amount the Alternative No. 2 Fee School Facility Costs previously shown in
Table 15. The result, shown in Table 19, is the Alternative No. 3 Fee School Facility Costs.

To calculate the Alternative No. 3 Fee, the Alternative No. 3 Fee School Facility Costs were
divided by the total square footage of assessable space of the non-mitigated Future Units
listed in Table 17. This calculation is required by Section 65995.5(c)(3) and outlined in
Section V.C. of the Analysis. Table 20 provides the Alternative No. 3 Fee that can be levied
by the School District on new residential development where permitted by applicable law.

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VII. Section 66000 of the Government Code

Sections 66000 et seq. were enacted by the State in 1987. These provisions are assumed to be
applicable to the Alternative Fees. Sections 66000 et seq. require that all public agencies satisfy the
following requirements when establishing, increasing or imposing a fee, such as the herein
described Alternative Fees, as a condition of approval for a development project.

1. Determine the purpose of the fee.
2. Identify the facilities to which the fee will be put.
3. Determine that there is a reasonable relationship between the need for public facilities and

the type of development on which a fee is imposed.

4, Determine that there is a reasonable relationship between the amount of the fee and the
public facility or portion of the public facility attributable to the development on which the fee
is imposed.

5. Provide an annual accounting of any portion of the fee remaining unexpended or

uncommitted in the School District's accounts.

New residential development in the School District, as shown in the Analysis, will generate
additional students who will require the School District to provide additional school facilities. The
amount to be included in the Alternative Fees is specified by statute. The Alternative No. 2 Fee of
$3.20 per square foot and the Alternative No. 3 Fee of $6.39 per square foot are justified in the
Analysis. The estimated average school facilities cost impacts on the School District per square foot
of residential development as estimated in Exhibit E is $8.57. As the actual school facilities cost
impacts per square foot of residential construction is greater than the Alternative Fees, it is
reasonable for the School District to determine that the Alternative No. 2 Fee of $3.20 per square
foot and the Alternative No. 3 Fee of $6.39 per square foot are roughly proportional and reasonably
related to the actual impacts caused by residential development on the School District.

This Analysis and the information included in Exhibit E therefore establish that the Alternative Fees
meet the requirements of Sections 66000 et seq. and such a determination by the School District as
part of adopting the Alternative Fees is justified and appropriate. The School District, therefore, is
justified in levying Alternative Fees on all new development.

By way of summary, the Analysis shows that non-mitigated Future Units will produce additional
elementary school and middle school students and that the School District does not have the
capacity or funds to accommodate all of those additional students. Alternative Fees, therefore, will
be used to fund (i) new K-8 school facilities, (ii) expansion of existing school facilities, and (iii) other
upgrades to existing school facilities, but only to the extent that such items are needed to
accommodate the Projected Unhoused Students generated from Future Units and to the extent that
the use of the Alternative Fees on such items is permitted by applicable law.

Reconstruction





Reconstruction is the act of replacing existing structures with new construction, which may have an
alternative land use (i.e. commercial/industrial versus residential) or may consist of different
residential unit types (e.g., single family detached versus multifamily, etc.).

A.

Residential Reconstruction

Residential Reconstruction consists of voluntarily demolishing existing residential units and
replacing them with new residential development. To the extent Reconstruction increases
the residential square footage beyond what was demolished ("New Square Footage"), the
increase in square footage is subject to the applicable Alternative No. 2 Fee or Alternative
No. 3 Fee as such construction is considered new residential development. As for the
amount of square footage constructed that replaces only the previously constructed square
footage ("Replacement Square Footage"), the determination of the applicable fee, if any, is
subject to a showing that the Replacement Square Footage results in an increase in student
enrollment and, therefore, an additional impact being placed on the School District to
provide school facilities for new student enrollment.

As of the date of this Analysis, the large-scale Reconstruction of residential development
within the School District has not occurred to the point where statistically significant data can
be utilized to determine if Replacement Square Footage increases student enroliment.
Therefore, prior to the imposition of fees on Replacement Square Footage, the School
District may undertake an analysis on any future proposed project(s) and may
amend/update this Analysis. Such analysis will examine the extent to which an increase in
enrollment can be expected from Replacement Square Footage due to any differential in
student generation rates as identified in the Analysis for the applicable unit types between
existing square footage and Replacement Square Footage. To the extent it can be
demonstrated that Replacement Square Footage will increase student enrollment, the
School District may then impose a fee on the Replacement Square Footage. This fee
amount on Replacement Square Footage shall be calculated by determining the cost
impacts associated with any growth in student enroliment from the Replacement Square
Footage. Any such fee that is calculated for the Replacement Square Footage shall not
exceed the Alternative No. 2 Fee or Alternative No. 3 Fee that is in effect at such time.

Reconstruction of Commercial/lndustrial Construction into Residential Construction

The voluntary demolition of existing commercial/industrial buildings and replacement of
them with new residential development is a different category of Reconstruction. Dolinka
Group is aware that such types of Reconstruction may occur within the School District over
the next five (5) years, however, Dolinka Group was unable to find information (i) about the
amount planned within the School District over the next five (5) years or (i) historical levels,
which might indicate the amount to be expected in the future. Due to the lack of information,
the School District has decided to evaluate the impacts of Commercial/Industrial
Reconstruction projects on a case-by-case basis and will make a determination of whether a
fee credit is justified based on the nature of the project.

The fee credit determination will be based upon a comparison of the impacts of the planned
residential project and the existing land use category (i.e. retail and services, office,
research and development, industrial/warehouse/manufacturing, hospital, or hotel/motel).
The actual impacts of the planned residential project (taken from Exhibit E) will be reduced
by the impact of the existing commercial/industrial category (derived from calculations
contained in the current Commercial/Industrial Development School Fee Justification Study
adopted by the School District). Any reduction to the Alternative No. 2 Fee would only occur
if the reduced amount falls below the Alternative No. 2 Fee. In such a case, the School
District would levy the reduced amount per square foot of new residential construction for
the subject Reconstruction project.

Identification and Consideration of Local Funding Sources per
Section 65995.5(c)(2) and Section 65995.6(b)(3)





Section 65995.6(b)(3) requires the School District to identify and consider any local sources other
than fees, charges, dedications, or other requirements that can be used to offset the cost impacts of
Future Units. Additionally, Section 65995.5(c)(2) requires the School District to subtract the amount
of Local Funds, which includes commercial/industrial school fees, that the governing board has
dedicated to facilities necessitated by Future Units. What follows is a summary of potential local
sources, including Local Funds that were evaluated for reducing such impact.

1.

Lease Financings

Lease financings are a means of financing facilities through a pledge of lease payments, as
opposed to a new revenue source, i.e., Certificates of Participation ("COPs"), Lease
Revenue Bonds ("LRBs"), etc. All lease payments associated with lease financings must be
paid by the issuing school district through its existing sources of revenue. The lease
payments are secured by the issuing school district's general fund.

The School District has not issued any recent lease financings to offset the impact of
Future.

General Obligation Bonds

General Obligation ("GO") bonds are secured by the full faith, credit and taxing power of the
issuing school district. A GO bond constitutes debts of the issuer and generally requires 2/3
approval by election prior to issuance; however, a Proposition 39 GO bond is approved by
55 percent of the votes. In return for a lower voter approval threshold under Proposition 39,
the issuing school district (i) must identify a specific list of school facility projects, (ii) has
limitations on the rate of maximum tax levy, and (iii) upon approval, the expenditures are
monitored and audited by a citizens' oversight committee annually. Voter approval grants
the school district the right to levy additional ad valorem taxes on all taxable property within
its jurisdiction in order to pay debt service on the GO bonds.

On November 2, 2010, the voters of the School District approved Measure J, which
authorized the issuance of $35,400,000 in GO bonds. Of the $35,400,00 to be issued, the
entire amount has been earmarked for the modernization and renovation of existing school
facilities. Therefore, at this time, there are no proceeds from the GO Bonds available to
offset the impact of project unhoused students generated from Future Units.

Redevelopment Pass-Throughs

California redevelopment law allows school districts to share in tax increment income via
pass-through agreements with local redevelopment agencies. The passage of AB X1 26
eliminated redevelopment agencies as of February 1, 2012, and replaced them with
successor agencies. Though redevelopment agencies have been eliminated, local
educational agency’s pass-through entitlements remain.

The School District currently has pass-through agreements with the City of Tracy. Over the
last five (5) years, the School District has collected approximately $60,226 in redevelopment
revenue and this amount is considered available as potential funding for school facilities to
house students generated from Future units.





Community Facilities Districts

The Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act provides an alternative method for public
agencies to fund facilities with useful lives of five (5) years or more. The Community
Facilities District ("CFD") is a financing entity through which a local government is
authorized to levy special taxes to pay debt service on issued bonds or to pay for the direct
construction of facilities. A two-thirds vote of the qualified voters is required to form the CFD.

The School District has formed two (2) CFDs as part of the Tracy Area Pubic Facilities
Financing Agency. These CFDs were formed on specific residential development projects
as an alternative to paying statutory school fees, mitigation payments or Alternative Fees.
Accordingly, none of the special tax or bond proceeds from these CFDs will be available to
offset the cost impacts of any residential units constructed outside the boundaries of the
CFDs. Similarly, the School District will not be permitted to collect additional statutory school
fees, mitigation payments or Alternative Fees from the units located within the CFDs, nor
were the units from the CFDs considered in calculating the Alternative No. 2 and Alternative
No. 3 Fees.

School Fees

Sections 17620 et seq. of the Education Code gives school districts the authority to collect
statutory school fees ("School Fees") from commercial and industrial development if a
justification study is prepared and certain nexus findings are made. Section 65995.5(c)(2)
requires the School District to identify and consider Local Funds, which includes
commercial/industrial School Fees, and to subtract such funds from the total impact created
by Future Units, if such Local Funds are available.

The School District currently collects such fees in the amount of $0.405 per square foot. In
the previous five (5) years, the School District collected approximately $7,306 in School
Fees from commercial/industrial development. A similar amount of commercial/industrial
School Fees can be expected to be received over the following five (5) years. This potential
funding will be discussed further below.

Identification of Existing Surplus Local Funds

Over the next five (5) years, the School District will need to construct school facilities to house
students to be generated from Future Units. Using per-student costs calculated in Exhibit E,
providing adequate school facilities to the 46 Projected Unhoused Students identified in Section
[Il.C will have a cost of $1,611,922. Table K-1 shows a summary of the school facilities needs
of the School District.

As stated above, the School District has identified the following local funds: (i) a potential for
$60,226 in funding from redevelopment pass-through agreements and (ii) potential
commercial/industrial school fees in the amount of $7,306. In addition, the School District
also plans to pursue State funding for the construction of school facilities to adequately
house students generated from existing residential development and Future Units. Based
on the current per-pupil grant amounts established by the State and the School District's
site costs, the 46 Projected Unhoused Students would generate $641,213 in State funding
(although State funding is not currently available, the Analysis assumes that State funding will
be available in the future in the identified amount). Additionally, based on Table 15 of the
Analysis, the School District can expect to receive $641,213 from Alternative No. 2 Fees on
new residential development. Table K-2 summarizes potential funding sources to fund the
school facilities needs identified in Table K-1.
