Background:

On 4/15/14, the Board of Trustees approved an interim policy due to the passage of AB484,
requiring students to take the Smarter Balanced Assessment Field Test. The field test did not
generate student reports or scores and therefore could not be used as a qualification
measurement for GATE. Two remaining GATE Qualifiers were approved: 1. Identification by
OLSAT Test Results and 2. Identification by Teacher Recommendation and Portfolio Assessment
This year, with the operational Smarter Balanced Assessment, students will receive scores but

the data is only a baseline and will not show growth or decline.

In the interim, the GATE Advisory Committee, composed of teachers, parents and
administrators from across the district, supports keeping the approved qualification
measurements for the Gifted and Talented Education Program and now seeks the approval of
the Board to endorse revisions to our JSD GATE Plan to reflect that decision.

GATE Plan Revisions Include:

Revisions to reflect the interim GATE Qualifiers
Updates to curriculum to include our math curriculum adoption

Recommended Action:

Approve revisions to Jefferson School District GATE Plan as presented.

Review and update the JSD GATE Plan and GATE Qualifiers once the Smarter Balanced Math &
ELA scoring metrics are proven to be a valid measure.

GATE students are recognized through a variety of identification options. State
standards and district guidelines are used to plan instruction and curriculum that is
organized as an integrated, differentiated learning experience within the regular school
day. The Jefferson School District educators work toward developing a vision of
excellence. Our GATE students are provided an enriched and challenging curriculum at
all grade levels.

° Gifted and high achieving students in the seventh and eighth grades are provided
differentiated opportunities through core curriculum. Electives and acceleration
in math are available. Algebra and Geometry tracks are offered to students who
are ready and prepared for this challenge.

Teachers use the elements of differentiation, including depth, complexity,
acceleration, and novelty to modify the core curriculum for GATE students.
Teachers provide the GATE students with the option to choose the process of
learning in some situations.

Students can also access various areas of content of interest to them that also meet
state standards.

Students are allowed to produce various products to show their understanding of
concepts and attainment of standards.

Students who have been identified by any of the three criteria; intellectual,
creative, or high achievement ability are eligible participants of the program.
Students may work individually, in small groups and as a whole class on the
grade-level content standards, but at different levels of ability.

Students are clear on the expected outcomes of their learning and students are
encouraged to self-assess.

Before or after school enrichment programs are available for identified students in
grades 3-8.

Identification Process

The Jefferson School District has developed an identification process that ensures all
students, including those from diverse socioeconomic and cultural backgrounds equal
opportunity to be identified and participate in the GATE program. A method to identify
GATE students in the following categories: intellectual ability, high achievement ability
and creative ability are present in the plan. Although formal identification is not usually
available below fourth grade, differentiated instruction and curriculum occurs within the
classroom to meet the needs of the younger gifted students.

The district establishes and implements both traditional and nontraditional instruments
and procedures for searching for gifted students. All data are used to ensure equal access
to program services. There are three processes whereby a student can be identified as
GATE: Standardized Aassessments, Otis-Lennon School Ability Test (OLSAT), or by
teacher nomination-recommendation and portfolio assessment.





Qualifying by Intellectual Ability or High Achievement Criteria

1. Identification by Standardized Assessment (2013 and earlier)

A student may be identified as GATE in the categories of intellectual ability and high
achievement ability utilizing evidence from standardized assessments. In order to have
qualifiedy, students must have scored “Advanced” on STAR California Standards Test in
English Language Arts AND in l\{gath for two consecutive years_up to the year 2013.
Spanish speaking students not classified as fluent English speaking wil-bewere eligible
to qualify based on their STS scores. Any student who scores “Advanced” on the STS
will automatically qualifiedy for the GATE program.

With the passage of AB484, students will no longer be taking the STAR California State
Test in English Language Arts and Math. Rather, they will be taking the Smarter

Balanced Assessment starting in the Spring of 2015.

In the interim, the Jefferson School District Board and GATE Advisory Committee
supports the following two qualification measurements for the Gifted and Talented
Education Program:

A

2. Identification by OLSAT Test Results

A group administered Otis-Lennon School Ability Test (OLSAT) is offered at every
school site in the fall and spring of each year. The OLSAT is designed to assess a
student’s thinking and reasoning skills that relate to a student’s ability to learn in school.
All students in grades 3-8 are eligible to participate in the district-wide testing program
for GATE eligibility in the fall. All students in grades 2-7 are eligible to participate in
the district-wide testing program for GATE eligibility in the spring. Second graders
taking the OLSAT in the spring will test in a separate location from other grade levels as
the test is orally administered. They may be referred by parents, teachers or
administrators as early as the first day each school year by filling out a testing
application. A Standard Score of >125 on the OLSAT is required for qualification.

No student will be retested with the OLSAT for the following three years from the
previous testing date without the recommendation from a Student Success Team.

3. Ildentification by Teacher Recommendation and Portfollo Assessment

A student may qualify for the GATE program by nomination from the student’s
classroom teacher. The classroom teacher must submit an application to the district
GATE Coordinator. A Portfolio Work Sample must be collected containing 3-5 student
created products that support recommendation in both English Language Arts and Math.
The samples should include work that demonstrates higher-level thinking, problem
solving skills, creativity, and working beyond the assignment. All work should
demonstrate extraordinary ability beyond the level expected of the student’s

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chronological peers. The samples should be comprised of teacher observed or on-
demand assignments rather than work or projects that were completed at home. In the
spring of the application year, the GATE committee will evaluate the portfolio as well as
interview the nominating teacher to determine if the student demonstrates giftedness.

Qualifying by Creative Ability Criteria

1. identification by Teacher Recommendation and Portfollo Assessment
Any student in grades 3-8 who is recommended by their classroom teacher is eligible to
participate in the district-wide Portfolio Assessment for Creative Ability. The classroom
teacher must submit an application to the district GATE Coordinator. A Portfolio Work
Sample must be collected containing 3-5 student created products that support
recommendation_in both English Language Arts and Math. The samples should include
work that demonstrates perception of unusual relationships among aspects of the
student’s environment and among ideas, innovative methods for overcoming obstacles to
thinking and doing, and original production of unique solutions to problems. All work
should demonstrate extraordinary ability beyond the level expected of the student’s
chronological peers. The samples should be comprised of teacher observed or on-demand
assignments rather than work or projects that were completed at home. In the spring of
the application year, the GATE committee will evaluate the portfolio as well as interview
the nominating teacher to determine if the student demonstrates giftedness.

A student may be recommended by a teacher multiple times.





Identification of Transfer Students

It is the responsibility of the registering parent/guardian to indicate on the registration
form if a student has been previously identified as GATE. The registering site office will
then submit the registration form and supporting documentation from the student’s
cumulative folder to the GATE Coordinator for evaluation. If the student’s prior
qualifying data does not meet the criteria set forth for qualification in the Jefferson
School District GATE Plan, the parent/guardian may elect to have their student

(3rd -8t Grades) take the OLSAT test at the next available testing session. Transfer
students are also eligible to qualify on the basis of their STAR scores as well as through
Teacher Recommendation and Portfolio Assessment. Until they are confirmed GATE
eligible according to the standards of Jefferson School District, they will be provided
differentiated instruction and the opportunity to participate in enrichment activities.

Parent Notiflcation

The GATE Coordinator notifies parents, teachers, and administrators of a student’s
eligibility for program placements. All test scores are mailed to the parents. Records are
kept for all students who have been referred for testing, regardless of their qualification
status.

Upon identification in the GATE program the criteria for GATE identification are
included in each GATE student’s cumulative file. The blue GATE folder is placed in the
cumulative folder once a student has been identified. The GATE folder holds a copy of
the student’s registration, copy of the letter of intent, OLSAT test scores, copies of
student work (ongoing assessment), and GATE application. In order for qualified
students to participate in the GATE program, their parents must give written consent.
The Jefferson School District GATE Advisory Committee reviews the screening process
and assessment criteria annually and revises it if necessary.

Training and Information

The GATE Coordinator will provide each site a list of all identified GATE students by or
before the first week of school to allow teachers to plan differentiated activities for these
students.

| A joint effort of the District GATE Coordinator, Site Administration and GATE Lead
Teachers will provide training to staff about the characteristic indicators of gifted
| students and the






nomination process during grade level and staff meetings, as well as receiving
information concerning gifted students, handouts, GATE applications, timelines, and
district brochure.

Ongoing staff development at both site and district levels concentrates on strategies
including student focus groups, and collection of student work products compared with
samples of "typical products" from age/grade level peers. Training is provided in terms
of working with English Language Learners, and teachers are encouraged to look for
students who are rapidly acquiring the English language, using advanced vocabulary in
either language, showing advanced skill in areas not requiring extensive language
knowledge, and ability to achieve a high score on writing prompt. Teachers are always
encouraged to use informal classroom observation to note evidence of GATE and high
achieving characteristics.

Ongolng Monltoring

Students who meet eligibility requirements must continue to meet grade point average
(GPA) eligibility requirements for the GATE program. Identified GATE students in
grade 3 must maintain a-grades of Satisfactory or above with no “S-*“ or “N”. Identified
GATE students in grades 4-8 must maintain a GPA of 3.0 with no “D” or “F” letter
grades. Before any student is considered for removal from the GATE program, a Student
Study Team meeting is conducted by staff with the GATE Coordinator, parents, and the
gifted student present. The interventions developed in the SST meeting are implemented
and assessed for their effectiveness on an ongoing basis. If the student still has not
progressed satisfactorily by the follow-up SST meeting, the team may determine that
withdrawal from the GATE program is in the student’s best interests.

Teachers should also monitor the progress of GATE students by analyzing district and
classroom assessment data during data team meetings. During data team meetings, grade
level teachers can strategize and plan for lessons that will best meet the needs of GATE
students.





GATE Curriculum and Instruction

How does your district develop differentiated curriculum, instructional model, and
strategies that are aligned with and extend the state academic content standards and
curriculum frameworks? Is the differentiated curriculum related to theories, models and
practices from the recognized literature in the field? What specific examples illustrate
how this standard is implemented in the Jefferson School District? (EC 52206 a & b)

The scope and sequence for the Jefferson School District’s gifted program is based upon
the California academic content standards and curriculum frameworks in language arts,
mathematics, social science, and science in grades K-8. In all classrooms, teachers use
these standards as a framework to guide instructional content and use a variety of
differentiation models to support pedagogy.

After identifying the essential skills and knowledge required for students to master the
content standards, teachers assess students’ prior knowledge and mastery using formal
and informal assessments. Curriculum may be compacted for students who have
demonstrated mastery of material and skills or to prevent redundant learning experiences.
Teachers employ a variety of flexible grouping strategies to best deliver curriculum e.g.
group, homogeneous and heterogeneous groups, and independent study while taking into
account on-going pre-assessment results, along with both group and individual goals.

Differentiation recognizes that students not only differ in their readiness to learn, but also
in their interests and preferred learning styles. Teachers in Jefferson School District
adapt their lessons to accommodate these various preferences and abilities so that the
entire range of students in the classroom are engaged in learning and achieve success.

Teachers implement a variety of differentiation strategies to meet the needs, interest, and
abilities of all learners. Curriculum is differentiated through content, process and
product.

When students are assigned different novels based upon reading level in their literature
circles, the content moves the student beyond grade level standards. With flexible,
leveled math groups, the learning process is dynamic and appropriate. Differentiation
strategies that are regularly employed include variation in assessment format,
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compacting, tiered activities and products, group investigations, independent learning
outcomes, product criteria negotiated jointly by student and teacher, and graduated task
and product rubrics. This differentiated curriculum is scheduled on a regular basis and is
integral to the school day.

Novelty, the unique and original expression of student learning, is encouraged in all
classrooms. Students are given opportunities to demonstrate understanding through
multiple products when they are provided with choices ranging from writing a sequel to a
book, creating a newspaper, designing a power point, or producing a milk carton report.

Teachers regularly incorporate questions and strategies that address the elements of depth
and complexity, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation levels of Bloom’s Taxonomy in order
to encourage higher order thinking skills. Teachers also employ instructional strategies
which recognize and nurture multiple intelligences, encourage metacognition and
stimulate creativity in students.

To explore concepts more fully, students have access to a variety of resources. At each
school they have use of computers and the internet in computer labs, the library and the
classroom.

Within the district, several sites hold Spelling Bees and Chess Tournaments, as well as
participate in Science Olympiad, Math Olympiad, Academic Pentathlon, Whiz Kids, and
high interest field trips and afterschool enrichment activities.

The district curriculum adoption plan specifically supports the need to choose materials
that support differentiation for all students.

California State Adopted English Language Arts and Math Programs

Language Arts: The Language Arts curriculum for K-5 is Houghton Mifflin and 6-8
grades have adopted Holt. The teachers use the Challenge guidelines found in the
Teachers Edition, Challenge Handbook, Universal Access Handbook, as well as Bloom’s
Taxonomy of questioning, tiering and compacting when appropriate to provide rigor and
challenge to high achieving students.

Mathematics: The Mathematics curriculum for K-85 is Houghton Mifflin California Go

Math. California-SaxenMathematies; by Hareourt—K-5 completes their work in whole

group and ability group settings in the regular classroom. When appropriate, challenge
| activities are given. Homework includes challenging working and introduces concepts at
grade level and above. This program promotes differentiation which allows for

é‘h—S‘thfades—Thls program allows the teacher to adjust the depth and complex1ty of
each assignment by the question the students are asked to complete.
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Through various funding sources, the district has been working for some time to provide
varied references from different genres including print and non print sources. All
students have access to leveled non-fiction reading materials. Students have access to
internet research and are guided in to use the internet as another way to investigate and
evaluate information. School site councils work to concentrate resources that extend
learning and enrichment for all students.

Social and Emotional Development

How does your district establish and implement plans to support the social and emotional
development of gifted learners to increase responsibility, self-awareness, and other issues
of affective development? (EC 52212 a-1)

The Jefferson School District endeavors to provide a nurturing environment for all
students that assists them in reaching their cognitive and affective potential. Teachers
strive to make classrooms places where gifted children feel accepted and are encouraged
to learn and work collaboratively with others. To address gifted students’ social and
emotional development, it is critical that teachers and staff recognize and understand the
affective characteristics of giftedness and know the district resources available to assist
gifted students and their parents.

Jefferson School District personnel carefully monitor each identified GATE participant.
Teachers and school staff receive training to address the social and emotional needs of
gifted and talented students at staff meetings, grade level meetings, during staff
development, and at local and state conferences. This training is provided by the
district’s GATE Coordinator, school psychologists, site administration, student and
educational advisors, and outside experts. The training addresses how to identify and
refer students in need of counseling services. Also teachers and support staff will be
trained on how to implement intervention strategies for at-risk GATE students.

Students who are not achieving at the appropriate level may meet with a counselor to
determine if there is a social and emotional need that requires further counseling.
Counselors and school psychologists are trained to provide therapy and will closely
monitor students in need of additional counseling. Counseling is provided by contracted
outside services. If the student’s social and emotional needs become too severe for the
counselor and/or school psychologist to address in the school setting then they will refer
to outside services.

Through the development of new identification procedures and program design, the
GATE Advisory Committee will continue seeking resources that will help guide all
district employees and parents in terms of supporting the social and emotional needs of
gifted learners. Teachers and other school personnel learn how to encourage gifted
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students to take risks and accept failure, set realistic goals and benchmarks, manage
stress, communicate with peers and adults, and prioritize tasks. Teachers and other
school personnel also help gifted students learn how to use their unique strengths.
Students are informed of career and college opportunities, especially those related to the
student’s areas of strength.

Students who have more severe social/emotional needs may be referred to a site-based
Student Study Team. The GATE Coordinator, teachers, school counselor or
psychologist, parents, and the students are invited. At the meeting the student’s specific
social/emotional challenges are addressed and a plan is developed. The site administrator
acts as the case manager to ensure that the plan is being implemented as written.
Professional Development

How does your district provide professional development opportunities related to gifted
education to administrators, teachers, and staff to support and improve educational
opportunities for gifted students? (EC 52212 (a) sec 1)

The district provides professional development programs related to the nature and needs
of gifted and talented students. The objective of this staff development is to give teachers
the tools to provide advanced learning opportunities to capable students on a regular
basis. Teachers are trained to incorporate differentiation strategies such as acceleration,
complex instruction, higher-level questioning, tiered assignments, elements of depth and
complexity and curriculum compacting. In addition, teachers receive professional
development on instructional norms that promote higher order thinking skills,
collaborative discourse, digital literacy, evidence-based claims, and presentation of
knowledge in alignment with the implementation of the new Common Core State
Standards which are designed to promote college and career readiness.

The district is providing ongoing staff development on differentiated instruction for
gifted students. The annual GATE evaluation and survey provides input on the
professional development for all teachers and classified employees. Each School Site
Council annually reviews site programs, which include the GATE component, making
recommendations and suggestions for staff development. Teachers have also been
trained how to differentiate adopted textbooks in social studies, science, language arts,
and math.

With the understanding of differentiation, the capability to learn and implement
instructional strategies to help with the movement toward effective differentiation and to
understand the professional responsibility to engage each child in meaningful learning we
have created the GATE Lead Teacher position. At each site the principal will appoint a
certificated teacher as the Site Lead Teacher who will serve as the site’s GATE
representative.

The lead teacher will:

= Have experience and knowledge of gifted education or will have the opportunity
to gain such knowledge and experience.
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= Attend appropriate professional development activities for meeting the needs of
Gifted and Talented students.

= Provide in-services for staff members, model lessons and provide support to
teachers

= Maintain student GATE folders in cumulative folders (2 student work samples at
the end Trimester 2 and 2 student work samples at the end of Trimester 3.)

= Attend GATE SST and GATE advisory meetings as needed

The framework for professional development includes: planning, classroom environment,
instruction, and professional responsibilities. Ongoing support includes making time to
plan differentiated lessons, creating differentiated curriculum, providing opportunities for
teachers to visit other classrooms, giving access to novel resource materials, making
teachers feel safe in trying new strategies and approaches, giving meaningful feedback,
providing encouragement, and expressing clear appreciation when they have done a good
job. The district will continue to encourage teachers to engage in peer coaching and
collaboration.

Resources

School site libraries are being developed with resources that are available to teachers that
support differentiated teaching. Some of the titles available include: Teaching What
Matters Most: Standards and Strategies for Raising Student Achievement, Leadership for
Differentiating Schools and Classrooms,; How to Differentiate Instruction in Mixed-
Ability Classrooms, Strategic Teaching and Learning: Standards-Based Instruction to
Promote Content Literacy in Grades Four Through Twelve. GATE funds will continue
to help support purchasing resources that focus on the use of differentiated instruction
with student cluster groups.

Parent and Community Involvement

How does your district provide procedures to ensure consistent participation of parents
and community members in the planning and evaluation of your program for gifted
students? (EC 52205 f)

Parent representatives, district staff, administrators and the district GATE Coordinator
make up the GATE Advisory Committee which allows parents to participate in the
development and ongoing planning of the district GATE program. The GATE Advisory
Committee, including parents, teachers and administrators meets at least three times a
year.

Suggested District/Site Advisory committee meeting calendar:

September review plan and set goals
January needs assessment
May reflect and project for upcoming year, evaluate GATE portfolios

Parents are strongly encouraged to join site councils and the GATE Advisory Committee
and are informed of current research and literature in gifted education. Efforts are made
to ensure that representation of GATE parents on the GATE Advisory Committee reflect
the demographics of the GATE student populations, including gifted English Language
Learners and gifted disabled students. Parent involvement may also include: providing
input in the development of a student’s GATE Portfolio; aiding the teacher in the
classroom; soliciting and locating community resources; attending and reporting on
professional development activities to staff, parents, and community members related to
gifted education, GATE conferences; and participating in parent meetings. A parent
survey on evaluating the efficacy of the GATE program is sent out annually. This survey
helps ensure parent participation in planning and evaluation of the program.

The parents who serve on the GATE Advisory Committee play a key role in program
design and with our continual efforts to provide quality services to our gifted student
population. Parents are provided with opportunities to learn about the role of
differentiated instruction in a standards-based system. The GATE Coordinator will
continue to provide opportunities for parent education during Advisory Committee
meetings.
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Communication with parents is an essential component of the GATE program. Parents of
GATE students receive district mailings explaining the GATE program and are informed
of the qualification procedures. Parents receive a GATE brochure that explains eligibility
and application process. On the district website, parents and community members have
access to GATE information, application periods and test dates. Sites communicate
updates to the sited based GATE program through the website and/or newsletters. The
GATE plan, GATE resources and Advisory Committee agendas can be found on the
district website www.jeffersonschooldistrict.com.

Program Assessment

How does your district establish formal and informal evaluation methods and
instruments that assess the gifted program and the performance of gifted students? How
are the results of the data collected, including state standardized tests, used to assess the
value and impact of the services provided and to improve the program and gifted student
performance? (EC 52212 a-1)

The district provides ongoing student and GATE program assessment that is consistent
with the program’s philosophy, goals and standards. Components of the program are
reviewed by the GATE Advisory Committee and the results are used for continuing
program development.

Classroom teachers use a wide range of strategies to assess student progress. Classroom
and district-wide benchmark assessments are used for both formative and summative
assessment information. Results of STAR-state assessments are shared with
administrative cabinet, teachers, students, parents, and the Board of Trustees.
Assessment data of the GATE students is analyzed at each data team meeting and
annually to ensure increasing achievement.

Teacher members of the GATE advisory committee share curriculum content, while
differentiated teaching strategies are modeled so that parents can better understand how
teachers are supporting our gifted students. The committee will continue to look at ways
to use district and classroom assessments to help drive the success of the GATE program.

The GATE program is evaluated annually. Parents and staff are surveyed annually

regarding the effectiveness of the GATE program. Survey responses will be used to
assist in setting goals for the GATE Advisory Committee and GATE program.
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Budgets

How does your district budget for gifted program support and provide for all the
components of the district’s GATE program and meet the related standards? (EC 52209,
52212 a-1,2,3)

The Jefferson School District is committed to providing a GATE program for the
district’s gifted and talented students. Funding for GATE testing is paid by the Jefferson
School District. The remainder of state funding for the GATE program is allocated
among all four school sites according to their specific GATE population. GATE funds
are used to supplement services available to our GATE student population. Funds are
also used to address professional development needs, especially in differentiated
instructional needs, direct student services, and enrichment programs.

In addition to GATE funds, professional development funds are used to pay for teacher
release time for peer coaching, modeling of differentiated strategies, and for professional
development conferences. Monies have been utilized to create professional libraries at
each site which will allow teachers, administrators, parents, and support staff the
availability of resources that support our program design model and professional
development plan.

GATE funds will also be utilized to pay teachers at each site to conduct before/after
school GATE programs. GATE classes are supported with funds for materials and
supplies. The district is actively recruiting staff to help guide the planning of and to
provide support for the implementation of before and after school programs and GATE
classes and to supplement the differentiation provided during the regular school day.

Re: Revised BP & AR 5144.1, Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process

BP/AR revised - Mandated policy updated to reflect NEW LAW (AB 420) which prohibits
districts from expelling any student, and from suspending students in grades K-3, for disruption
or willful defiance. Policy also revised to include material formerly in AR related to board
authority to expel and to delete material related to requiring parents/guardians to attend a
portion of the school day when their child is removed from class for specified behaviors.

Mandated regulation updated to reflect NEW LAW (AB 420) which prohibits districts from
expelling any student, and from suspending students in grades K-3, for disruption or willful
defiance. Updated regulation reflects NEW LAW (AB 1806) which requires notification of the
district's liaison for homeless students when the student being considered for expulsion is a
homeless student and NEW LAW (SB 1111) which provides that, if a hearing officer or
administrative panel does not recommend expulsion, a student must be permitted to return to
the classroom instructional program from which the expulsion referral was made. Regulation
deletes material related to requiring parents/guardians to attend a portion of the school day
when their child is removed from class for specified behaviors.

The numerous minor changes made it difficult to combine the revised and current BP and AR

into one redline edited document. CSBA recommended sample BP and AR are provided along
with the current district BP and AR.
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Students

Suspension And Expulsion/Due Process BP 5144.1

***Note: Education Code 35291 requires the Governing Board to prescribe rules and
regulations for maintaining discipline in the schools under its jurisdiction. In addition,
Education Code 48918 mandates the setting of rules and regulations for student expulsion as
specified in this Board policy and the accompanying administrative regulation. ***

***Note: While recognizing that suspension or expulsion of students is sometimes necessary,
legislative, administrative, regulatory, civic, and educational leaders are united in the belief that
instructional time should be used for student learning purposes and that school discipline
should be imposed in a way that, as much as possible, would not exclude students from school
or limit their ability or opportunity to learn. Pursuant to Education Code 48900.5, a district is
not authorized to suspend a student for certain specified violations unless other means of
correction have failed to bring about proper conduct. Such other means of correction include,
but are not limited to, conferences between school personnel and the student and his/her
parents/guardians; use of study, guidance, or other intervention teams to develop a plan to
address the behavior in partnership with the student; and participation in a restorative justice
program. Education Code 48900.5 also authorizes a district to document in a student's records
the alternative means of correction used to address the student's behavior. For further
information about specific disciplinary strategies, including alternatives to class or school
removals, see BP/AR 5144 - Discipline. ***

***Note: In addition, the U.S. Department of Justice's Civil Rights Division (DOJ) and the U.S.
Department of Education's Office for Civil Rights (OCR), in their joint January 2014 Dear
Colleague Letter on the Nondiscriminatory Administration of School Discipline, state that
studies have suggested a correlation between exclusionary discipline policies and practices
(such as suspension and expulsion) and an array of serious educational, economic, and social
problems, including school avoidance and diminished educational engagement, decreased
academic achievement, increased behavior problems, and increased likelihood of dropping out,
substance abuse, and involvement with the juvenile justice system. Consequently, they
recommend that districts adopt alternative disciplinary measures that provide students with
appropriate interventions and supports as a means for preventing and addressing student
misbehaviors. ***

***Note: The need to implement means of correction other than suspension and expulsion is
underscored by Education Code 52060-52077, which require districts to adopt and annually
update a local control and accountability plan (LCAP) including descriptions of the district's
and each school's goals for improving student engagement and school climate, as measured by
rates of student absenteeism, suspension and expulsion, and other relevant measures identified
by the Board. ***

The Governing Board desires to provide district students access to educational opportunities in
an orderly school environment that protects their safety and security, ensures their welfare and
well-being, and promotes their learning and development. The Board shall develop rules and
regulations setting the standards of behavior expected of district students and the disciplinary
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processes and procedures for addressing violations of those standards, including suspension
and/or expulsion.

(cf. 5131 - Conduct)
(cf. 5131.1 - Bus Conduct)
(cf. 5131.2 - Bullying)

The grounds for suspension and expulsion and the procedures for considering, recommending,
and/or implementing suspension and expulsion shall be only those specified in law, in this
policy, and in the accompanying administrative regulation.

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900(s), a student may be subject to discipline only
when the violation is related to a school activity or school attendance as specified below. A
student may also be disciplined for violations committed away from school if it is related to a
school activity or to school attendance. For example, Education Code 48900 defines bullying
by means of an electronic act as including an act that originates off campus; see the
accompanying administrative regulation and BP/AR 5131.2 - Bullying. Another example is
the hostile school environment which a victim may suffer from sexual harassment that occurs
off campus; see BP/AR 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment. ***

Except when otherwise permitted by law, a student may be suspended or expelled only when
his/her behavior is related to a school activity or school attendance occurring within any district
school or another school district, regardless of when it occurs, including, but not limited to, the
following: (Education Code 48900(s))

1. While on school grounds
2. While going to or coming from school
3. During the lunch period, whether on or off the school campus

(cf. 5112.5 - Open/Closed Campus)
4. During, going to, or coming from a school-sponsored activity

***Note: The following paragraph addresses the problem of unlawful discrimination in the
administration of student discipline. In their joint January 2014 Dear Colleague Letter on the
Nondiscriminatory Administration of School Discipline, the DOJ and OCR noted that, based on
the civil rights data collection conducted by OCR, students of certain racial or ethnic groups
tended to be disciplined more, and sometimes more harshly, than their similarly situated peers
in violation of federal nondiscrimination laws. The letter warned that any district determined to
have engaged in unlawful discrimination could be subject to OCR investigation and significant
remedial action. ***

District staff shall enforce the rules concerning suspension and expulsion of students fairly,
consistently, equally, and in accordance with the district's nondiscrimination policies.

(cf. 0410 - Nondiscrimination in District Programs and Activities)
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Appropriate Use of Suspension Authority

***Note: Education Code 48900.5 requires districts to use other means of correction instead of
suspension or expulsion except when a student commits certain enumerated offenses. The
following section reflects legislative intent regarding appropriate use of suspension as a means
of disciplining students and may be modified to reflect district practice. ***

Except when a student's act violates Education Code 48900(a)-(e), as listed in items #1-5 under
"Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" of the accompanying administrative
regulation, or when his/her presence causes a danger to others, suspension shall be used only
when other means of correction have failed to bring about proper conduct. (Education Code
48900.5, 48900.6)

(cf. 5138 - Conflict Resolution/Peer Mediation)

(cf. 5144 - Discipline)

(cf. 6142.4 - Service Learning/Community Service Classes)
(cf. 6164.2 - Guidance/Counseling Services)

***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. ***

A student's parents/guardians shall be notified as soon as possible when there is an escalating
pattern of misbehavior that could lead to on-campus or off-campus suspension.

***Note: Education Code 48900(k), as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 660, Statutes of 2014),
prohibits a district from suspending students in grades K-3 for disruption or willful defiance.
As amended, Education Code 48900(Kk) authorizes but does not require a district to suspend
students in grades 4-12 for disruption or willful defiance. Even with this authority, districts
should be careful in using these grounds, as available data have indicated a disproportionate use
with certain student subgroups. Option 1 below is for use by any district that chooses to
suspend students in grades 4-12 for disruption and/or willful defiance as authorized pursuant to
Education Code 48900(k). Any district that chooses to eliminate disruption and willful defiance
as reasons for suspending any of its students from school should select Option 2 below. Such
districts should also delete the first paragraph in the section titled "Additional Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12," in the accompanying administrative regulation. ***

***Note: Each option below reflects an exception granted to teachers pursuant to Education
Code 48910 to suspend students, including a K-3 student, from class; see section "Suspension
from Class by a Teacher" in the accompanying administrative regulation. ***

OPTION 1: No student in grades K-3 may be suspended for disruption or willful defiance,
except by a teacher pursuant to Education Code 48910. (Education Code 48900)

OPTION 2: No student may be suspended for disruption or willful defiance, except by a
teacher pursuant to Education Code 48910. (Education Code 48900)

***Note: The following optional paragraph reflects the Legislature's intent, expressed in
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Education Code 48900, concerning disciplinary actions against truant, tardy, or absent students.
Since these are not enumerated offenses, a district does not have the authority to suspend or
expel students for committing any of these acts. ***

Students shall not be suspended or expelled for truancy, tardiness, or absenteeism from
assigned school activities.

(cf. 5113 - Absences and Excuses)
(cf. 5113.1 - Chronic Absence and Truancy)

On-Campus Suspension

***Note: As an alternative to off-campus suspension, Education Code 48911.1 authorizes a
supervised suspension classroom program for students who pose no imminent danger to anyone
at school and who have not been recommended for expulsion, as specified below. Education
Code 48911.2 states that, if the number of students suspended during the prior year exceeds 30
percent of the school's enrollment, the district should consider implementing this program
and/or another program of on-campus progressive discipline. However, Education Code
48900.5 requires a district to try other means of correction and document that those means have
failed to bring about proper conduct before imposing a supervised suspension. ***

***Note: The following optional section is for use by districts implementing a supervised
suspension classroom program. Such districts may continue to claim funding apportionments
for students so assigned, provided they meet specific criteria which are set forth under
"Supervised Suspension Classroom™ in the accompanying administrative regulation. A
district does not receive funding for off-campus suspensions. ***

To ensure the proper supervision and ongoing learning of students who are suspended for any
of the reasons enumerated in Education Code 48900 and 48900.2, but who pose no imminent
danger or threat to anyone at school and for whom expulsion proceedings have not been
initiated, the Superintendent or designee shall establish a supervised suspension classroom
program which meets the requirements of law.

Except where a supervised suspension is permitted by law for a student's first offense,
supervised suspension shall be imposed only when other means of correction have failed to
bring about proper conduct. (Education Code 48900.5)

Authority to Expel
A student may be expelled only by the Board. (Education Code 48918(j))

As required by law, the Superintendent or principal shall recommend expulsion and the Board
shall expel any student found to have committed any of the following "mandatory
recommendation and mandatory expulsion™ acts at school or at a school activity off school
grounds: (Education Code 48915)

1. Possessing a firearm which is not an imitation firearm, as verified by a certificated
employee, unless the student had obtained prior written permission to possess the item from a

certificated school employee, with the principal or designee's concurrence

(cf. 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments)

2. Selling or otherwise furnishing a firearm
3. Brandishing a knife at another person
4. Unlawfully selling a controlled substance listed in Health and Safety Code

11053-11058

5. Committing or attempting to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261,
266¢, 286, 288, 288a, or 289, or committing a sexual battery as defined in Penal Code 243.4

6. Possessing an explosive as defined in 18 USC 921

For all other violations listed in the accompanying administrative regulation under "Grounds
for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" and "Additional Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades 4-12," the Superintendent or principal shall have the discretion to
recommend expulsion of a student. If expulsion is recommended, the Board shall order the
student expelled only if it makes a finding of either or both of the following: (Education Code
48915(b) and (e))

1. That other means of correction are not feasible or have repeatedly failed to bring about
proper conduct

2. That due to the nature of the violation, the presence of the student causes a continuing
danger to the physical safety of the student or others

A vote to expel a student shall be taken in a public session.

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48917, the Board may decide to suspend the
enforcement of an order for expulsion as long as a student satisfies specific conditions. See the
accompanying administrative regulation for criteria. In addition, the Attorney General opined
in 80 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 85 (1997) that the enforcement of an expulsion order may be
suspended even in those cases where the student has committed an offense for which expulsion
is required by law. Legal counsel should be consulted as appropriate. ***

The Board may vote to suspend the enforcement of the expulsion order pursuant to the
requirements of law and the accompanying administrative regulation. (Education Code
48917)

***Note: Education Code 48900(k), as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 660, Statutes of 2014),
prohibits a district from expelling any student for disruption or willful defiance. ***

No student shall be expelled for disruption or willful defiance. (Education Code 48900)

Due Process
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The Board shall provide for the fair and equitable treatment of students facing suspension
and/or expulsion by affording them their due process rights under the law. The Superintendent
or designee shall comply with procedures for notices, hearings, and appeals as specified in law
and administrative regulation. (Education Code 48911, 48915, 48915.5, 48918)

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)
(cf. 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process (Students with Disabilities))

Maintenance and Monitoring of Outcome Data

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900.8 and 48916.1, the district is required to
maintain data related to suspensions and expulsions and to report such data to the
Superintendent of Public Instruction. In addition, pursuant to Education Code 52060, a district
is required to address school climate in its LCAP, by including an assessment of baseline data
regarding suspension and expulsion rates by student subgroups and schools and setting goals
for improving those rates and other related factors. The DOJ and OCR, in their joint January
2014 Dear Colleague Letter on the Nondiscriminatory Administration of School Discipline,
recommend that districts maintain disaggregated discipline information to ensure transparency
and facilitate community discussion. ***

The Superintendent or designee shall annually present to the Board a report of the outcome data
which the district is required to collect pursuant to Education Code 48900.8 and 48916.1,
including the number of students recommended for expulsion, the grounds for each
recommended expulsion, the actions taken by the Board, the types of referral made after each
expulsion, and the disposition of the students after the expulsion period.

The report shall be disaggregated by school and by numerically significant student subgroups,
including, but not limited to, ethnic subgroups, socioeconomically disadvantaged students,
English learners, foster youth, and students with disabilities. The report also shall include
information about whether and how the district is meeting its goals for improving school
climate as specified in its local control and accountability plan.

Suspension And Expulsion/Due Process AR 51441

***Note: CSBA recommends that this administrative regulation be approved by the
Governing Board, regardless of district practice. ***

***Note: Education Code 35291 requires the Board to adopt rules and regulations, which are
not inconsistent with law or rules adopted by the State Board of Education, for the government
and discipline of the schools under its jurisdiction. In addition, Education Code 48918 and
48918.5 mandate that districts adopt rules concerning the due process rights of students in
expulsion situations, and Education Code 48916 mandates procedures for filing and processing
requests for readmission. Specific language complying with these mandates is included
throughout this administrative regulation. ***

***Note: The acts for which students may be suspended or expelled are specified in law and in
the sections below titled "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" and
"Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12." The Board does not have
authority to add to those enumerated acts. However, the Board has authority to prohibit
suspension or expulsion for certain acts for which suspension or expulsion is permissible rather
than mandatory. The Board may consider limiting the use of suspension and expulsion for
such offenses as part of the district plan to address school climate within the local control and
accountability plan required pursuant to Education Code 52060. In addition, pursuant to
Education Code 48900.5, a district is not authorized to suspend a student for certain specified
violations unless other means of correction have failed to bring about proper conduct. ***

Definitions

Suspension means removal of a student from ongoing instruction for adjustment purposes.
However, suspension does not mean any of the following: (Education Code 48925)

1. Reassignment to another education program or class at the same school where the
student will receive continuing instruction for the length of day prescribed by the Governing
Board for students of the same grade level

2. Referral to a certificated employee designated by the principal to advise students

3. Removal from the class, but without reassignment to another class or program, for the
remainder of the class period without sending the student to the principal or designee as
provided in Education Code 48910

Expulsion means removal of a student from the immediate supervision and control or the
general supervision of school personnel. (Education Code 48925)

Notice of Regulations

At the beginning of each school year, the principal of each school shall ensure that all students
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and parents/guardians are notified in writing of all school rules related to discipline, including
suspension and expulsion. (Education Code 35291, 48900.1, 48980)

(cf. 5144 - Discipline)
(cf. 5145.6 - Parental Notifications)

Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12

Acts for which a student, including a student with disabilities, may be suspended or expelled
shall be only those specified as follows:

(cf. 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process (Students with Disabilities))

1. Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical injury to another person;
willfully used force or violence upon another person, except in self-defense; or committed as an
aider or abettor, as adjudged by a juvenile court, a crime of physical violence in which the
victim suffered great or serious bodily injury (Education Code 48900(a) and (t))

***Note: The Attorney General, in 80 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 91 (1997), determined that a student
may be expelled for "possession” of a firearm if the student knowingly and voluntarily had
direct control over the firearm. The only exceptions are when the student has permission from
school officials to possess the firearm (pursuant to Education Code 48900 and 48915) or when
the possession is brief and solely for the purpose of disposing of the firearm, such as handing it
to school officials. Note that “firearm™ does not include "imitation firearm" which is listed
separately in item #12 below. See BP 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments. ***

***Note: Pursuant to Penal Code 417.27, students are prohibited from possessing a laser
pointer on school premises, except for a valid instructional or other school-related purpose.
See BP 5131 - Conduct. ***

2. Possessed, sold, or otherwise furnished any firearm, knife, explosive, or other
dangerous object, unless, in the case of possession of any object of this type, the student had
obtained written permission to possess the item from a certificated school employee, with the
principal or designee's concurrence (Education Code 48900(b))

(cf. 5131 - Conduct)
(cf. 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments)

3. Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, otherwise furnished, or was under the influence of
any controlled substance as defined in Health and Safety Code 11053-11058, alcoholic
beverage, or intoxicant of any kind (Education Code 48900(c))

(cf. 5131.6 - Alcohol and Other Drugs)

4. Unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any controlled substance as defined
in Health and Safety Code 11053-11058, alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant of any kind, and then
sold, delivered, or otherwise furnished to any person another liquid, substance, or material and
represented same as such controlled substance, alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant (Education
Code 48900(d))
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5. Committed or attempted to commit robbery or extortion (Education Code 48900(¢e))

6. Caused or attempted to cause damage to school property or private property
(Education Code 48900(f))

7. Stole or attempted to steal school property or private property (Education Code
48900(g))
8. Possessed or used tobacco or products containing tobacco or nicotine products,

including, but not limited to, cigars, cigarettes, miniature cigars, clove cigarettes, smokeless
tobacco, snuff, chew packets, and betel, except that this restriction shall not prohibit a student
from using or possessing his/her own prescription products (Education Code 48900(h))

(cf. 5131.62 - Tobacco)

9. Committed an obscene act or engaged in habitual profanity or vulgarity (Education
Code 48900(i))

10. Unlawfully possessed, offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any drug paraphernalia,
as defined in Health and Safety Code 11014.5 (Education Code 48900(j))

11. Knowingly received stolen school property or private property (Education Code
48900(1))

12.  Possessed an imitation firearm (Education Code 48900(m))

Imitation firearm means a replica of a firearm that is so substantially similar in physical
properties to an existing firearm as to lead a reasonable person to conclude that the replica is a
firearm. (Education Code 48900(m))

13.  Committed or attempted to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261, 266c,
286, 288, 288a, or 289, or committed a sexual battery as defined in Penal Code 243.4
(Education Code 48900(n))

14. Harassed, threatened, or intimidated a student who is a complaining witness or witness
in a school disciplinary proceeding for the purpose of preventing that student from being a
witness and/or retaliating against that student for being a witness (Education Code 48900(0))

15. Unlawfully offered, arranged to sell, negotiated to sell, or sold the prescription drug
Soma (Education Code 48900(p))

16. Engaged in, or attempted to engage in, hazing (Education Code 48900(q))

Hazing means a method of initiation or pre-initiation into a student organization or
body, whether or not the organization or body is officially recognized by an educational
institution, which is likely to cause serious bodily injury or personal degradation or disgrace
resulting in physical or mental harm to a former, current, or prospective student. Hazing does
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not include athletic events or school-sanctioned events. (Education Code 48900(q))

***Note: Education Code 48900(r) defines "bullying™ as "any severe or pervasive physical or
verbal act or conduct, including communications made in writing or by means of electronic
act,” which is directed toward a student and which would have serious detrimental
consequences upon a reasonable student. Pursuant to Education Code 48900, a student may be
disciplined for bullying by means of electronic act even when the act originated off campus. See
also BP 5131.2 - Bullying. ***

17. Engaged in an act of bullying (Education Code 48900(r))

Bullying means any severe or pervasive physical or verbal act or conduct, including
communications made in writing or by means of an electronic act, directed toward one or more
students that has or can reasonably be predicted to have the effect of placing a reasonable
student in fear of harm to himself/herself or his/her property; cause the student to experience a
substantially detrimental effect on his/her physical or mental health; or cause the student to
experience substantial interferences with his/her academic performance or ability to participate
in or benefit from the services, activities, or privileges provided by a school. (Education Code
48900(r))

***Note: "Bullying" also would include any act of sexual harassment, hate violence, or
harassment, threat, or intimidation committed by a student of any grade level, as set forth in
Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4, when the act results in harm to a reasonable
student as specified in the above paragraph. However, when bullying is found under these
circumstances, students below grade 4 may be disciplined for the "bullying™ but not for the
underlying act of sexual harassment, hate violence, or harassment, threat, or intimidation as
specified below in items #1-3 of "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades
4_12." *k*k

Bullying shall include any act of sexual harassment, hate violence, or harassment, threat, or
intimidation, as defined in Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4 and below in items
#1-3 of "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12," that has any of the
effects described above on a reasonable student.

Electronic act means the creation or transmission of a communication originated on or off
school site, including, but not limited to, a message, text, sound, image, or post on a social
network Internet web site, by means of an electronic device, including, but not limited to, a
telephone, wireless telephone, or other wireless communication device, computer, or pager. A
post on a social network Internet web site shall include, but is not limited to, the posting or
creation of a burn page or the creation of a credible impersonation or false profile for the
purpose of causing a reasonable student any of the effects of bullying described above.
(Education Code 48900(r))

Reasonable student means a student, including, but not limited to, a student who has been
identified as a student with a disability, who exercises average care, skill, and judgment in
conduct for a person of his/her age, or for a person of his/her age with his/her disability.
(Education Code 48900(r))
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(cf. 1114 - District-Sponsored Social Media)

(cf. 5131.2 - Bullying)

(cf. 6163.4 - Student Use of Technology)

(cf. 6164.4 - Identification and Evaluation of Individuals for Special Education)
(cf. 6164.6 - Identification and Education under Section 504)

***Note: Education Code 48900 allows for the suspension, but not expulsion, of a student
who "aids or abets," as defined in Penal Code 31, the infliction or attempted infliction of
physical injury to another person. The term "aiding or abetting," is a complex legal term and
requires that, at the time he/she committed the crime, the aider or abettor was aware of the crime
and specifically intended to commit the crime. Because of the complexities of criminal law,
legal counsel should be consulted as appropriate. ***

18.  Aided or abetted the infliction or attempted infliction of physical injury on another
person, as defined in Penal Code 31 (Education Code 48900(t))

19. Made terrorist threats against school officials and/or school property (Education Code
48900.7)

A terrorist threat includes any written or oral statement by a person who willfully threatens to
commit a crime which will result in death or great bodily injury to another person or property
damage in excess of $1,000, with the specific intent that the statement is to be taken as a threat,
even if there is no intent of actually carrying it out. (Education Code 48900.7)

Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12

***Note: The following section applies only to students in grades 4-12 and may be revised to
reflect grade levels offered by the district. ***

***Note: Education Code 48900, as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 667, Statutes of 2014), prohibits
the use of disruption and/or willful defiance as reasons for expelling any student. As amended,
Education Code 48900 also restricts their use as a basis for suspending students in grades 4-12
from school. Since districts are authorized but not required to suspend students in grades 4-12
based on these grounds, a district may choose, consistent with Option 2 in accompanying Board
policy, to prohibit the use of these reasons for suspending its students. Any district that
chooses to do so should delete the following paragraph. ***

Any student in grades 4-12 may be suspended, but not expelled, for disrupting school activities
or otherwise willfully defying the valid authority of supervisors, teachers, administrators, other
school officials, or other school personnel engaged in the performance of their duties.
(Education Code 48900(k))

(cf. 5131.4 - Student Disturbances)

***Note: As discussed in item #17 of "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12"
above, although Education Code 48900(r) defines bullying to include acts involving items #1-3
below, only students in grades 4-12 may be suspended or expelled for the individual acts that
constitute sexual harassment, hate violence, and harassment. The interplay between
"bullying™ and items #1-3 can raise complex legal issues. Districts should consult legal
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counsel as appropriate. ***

A student in grades 4-12 shall be subject to suspension or recommendation for expulsion when
it is determined that he/she:

1. Committed sexual harassment as defined in Education Code 212.5 (Education Code
48900.2)

Sexual harassment means conduct which, when considered from the perspective of a
reasonable person of the same gender as the victim, is sufficiently severe or pervasive as to have
a negative impact upon the victim's academic performance or to create an intimidating, hostile,
or offensive educational environment. (Education Code 212.5, 48900.2)

(cf. 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment)

2. Caused, attempted to cause, threatened to cause, or participated in an act of hate
violence as defined in Education Code 233 (Education Code 48900.3)

Hate violence means any act punishable under Penal Code 422.6, 422.7, or 422.75. Such acts
include injuring or intimidating a victim, interfering with the exercise of a victim's civil rights,
or damaging a victim's property because of the victim's race, ethnicity, religion, nationality,
disability, gender, gender identity, gender expression, or sexual orientation; a perception of the
presence of any of those characteristics in the victim; or the victim's association with a person
or group with one or more of those actual or perceived characteristics. (Education Code 233;
Penal Code 422.55)

(cf. 5145.9 - Hate-Motivated Behavior)

3. Intentionally engaged in harassment, threats, or intimidation against district personnel
or students that is sufficiently severe or pervasive to have the actual and reasonably expected
effect of materially disrupting classwork, creating substantial disorder, and invading the rights
of school personnel or students by creating an intimidating or hostile educational environment
(Education Code 48900.4)

(cf. 5145.3 - Nondiscrimination/Harassment)
Suspension from Class by a Teacher

***Note: The following section is optional and may be revised to reflect district practice.
While Education Code 48900(k), as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 660, Statutes of 2014), prohibits
a district from suspending students in grades K-3 for disruption or willful defiance, it still
allows for a teacher to suspend a K-3 student on these grounds. ***

A teacher may suspend a student, including a grade K-3 student, from class for the remainder of
the day and the following day for disruption, willful defiance, or any of the other acts specified
in Education Code 48900 and listed as items #1-18 under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" above. (Education Code 48910)
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When suspending a student from class, the teacher shall immediately report this action to the
principal or designee and send the student to the principal or designee for appropriate action.
If that action requires the continuing presence of the student at school, he/she shall be
appropriately supervised during the class periods from which he/she has been suspended.
(Education Code 48910)

As soon as possible after the teacher decides to suspend the student, he/she shall ask the
student's parent/guardian to attend a parent-teacher conference regarding the suspension. A
counselor or psychologist may attend the conference if it is practicable, and a school
administrator shall attend if either the parent/guardian or teacher so requests. (Education Code
48910)

A student suspended from class shall not be returned to class during the period of the
suspension without the approval of the teacher of the class and the principal or designee.
(Education Code 48910)

A student suspended from class shall not be placed in another regular class during the period of
suspension. However, a student assigned to more than one class per day may continue to
attend other regular classes except those held at the same time as the class from which he/she
was suspended. (Education Code 48910)

The teacher of any class from which a student is suspended may require the student to complete
any assignments and tests missed during the removal. (Education Code 48913)

Suspension by Superintendent, Principal or Principal's Designee

To implement disciplinary procedures at a school site, the principal may, in writing, designate
as the principal's designee another administrator or, if the principal is the only administrator at
the school site, a certificated employee. As necessary, the principal may, in writing, also
designate another administrator or certificated employee as the secondary designee to assist
with disciplinary procedures when the principal and the principal's primary designee are absent
from the school site.

The Superintendent, principal, or designee shall immediately suspend any student found at
school or at a school activity to have committed any of the acts listed in the Board policy under
"Authority to Expel" and for which he/she is required to recommend expulsion. (Education
Code 48915(c))

***Note: Education Code 48900.5 limits situations warranting suspension for a first offense
to when the violation involves Education Code 48900(a)-(e) or the student's presence causes a
danger to persons. ***

The Superintendent, principal, or designee may impose a suspension for a first offense if he/she
determines that the student violated any of items #1-5 listed under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" above or if the student's presence causes a danger to persons.
(Education Code 48900.5)

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900 and 48915, except for certain egregious acts or
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offenses for which suspension is permissible or mandatory, as specified above pursuant to
Education Code 48915(a) or (c), the Superintendent or principal is authorized to use his/her
discretion to provide an alternative, age-appropriate disciplinary measure that is tailored to
correct a student's specific misbehavior. In addition, the U.S. Department of Justice's Civil
Rights Division (DOJ) and the U.S. Department of Education's Office for Civil Rights (OCR),
in their joint January 2014 Dear Colleague Letter on the Nondiscriminatory Administration of
School Discipline, recommend that effective alternatives to suspension and expulsion be
implemented for correcting student misbehavior. For a list of appropriate alternatives, see AR
5144 - Discipline. ***

For all other offenses, a student may be suspended only when the Superintendent or principal
has determined that other means of correction have failed to bring about proper conduct in the
student. (Education Code 48900.5)

When other means of correction are implemented prior to imposing suspension or supervised
suspension upon a student, the Superintendent, principal, or designee shall document the other
means of correction used and retain them in the student's record. (Education Code 48900.5)

(cf. 5125 - Student Records)
Length of Suspension

The Superintendent, principal, or designee may suspend a student from school for not more
than five consecutive school days. (Education Code 48911)

A student may be suspended from school for not more than 20 school days in any school year.
However, if a student enrolls in or is transferred to another regular school, an opportunity
school, or continuation school or class for the purpose of adjustment, he/she may be suspended
for not more than 30 school days in a school year. The district may count suspensions that
occur while a student is enrolled in another school district toward the maximum number of days
for which the student may be suspended in any school year. (Education Code 48903, 48911,
48912)

(cf. 6184 - Continuation Education)

These restrictions on the number of days of suspension shall not apply when the suspension is
extended pending an expulsion. (Education Code 48911)

Due Process Procedures for Suspension
Suspensions shall be imposed in accordance with the following procedures:

1. Informal Conference: Suspension shall be preceded by an informal conference
conducted by the Superintendent, principal, or designee with the student and, whenever
practicable, the teacher, supervisor, or school employee who referred the student to the
principal. At the conference, the student shall be informed of the reason for the disciplinary
action, presented with the available evidence against him/her, and given the opportunity to
present his/her version and evidence in support of his/her defense. (Education Code 48911)
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This conference may be omitted if the Superintendent, principal, or designee determines that an
emergency situation exists involving a clear and present danger to the lives, safety, or health of
students or school personnel. If a student is suspended without this conference, both the
parent/guardian and student shall be notified of the student's right to return to school for the
purpose of the conference and the conference shall be held within two school days, unless the
student waives his/her right to it or is physically unable to attend for any reason. In such a case,
the conference shall be held as soon as the student is physically able to return to school.
(Education Code 48911)

***Note: Item #2 below should be revised to reflect the district's processing and reporting
procedures. ***

2. Administrative Actions: All requests for student suspension are to be processed by the
principal or designee. A school employee shall report the suspension, including the name of the
student and the cause for the suspension, to the Superintendent or designee. (Education Code
48911)

3. Notice to Parents/Guardians: At the time of the suspension, a school employee shall
make a reasonable effort to contact the parent/guardian by telephone or in person. Whenever a
student is suspended, the parent/guardian shall also be notified in writing of the suspension.
(Education Code 48911)

This notice shall state the specific offense committed by the student. (Education Code
48900.8)

***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. ***

In addition, the notice may state the date and time when the student may return to
school.

4. Parent/Guardian Conference: Whenever a student is suspended, school officials may
request a meeting with the parent/guardian to discuss the cause(s) and duration of the
suspension, the school policy involved, and any other pertinent matter. (Education Code
48914)

If school officials request to meet with the parent/guardian, the notice may state that the
law requires the parent/guardian to respond to such requests without delay. However, no
penalties may be imposed on the student for the failure of the parent/guardian to attend such a
conference. The student may not be denied reinstatement solely because the parent/guardian
failed to attend the conference. (Education Code 48911)

5. Extension of Suspension: If the Board is considering the expulsion of a suspended
student from any school or the suspension of a student for the balance of the semester from
continuation school, the Superintendent or designee may, in writing, extend the suspension
until such time as the Board has made a decision, provided the following requirements are

followed: (Education Code 48911)
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a. The extension of the original period of suspension is preceded by notice of such
extension with an offer to hold a conference concerning the extension, giving the student an
opportunity to be heard. This conference may be held in conjunction with a meeting requested
by the student or parent/guardian to challenge the original suspension.

b. The Superintendent or designee determines, following a meeting in which the student
and the student's parent/guardian were invited to participate, that the student's presence at the
school or at an alternative school would endanger persons or property or threaten to disrupt the
instructional process. (Education Code 48911)

***Note: When the student being considered for expulsion is a foster youth, Education Code
48911 and 48918.1 require the district to invite the student's attorney and an appropriate county
child welfare agency representative to the meeting specified above. To ensure such invitation,

the following paragraph provides that the district liaison for foster youth be notified. However,
any district that has designated another position to carry out this responsibility may modify the
paragraph to specify that position. For designation of the liaison for foster youth, see AR 6173.1
- Education for Foster Youth. ***

C. If the student involved is a foster youth, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the
district liaison for foster youth of the need to invite the student's attorney and a representative of
the appropriate county child welfare agency to attend the meeting. (Education Code 48853.5,
48911, 48918.1)

(cf. 6173.1 - Education for Foster Youth)

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48918.1, as amended by AB 1806 (Ch. 767, Statutes of
2014), the district's liaison for homeless students must be notified when the student being
considered for expulsion is a homeless student. See the section below titled "Additional
Notice of Expulsion Hearing for Foster Youth and Homeless Students." ***

d. If the student involved is a homeless child or youth, the Superintendent or designee shall
notify the district liaison for homeless students. (Education Code 48918.1)

(cf. 6173 - Education for Homeless Children)

***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. Since
Education Code 48900 and 48900.5 require a district, under certain circumstances, to use
alternative disciplinary measures prior to imposing suspension, including supervised
suspension, the district may, as necessary, provide services that would address the student's
specific misbehavior along with the suspension program. For example, the district may require
the student to enroll in a program that teaches prosocial behavior or anger management even
while the student is suspended. ***

In lieu of or in addition to suspending a student, the Superintendent, principal, or designee may
provide services or require the student to participate in an alternative disciplinary program
designed to correct his/her behavior and keep him/her in school.

Suspension by the Board
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***Note: The following optional section reflects the Board's authority to suspend students
from school pursuant to Education Code 48912. In practice, it is impractical for boards to
directly exercise this authority since circumstances warranting suspension usually require quick
and sometimes immediate action which may not be possible for a board due to legal
requirements for taking board actions, such as having a meeting. ***

The Board may suspend a student for any of the acts listed under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" and "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades
4-12" above and within the limits specified under "Suspension by Superintendent, Principal, or
Designee" above. (Education Code 48912)

The Board may suspend a student enrolled in a continuation school or class for a period not
longer than the remainder of the semester. The suspension shall meet the requirements of
Education Code 48915. (Education Code 48912.5)

When the Board is considering a suspension, disciplinary action, or any other action (except
expulsion) against any student, it shall hold a closed session if a public hearing would lead to
disclosure of information violating a student's right to privacy under Education Code
49073-49079. (Education Code 35146, 48912)

(cf. 9321 - Closed Session Purposes and Agendas)

The Board shall provide the student and his/her parent/guardian with written notice of the
closed session by registered or certified mail or personal service. Upon receiving this notice, the
student or parent/guardian may request a public meeting, and this request shall be granted if
made in writing within 48 hours after receipt of the Board's notice. However, any discussion
that conflicts with any other student's right to privacy still shall be held in closed session.
(Education Code 35146, 48912)

On-Campus Suspension

***Note: The following optional section is for use by any district establishing an on-campus
suspension program pursuant to Education Code 48911.1. However, pursuant to Education
Code 48900.5, such a district is required to use other means of correcting a student's behavior
before imposing a supervised suspension, unless such a supervised suspension is otherwise
permitted by law for a student's first offense. Use of a supervised suspension classroom
program does not in any way limit the district's ability to transfer a student to an opportunity
school or class or a continuation education school or class in accordance with law. ***

A student for whom an expulsion action has not been initiated and who poses no imminent
danger or threat to the school, students, or staff may be assigned to on-campus suspension in a
separate classroom, building, or site for the entire period of suspension. The following
conditions shall apply: (Education Code 48911.1)

1. The on-campus suspension classroom shall be staffed in accordance with law.

2. The student shall have access to appropriate counseling services.
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3. The on-campus suspension classroom shall promote completion of schoolwork and
tests missed by the student during the suspension.

4. The student shall be responsible for contacting his/her teacher(s) to receive assignments
to be completed in the supervised suspension classroom. The teacher(s) shall provide all
assignments and tests that the student will miss while suspended. If no such work is assigned,
the person supervising the suspension classroom shall assign schoolwork.

At the time a student is assigned to an on-campus suspension classroom, the principal or
designee shall notify the student's parent/guardian in person or by telephone. When the
assignment is for longer than one class period, this notification may be made in writing.
(Education Code 48911.1)

Superintendent or Principal’s Authority to Recommend Expulsion

Unless the Superintendent or principal determines that expulsion should not be recommended
under the circumstances or that an alternative means of correction would address the conduct,
he/she shall recommend a student's expulsion for any of the following acts: (Education Code
48915)

1. Causing serious physical injury to another person, except in self-defense
2. Possession of any knife or other dangerous object of no reasonable use to the student
3. Unlawful possession of any controlled substance as listed in Health and Safety Code

11053-11058, except for (a) the first offense for the possession of not more than one ounce of
marijuana, other than concentrated cannabis, or (b) the student's possession of over-the-counter
medication for his/her use or other medication prescribed for him/her by a physician

4. Robbery or extortion
5. Assault or battery, as defined in Penal Code 240 and 242, upon any school employee

In determining whether or not to recommend the expulsion of a student, the Superintendent,
principal, or designee shall act as quickly as possible to ensure that the student does not lose
instructional time. (Education Code 48915)

Student’s Right to Expulsion Hearing

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates that the Board establish rules and regulations
governing procedures for the expulsion of students. The timelines of Education Code 48918
must be strictly followed; failure to do so may result in loss of the district's power to act (Garcia
v. Los Angeles Board of Education). In calculating timelines, the district should also be aware
of the difference between the calculation of "school days™ and "calendar days" under Education
Code 48918. ***

Any student recommended for expulsion shall be entitled to a hearing to determine whether
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he/she should be expelled. The hearing shall be held within 30 school days after the
Superintendent, principal, or designee determines that the student has committed the act(s) that
form the basis for the expulsion recommendation. (Education Code 48918(a))

The student is entitled to at least one postponement of an expulsion hearing for a period of not
more than 30 calendar days. The request for postponement shall be in writing. Any subsequent
postponement may be granted at the Board's discretion. (Education Code 48918(a))

If the Board finds it impractical during the regular school year to comply with these time
requirements for conducting an expulsion hearing, the Superintendent or designee may, for
good cause, extend the time period by an additional five school days. Reasons for the extension
shall be included as a part of the record when the expulsion hearing is held. (Education Code
48918(a))

If the Board finds it impractical to comply with the time requirements of the expulsion hearing
due to a summer recess of Board meetings of more than two weeks, the days during the recess
shall not be counted as school days. The days not counted during the recess may not exceed 20
school days, as defined in Education Code 48925. Unless the student requests in writing that the
expulsion hearing be postponed, the hearing shall be held not later than 20 calendar days prior
to the first day of the next school year. (Education Code 48918(a))

Once the hearing starts, all matters shall be pursued with reasonable diligence and concluded
without unnecessary delay. (Education Code 48918(a))

Stipulated Expulsion

***Note: The following section is optional and may be revised to reflect district practice.
"Stipulated expulsion™ is for districts that have adopted an expedited procedure which allows a
student to waive his/her right to a pre-expulsion hearing in exchange for an agreement as to the
terms of the expulsion. Such waivers are not specifically addressed in law and districts should
ensure that the due process rights of students are included in the stipulated agreement and are
clearly explained to them before the agreement is signed. Districts should consult legal counsel
as appropriate. ***

After a determination that a student has committed an expellable offense, the Superintendent,
principal, or designee shall offer the student and his/her parent/guardian the option to waive a
hearing and stipulate to the expulsion or to a suspension of the expulsion under certain
conditions. The offer shall be made only after the student or his/her parent/guardian has been
given written notice of the expulsion hearing pursuant to Education Code 48918.

The stipulation agreement shall be in writing and shall be signed by the student and his/her
parent/guardian. The stipulation agreement shall include notice of all the rights that the
student is waiving, including the waiving of his/her right to have a full hearing, to appeal the
expulsion to the County Board of Education, and to consult legal counsel.

A stipulated expulsion agreed to by the student and his/her parent/guardian shall be effective
upon approval by the Board.
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Rights of Complaining Witness

***Note: Education Code 48918.5 mandates the following rights related to the treatment of
witnesses alleging acts of sexual assault or sexual battery. Other procedures related to
complaining witnesses also may be added as desired by the district. Additional mandated
procedures related to the rights and treatment of complaining witnesses are included where
appropriate throughout this regulation. ***

An expulsion hearing involving allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery may be
postponed for one school day in order to accommodate the special physical, mental, or
emotional needs of a student who is the complaining witness. (Education Code 48918.5)

Whenever the Superintendent or designee recommends an expulsion hearing that addresses
allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery, he/she shall give the complaining witness a copy
of the district's suspension and expulsion policy and regulation and shall advise the witness of
his/her right to: (Education Code 48918.5)

1. Receive five days' notice of his/her scheduled testimony at the hearing

2. Have up to two adult support persons of his/her choosing present at the hearing at the
time he/she testifies

3. Have a closed hearing during the time he/she testifies

Whenever any allegation of sexual assault or sexual battery is made, the Superintendent or
designee shall immediately advise complaining witnesses and accused students to refrain from
personal or telephone contact with each other during the time when an expulsion process is
pending. (Education Code 48918.5)

Written Notice of the Expulsion Hearing

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates the Board to adopt procedures that include the
following items. ***

Written notice of the expulsion hearing shall be forwarded to the student and the student's
parent/guardian at least 10 calendar days before the date of the hearing. The notice shall
include: (Education Code 48900.8, 48918(b))

1. The date and place of the hearing

2. A statement of the specific facts, charges, and offense upon which the proposed
expulsion is based

3. A copy of district disciplinary rules which relate to the alleged violation

4. Notification of the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation, pursuant to Education Code
48915.1, to provide information about the student's status in the district to any other district in
which the student seeks enrollment
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This obligation applies when a student is expelled for acts other than those described in
Education Code 48915(a) or (c).

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)

5. The opportunity for the student or the student's parent/guardian to appear in person or be
represented by legal counsel or by a nonattorney adviser

Legal counsel means an attorney or lawyer who is admitted to the practice of law in
California and is an active member of the State Bar of California.

Nonattorney adviser means an individual who is not an attorney or lawyer, but who is
familiar with the facts of the case and has been selected by the student or student's
parent/guardian to provide assistance at the hearing.

6. The right to inspect and obtain copies of all documents to be used at the hearing
7. The opportunity to confront and question all witnesses who testify at the hearing
8. The opportunity to question all evidence presented and to present oral and documentary

evidence on the student's behalf, including witnesses
Additional Notice of Expulsion Hearing for Foster Youth and Homeless Students

***Note: Prior to conducting an expulsion hearing to determine whether a foster youth should
be expelled, Education Code 48918.1 requires the district to notify the student's attorney and a
representative of an appropriate county child welfare agency, provided that the violation does
not require a mandatory recommendation for expulsion. Pursuant to Education Code 48918.1,
as amended by AB 1806 (Ch. 767, Statutes of 2014), such additional notice must be given to the
district liaison for homeless students when the student involved is a homeless child or youth and
the violation does not require a mandatory recommendation for expulsion. While such a notice
is not required if the offense requires a mandatory recommendation for expulsion, it is
nonetheless recommended and the following section reflects this recommendation. ***

If the student facing expulsion is a foster student, the Superintendent or designee shall also send
notice of the hearing to the student's attorney and a representative of an appropriate child
welfare agency at least 10 days prior to the hearing. (Education Code 48918.1)

If the student facing expulsion is a homeless student, the Superintendent or designee shall also
send notice of the hearing to the district liaison for homeless students at least 10 days prior to
the hearing. (Education Code 48918.1)

Any notice for these purposes may be provided by the most cost-effective method possible,
including by email or a telephone call. (Education Code 48918.1)

Conduct of Expulsion Hearing
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***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates that the Board adopt procedures that include the
following items. ***

***Note: Instead of the Board conducting an expulsion hearing, it may appoint a hearing
officer or an impartial administrative panel to conduct the hearing; see section "Alternative
Expulsion Hearing: Hearing Officer or Administrative Panel” below. Even if the district
conducts all expulsion hearings in this manner, the requirements of Education Code 48918
pertaining to the conduct of the hearing must be met. ***

1. Closed Session: Notwithstanding Education Code 35145, the Board shall conduct a
hearing to consider the expulsion of the student in a session closed to the public unless the
student requests in writing at least five days prior to the hearing that the hearing be a public
meeting. If such a request is made, the meeting shall be public to the extent that privacy rights
of other students are not violated. (Education Code 48918)

***Note: For the purpose of Board deliberations during the closed session described below,
the presence of any person other than the Board members, including the Superintendent,
necessitates allowing the presence of the parent/guardian, student, and student's counsel. ***

Whether the expulsion hearing is held in closed or public session, the Board may meet
in closed session to deliberate and determine whether or not the student should be expelled. If
the Board admits any other person to this closed session, the parent/guardian, the student, and
the counsel of the student also shall be allowed to attend the closed session. (Education Code
48918(c))

If a hearing that involves a charge of sexual assault or sexual battery is to be conducted
in public, a complaining witness shall have the right to have his/her testimony heard in closed
session when testifying in public would threaten serious psychological harm to the witness and
when there are no alternative procedures to avoid the threatened harm, including, but not
limited to, videotaped deposition or contemporaneous examination in another place
communicated to the hearing room by closed-circuit television. (Education Code 48918(c))

2. Record of Hearing: A record of the hearing shall be made and may be maintained by
any means, including electronic recording, as long as a reasonably accurate and complete
written transcription of the proceedings can be made. (Education Code 48918(g))

***Note: Education Code 48918 authorizes the Board to issue subpoenas for the personal
appearance of percipient witnesses at an expulsion hearing. In Woodbury v. Dempsey, the court
held that a district's authority to determine whether to issue subpoenas is discretionary, but a
district could not have a blanket policy denying the issuance of subpoenas in all cases. ***

***Note: In accordance with Code of Civil Procedure 1987, the subpoena must be served at
least 10 days before the time required for attendance unless the court prescribes a shorter time.
Unless they are parties to the hearing or are district or government employees, witnesses who
appear pursuant to a subpoena receive fees equal to those prescribed for witnesses in civil
actions in a superior court, and all witnesses other than the parties to the hearing receive
mileage; these fees and mileage must be paid by the party requesting the subpoena. ***
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3. Subpoenas: Before commencing a student expulsion hearing, the Board may issue
subpoenas, at the request of either the student or the Superintendent or designee, for the
personal appearance at the hearing of any person who actually witnessed the action that gave
rise to the recommendation for expulsion. After the hearing has commenced, the Board or the
hearing officer or administrative panel may issue such subpoenas at the request of the student or
the County Superintendent of Schools or designee. All subpoenas shall be issued in accordance
with Code of Civil Procedure 1985-1985.2 and enforced in accordance with Government Code
11455.20. (Education Code 48918(i))

Any objection raised by the student or the Superintendent or designee to the issuance of
subpoenas may be considered by the Board in closed session, or in open session if so requested
by the student, before the meeting. The Board's decision in response to such an objection shall
be final and binding. (Education Code 48918(i))

If the Board determines, or if the hearing officer or administrative panel finds and
submits to the Board, that a witness would be subject to unreasonable risk of harm by testifying
at the hearing, a subpoena shall not be issued to compel the personal attendance of that witness
at the hearing. However, that witness may be compelled to testify by means of a sworn
declaration as described in item #4 below. (Education Code 48918(i))

4. Presentation of Evidence: Technical rules of evidence shall not apply to the expulsion
hearing, but relevant evidence may be admitted and used as proof only if it is the kind of
evidence on which reasonable persons can rely in the conduct of serious affairs. The decision
of the Board to expel shall be supported by substantial evidence that the student committed any
of the acts pursuant to Education Code 48900 and listed in "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" and "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades
4-12" above. (Education Code 48918(h))

***Note: Findings of fact made by the Board or a hearing panel must not be based on hearsay
alone. "Hearsay" is evidence of an oral or written statement made by a person who is not present
at the hearing which is offered to establish a fact as being true. Some exceptions to the hearsay
rule exist under the Evidence Code and Education Code; the district should consult legal
counsel as appropriate. ***

Findings of fact shall be based solely on the evidence at the hearing. Although no
finding shall be based solely on hearsay, sworn declarations may be admitted as testimony from
witnesses whose disclosure of their identity or testimony at the hearing may subject them to an
unreasonable risk of physical or psychological harm. (Education Code 48918(f))

In cases where a search of a student's person or property has occurred, evidence
describing the reasonableness of the search shall be included in the hearing record.

***Note: Education Code 48918.6 provides that testimony by a student witness at an expulsion
hearing is privileged and thus protected from liability for defamation pursuant to Civil Code
47(b). ***

5. Testimony by Complaining Witnesses: The following procedures shall be observed
when a hearing involves allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery by a student:
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(Education Code 48918, 48918.5)
a. Any complaining witness shall be given five days' notice before being called to testify.

b. Any complaining witness shall be entitled to have up to two adult support persons,
including, but not limited to, a parent/guardian or legal counsel, present during his/her
testimony.

C. Before a complaining witness testifies, support persons shall be admonished that the
hearing is confidential.

d. The person presiding over the hearing may remove a support person whom he/she finds
is disrupting the hearing.

e. If one or both support persons are also witnesses, the hearing shall be conducted in
accordance with Penal Code 868.5.

f. Evidence of specific instances of prior sexual conduct of a complaining witness shall be
presumed inadmissible and shall not be heard unless the person conducting the hearing
determines that extraordinary circumstances require the evidence to be heard. Before such a
determination is made, the complaining witness shall be given notice and an opportunity to
oppose the introduction of this evidence. In the hearing on the admissibility of this evidence, the
complaining witness shall be entitled to be represented by a parent/guardian, legal counsel, or
other support person. Reputation or opinion evidence regarding the sexual behavior of a
complaining witness shall not be admissible for any purpose.

g. In order to facilitate a free and accurate statement of the experiences of the complaining
witness and to prevent discouragement of complaints, the district shall provide a
nonthreatening environment.

(1)  The district shall provide a room separate from the hearing room for the use of the
complaining witness before and during breaks in testimony.

2 At the discretion of the person conducting the hearing, the complaining witness shall be
allowed reasonable periods of relief from examination and cross-examination during which
he/she may leave the hearing room.

3) The person conducting the hearing may:

@) Arrange the seating within the hearing room so as to facilitate a less intimidating
environment for the complaining witness

(b) Limit the time for taking the testimony of a complaining witness to the hours he/she is
normally in school, if there is no good cause to take the testimony during other hours

(c) Permit one of the support persons to accompany the complaining witness to the witness
stand
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6. Decision: The Board's decision as to whether to expel a student shall be made within
40 school days after the student is removed from his/her school of attendance, unless the
student requests in writing that the decision be postponed. (Education Code 48918(a))

Alternative Expulsion Hearing: Hearing Officer or Administrative Panel

***Note: For districts that use a hearing officer or administrative panel, Education Code
48918 mandates that the Board adopt procedures that include the following section. ***

Instead of conducting an expulsion hearing itself, the Board may contract with the county
hearing officer or with the Office of Administrative Hearings of the State of California for a
hearing officer. The Board may also appoint an impartial administrative panel composed of
three or more certificated personnel, none of whom shall be members of the Board or on the
staff of the school in which the student is enrolled. (Education Code 48918)

A hearing conducted by the hearing officer or administrative panel shall conform to the same
procedures applicable to a hearing conducted by the Board as specified above in "Conduct of
Expulsion Hearing," including the requirement to issue a decision within 40 school days of the
student's removal from school, unless the student requests that the decision be postponed.
(Education Code 48918(a) and (d))

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48918, as amended by SB 1111 (Ch. 837, Statutes of
2014), if the hearing officer or administrative panel does not recommend expulsion, a student
must be permitted to return to the classroom instructional program from which the expulsion
referral was made, unless the student's parent/guardian requests a different placement. As
amended, Education Code 48918 also states that a student who is found to have committed any
of the violations listed in "Authority to Expel" in the accompanying Board policy but for whom
expulsion is not recommended may be referred to his/her prior school. However, the hearing
officer or administrative panel, like the Board, must recommend expulsion or a suspended
expulsion under Education Code 48915, if it finds that a student committed any such violation
that mandates expulsion. District should consult legal counsel to resolve this apparent
discrepancy. ***

The hearing officer or administrative panel shall, within three school days after the hearing,
determine whether to recommend expulsion of the student to the Board. If expulsion is not
recommended, the expulsion proceeding shall be terminated and the student shall be
immediately reinstated and permitted to return to the classroom instructional program from
which the referral was made, unless another placement is requested in writing by the student's
parent/guardian. Before the student's placement decision is made by his/her parent/guardian,
the Superintendent or designee shall consult with the parent/guardian and district staff,
including the student's teachers, regarding other placement options for the student in addition to
the option to return to the classroom instructional program from which the student's expulsion
referral was made. The decision to not recommend expulsion shall be final. (Education Code
48918(e))

If expulsion is recommended, findings of fact in support of the recommendation shall be
prepared and submitted to the Board. All findings of fact and recommendations shall be based
solely on the evidence presented at the hearing. The Board may accept the recommendation
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based either upon a review of the findings of fact and recommendations submitted or upon the
results of any supplementary hearing the Board may order. (Education Code 48918(f))

In accordance with Board policy, the hearing officer or administrative panel may recommend
that the Board suspend the enforcement of the expulsion. If the hearing officer or administrative
panel recommends that the Board expel a student but suspend the enforcement of the expulsion,
the student shall not be reinstated and permitted to return to the classroom instructional program
from which the referral was made until the Board has ruled on the recommendation.
(Education Code 48917, 48918)

Final Action by the Board

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates that the Board adopt procedures that include the
following paragraph. ***

Whether the expulsion hearing is conducted in closed or public session by the Board, a hearing
officer, or an administrative panel or is waived through the signing of a stipulated expulsion
agreement, the final action to expel shall be taken by the Board in public. (Education Code
48918(j))

(cf. 9321.1 - Closed Session Actions and Reports)

The Board's decision is final. If the decision is to not expel, the student shall be reinstated
immediately. If the decision is to suspend the enforcement of the expulsion, the student shall
be reinstated under the conditions of the suspended expulsion.

***Note: The Gun-Free Schools Act, 20 USC 7151, requires that information in the following
paragraph be sent to the California Department of Education (CDE) for assurances of
compliance with federal and state law. For other language that must be submitted to the CDE,
see section below entitled "Notifications to Law Enforcement Authorities.” ***

Upon ordering an expulsion, the Board shall set a date when the student shall be reviewed for
readmission to a school within the district. For a student expelled for any act listed under
"Mandatory Recommendation and Mandatory Expulsion™ above, this date shall be one year
from the date the expulsion occurred, except that the Board may set an earlier date on a
case-by-case basis. For a student expelled for other acts, this date shall be no later than the last
day of the semester following the semester in which the expulsion occurred. If an expulsion is
ordered during summer session or the intersession period of a year-round program, the Board
shall set a date when the student shall be reviewed for readmission not later than the last day of
the semester following the summer session or intersession period in which the expulsion
occurred. (Education Code 48916)

At the time of the expulsion order, the Board shall recommend a plan for the student's
rehabilitation, which may include: (Education Code 48916)

1. Periodic review, as well as assessment at the time of review, for readmission

2. Recommendations for improved academic performance, tutoring, special education
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assessments, job training, counseling, employment, community service, or other rehabilitative
programs

***Note: The following paragraph is optional. Education Code 48916.5 authorizes, but does
not mandate, the Board to make the following requirement of certain expelled students. ***

With parent/guardian consent, students who have been expelled for reasons relating to
controlled substances or alcohol may be required to enroll in a county-sponsored drug
rehabilitation program before returning to school. (Education Code 48916.5)

Written Notice to Expel

The Superintendent or designee shall send written notice of the decision to expel to the student
or parent/guardian. This notice shall include the following:

1. The specific offense committed by the student for any of the causes for suspension or
expulsion listed above under "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" or
"Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12" (Education Code 48900.8)

2. The fact that a description of readmission procedures will be made available to the
student and his/her parent/guardian (Education Code 48916)

3. Notice of the right to appeal the expulsion to the County Board (Education Code
48918)

4. Notice of the alternative educational placement to be provided to the student during the
time of expulsion (Education Code 48918)

5. Notice of the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation to inform any new district in
which the student seeks to enroll of the student's status with the expelling district, pursuant to
Education Code 48915.1 (Education Code 48918)

Decision to Suspend Expulsion Order
***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48917, the Board's criteria for suspending the
enforcement of expulsions must be applied uniformly to all students. Items #1-3 below are

optional and should be revised to reflect district criteria. ***

In accordance with Board policy, when deciding whether to suspend the enforcement of an
expulsion order, the Board shall take into account the following criteria:

1. The student's pattern of behavior
2. The seriousness of the misconduct
3. The student'’s attitude toward the misconduct and his/her willingness to follow a

rehabilitation program
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The suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion shall be governed by the following:

1. The Board may, as a condition of the suspension of enforcement, assign the student to a
school, class, or program appropriate for the student's rehabilitation. This rehabilitation
program may provide for the involvement of the student's parent/guardian in the student's
education. However, a parent/guardian’s refusal to participate in the rehabilitation program
shall not be considered in the Board's determination as to whether the student has satisfactorily
completed the rehabilitation program. (Education Code 48917)

2. During the period when enforcement of the expulsion order is suspended, the student
shall be on probationary status. (Education Code 48917)

3. The suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion order may be revoked by the Board
if the student commits any of the acts listed under "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion:
Grades K-12" or "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12" above or
violates any of the district's rules and regulations governing student conduct. (Education Code
48917)

4. When the suspension of enforcement of an expulsion order is revoked, a student may be
expelled under the terms of the original expulsion order. (Education Code 48917)

5. Upon satisfactory completion of the rehabilitation assignment, the Board shall reinstate
the student in a district school. Upon reinstatement, the Board may order the expunging of any
or all records of the expulsion proceedings. (Education Code 48917)

6. The Superintendent or designee shall send written notice of any decision to suspend the
enforcement of an expulsion order during a period of probation to the student or
parent/guardian. The notice shall inform the parent/guardian of the right to appeal the expulsion
to the County Board, the alternative educational placement to be provided to the student during
the period of expulsion, and the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation to inform any new
district in which the student seeks to enroll of his/her status with the expelling district, pursuant
to Education Code 48915.1(b). (Education Code 48918(j))

7. Suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion order shall not affect the time period and
requirements for the filing of an appeal of the expulsion order with the County Board.
(Education Code 48917)

Appeal

The student or parent/guardian is entitled to file an appeal of the Board's decision with the
County Board. The appeal must be filed within 30 days of the Board's decision to expel, even
if the expulsion order is suspended and the student is placed on probation. (Education Code
48919)

If the student submits a written request for a copy of the written transcripts and supporting
documents from the district simultaneously with the filing of the notice of appeal with the
County Board, the district shall provide the student with these documents within 10 school days
following the student's written request. (Education Code 48919)
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Notification to Law Enforcement Authorities

***Note: The Gun-Free Schools Act, 20 USC 7151, requires that information in the following
two paragraphs be sent to the CDE for assurances of compliance with federal and state law. ***

***Note: In addition, Education Code 48902 requires the principal or designee to notify law
enforcement authorities when a student or nonstudent possesses a firearm or explosive or sells
or furnishes a firearm at school. However, when the student involved in such a case is a
student with a disability, Education Code 49076 requires any law enforcement authority to
which student information is disclosed to certify that those records will not be disclosed to
another party without the prior written consent of the student's parent/guardian or other person
invested with the student's educational right; see AR 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due
Process (Students with Disabilities). ***

Prior to the suspension or expulsion of any student, the principal or designee shall notify
appropriate city or county law enforcement authorities of any student acts of assault which may
have violated Penal Code 245. (Education Code 48902)

The principal or designee also shall notify appropriate city or county law enforcement
authorities of any student acts which may involve the possession or sale of narcotics or of a
controlled substance. In addition, law enforcement authorities shall be notified regarding any
acts by students regarding the possession, sale, or furnishing of firearms, explosives, or other
dangerous weapons in violation of Education Code 48915(c)(1) or (5) or Penal Code 626.9 and
626.10. (Education Code 48902)

Within one school day after a student's suspension or expulsion, the principal or designee shall
notify appropriate city or county law enforcement authorities, by telephone or other appropriate
means, of any student acts which may violate Education Code 48900(c) or (d), relating to the
possession, use, offering, or sale of controlled substances, alcohol, or intoxicants of any kind.
(Education Code 48902)

Placement During Expulsion

***Note: Education Code 48915 requires the Board to refer all expelled students to a program
of study that is prepared to accommodate students with discipline problems and that is not
located at the school the student currently attends or at any regular elementary, middle, junior,
or senior high school. However, students expelled for the acts described in Education Code
48900(f) through (m) or Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4 may be referred to a
program of study that is at another elementary, middle, junior, or senior high school if the
County Superintendent of Schools certifies that an alternative program is not available at a site
away from such a school. ***

***Note: Education Code 48915.01 states that if the Board has established a community day
school pursuant to Education Code 48661 on the same site as an elementary, middle, junior, or
senior high school, expelled students may be referred to the community day school at that site.
Although Education Code 48663 prohibits the use of independent study in community day
schools, Education Code 48916.1 does not in any way restrict the district from offering
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independent study as a voluntary alternative placement option for expelled students. ***

The Board shall refer expelled students to a program of study that is: (Education Code 48915,
48915.01)

1. Appropriately prepared to accommodate students who exhibit discipline problems

2. Not provided at a comprehensive middle, junior, or senior high school or at any
elementary school, unless the program is offered at a community day school established at any
of these

3. Not housed at the school site attended by the student at the time of suspension

(cf. 6158 - Independent Study)
(cf. 6185 - Community Day School)

When the placement described above is not available and when the County Superintendent so
certifies, students expelled for only acts described in items #6-12 under "Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" and items #1-3 under "Additional Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12" above may be referred to a program of study that is
provided at another comprehensive middle, junior, or senior high school or at an elementary
school. (Education Code 48915)

The program for a student expelled from any of grades K-6 shall not be combined or merged
with programs offered to students in any of grades 7-12. (Education Code 48916.1)

Readmission After Expulsion

***Note: Education Code 48916 mandates that the Board adopt rules and regulations
establishing a procedure for filing and processing requests for readmission and a process for
Board review of all expelled students for readmission. Items #1-2 below should be revised to
reflect district practice. ***

Prior to the date set by the Board for the student's readmission:

1. The Superintendent or designee shall hold a conference with the parent/guardian and the
student. At the conference, the student's rehabilitation plan shall be reviewed and the
Superintendent or designee shall verify that the provisions of this plan have been met. School
regulations shall be reviewed and the student and parent/guardian shall be asked to indicate in
writing their willingness to comply with these regulations.

2. The Superintendent or designee shall transmit to the Board his/her recommendation
regarding readmission. The Board shall consider this recommendation in closed session. If a
written request for open session is received from the parent/guardian or adult student, it shall be
honored to the extent that privacy rights of other students are not violated.

3. If the readmission is granted, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the student and
parent/guardian, by registered mail, of the Board's decision regarding readmission.
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4. The Board may deny readmission only if it finds that the student has not satisfied the
conditions of the rehabilitation plan or that the student continues to pose a danger to campus
safety or to other district students or employees. (Education Code 48916)

5. If the Board denies the readmission of a student, the Board shall determine either to
continue the student's placement in the alternative educational program initially selected or to
place the student in another program that serves expelled students, including placement in a
county community school.

6. The Board shall provide written notice to the expelled student and parent/guardian
describing the reasons for denying readmittance into the regular program. This notice shall
indicate the Board's determination of the educational program which the Board has chosen. The
student shall enroll in that program unless the parent/guardian chooses to enroll the student in
another school district. (Education Code 48916)

No student shall be denied readmission into the district based solely on the student's arrest,
adjudication by a juvenile court, formal or informal supervision by a probation officer,
detention in a juvenile facility, enrollment in a juvenile court school, or other such contact with
the juvenile justice system. (Education Code 48645.5)

Maintenance of Records

The district shall maintain a record of each suspension and expulsion, including its specific
cause(s). (Education Code 48900.8)

Expulsion records of any student shall be maintained in the student's mandatory interim record
and sent to any school in which the student subsequently enrolls upon written request by that
school. (Education Code 48918(k))

***Note: Education Code 48915.1 requires that, when an expelled student asks to enroll in
another district, the receiving district must hold a hearing to determine whether the student
poses a danger to its students or staff. The receiving district then may either deny or permit the
enrollment. Upon request from another district, the expelling district must provide
information about the expulsion within five days. ***

The Superintendent or designee shall, within five working days, honor any other district's
request for information about an expulsion from this district. (Education Code 48915.1)

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)
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Students

Suspension And Expulsion/Due Process BP 5144.1

***Note: Education Code 35291 requires the Governing Board to prescribe rules and
regulations for maintaining discipline in the schools under its jurisdiction. In addition,
Education Code 48918 mandates the setting of rules and regulations for student expulsion as
specified in this Board policy and the accompanying administrative regulation. ***

***Note: While recognizing that suspension or expulsion of students is sometimes necessary,
legislative, administrative, regulatory, civic, and educational leaders are united in the belief that
instructional time should be used for student learning purposes and that school discipline
should be imposed in a way that, as much as possible, would not exclude students from school
or limit their ability or opportunity to learn. Pursuant to Education Code 48900.5, a district is
not authorized to suspend a student for certain specified violations unless other means of
correction have failed to bring about proper conduct. Such other means of correction include,
but are not limited to, conferences between school personnel and the student and his/her
parents/guardians; use of study, guidance, or other intervention teams to develop a plan to
address the behavior in partnership with the student; and participation in a restorative justice
program. Education Code 48900.5 also authorizes a district to document in a student's records
the alternative means of correction used to address the student's behavior. For further
information about specific disciplinary strategies, including alternatives to class or school
removals, see BP/AR 5144 - Discipline. ***

***Note: In addition, the U.S. Department of Justice's Civil Rights Division (DOJ) and the U.S.
Department of Education's Office for Civil Rights (OCR), in their joint January 2014 Dear
Colleague Letter on the Nondiscriminatory Administration of School Discipline, state that
studies have suggested a correlation between exclusionary discipline policies and practices
(such as suspension and expulsion) and an array of serious educational, economic, and social
problems, including school avoidance and diminished educational engagement, decreased
academic achievement, increased behavior problems, and increased likelihood of dropping out,
substance abuse, and involvement with the juvenile justice system. Consequently, they
recommend that districts adopt alternative disciplinary measures that provide students with
appropriate interventions and supports as a means for preventing and addressing student
misbehaviors. ***

***Note: The need to implement means of correction other than suspension and expulsion is
underscored by Education Code 52060-52077, which require districts to adopt and annually
update a local control and accountability plan (LCAP) including descriptions of the district's
and each school's goals for improving student engagement and school climate, as measured by
rates of student absenteeism, suspension and expulsion, and other relevant measures identified
by the Board. ***

The Governing Board desires to provide district students access to educational opportunities in
an orderly school environment that protects their safety and security, ensures their welfare and
well-being, and promotes their learning and development. The Board shall develop rules and
regulations setting the standards of behavior expected of district students and the disciplinary
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processes and procedures for addressing violations of those standards, including suspension
and/or expulsion.

(cf. 5131 - Conduct)
(cf. 5131.1 - Bus Conduct)
(cf. 5131.2 - Bullying)

The grounds for suspension and expulsion and the procedures for considering, recommending,
and/or implementing suspension and expulsion shall be only those specified in law, in this
policy, and in the accompanying administrative regulation.

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900(s), a student may be subject to discipline only
when the violation is related to a school activity or school attendance as specified below. A
student may also be disciplined for violations committed away from school if it is related to a
school activity or to school attendance. For example, Education Code 48900 defines bullying
by means of an electronic act as including an act that originates off campus; see the
accompanying administrative regulation and BP/AR 5131.2 - Bullying. Another example is
the hostile school environment which a victim may suffer from sexual harassment that occurs
off campus; see BP/AR 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment. ***

Except when otherwise permitted by law, a student may be suspended or expelled only when
his/her behavior is related to a school activity or school attendance occurring within any district
school or another school district, regardless of when it occurs, including, but not limited to, the
following: (Education Code 48900(s))

1. While on school grounds
2. While going to or coming from school
3. During the lunch period, whether on or off the school campus

(cf. 5112.5 - Open/Closed Campus)
4. During, going to, or coming from a school-sponsored activity

***Note: The following paragraph addresses the problem of unlawful discrimination in the
administration of student discipline. In their joint January 2014 Dear Colleague Letter on the
Nondiscriminatory Administration of School Discipline, the DOJ and OCR noted that, based on
the civil rights data collection conducted by OCR, students of certain racial or ethnic groups
tended to be disciplined more, and sometimes more harshly, than their similarly situated peers
in violation of federal nondiscrimination laws. The letter warned that any district determined to
have engaged in unlawful discrimination could be subject to OCR investigation and significant
remedial action. ***

District staff shall enforce the rules concerning suspension and expulsion of students fairly,
consistently, equally, and in accordance with the district's nondiscrimination policies.

(cf. 0410 - Nondiscrimination in District Programs and Activities)
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Appropriate Use of Suspension Authority

***Note: Education Code 48900.5 requires districts to use other means of correction instead of
suspension or expulsion except when a student commits certain enumerated offenses. The
following section reflects legislative intent regarding appropriate use of suspension as a means
of disciplining students and may be modified to reflect district practice. ***

Except when a student's act violates Education Code 48900(a)-(e), as listed in items #1-5 under
"Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" of the accompanying administrative
regulation, or when his/her presence causes a danger to others, suspension shall be used only
when other means of correction have failed to bring about proper conduct. (Education Code
48900.5, 48900.6)

(cf. 1020 - Youth Services)

(cf. 5138 - Conflict Resolution/Peer Mediation)

(cf. 5144 - Discipline)

(cf. 6142.4 - Service Learning/Community Service Classes)
(cf. 6164.2 - Guidance/Counseling Services)

(cf. 6164.5 - Student Success Teams)

***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. ***

A student's parents/guardians shall be notified as soon as possible when there is an escalating
pattern of misbehavior that could lead to on-campus or off-campus suspension.

***Note: Education Code 48900(k), as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 660, Statutes of 2014),
prohibits a district from suspending students in grades K-3 for disruption or willful defiance.
As amended, Education Code 48900(k) authorizes but does not require a district to suspend
students in grades 4-12 for disruption or willful defiance. Even with this authority, districts
should be careful in using these grounds, as available data have indicated a disproportionate use
with certain student subgroups. Option 1 below is for use by any district that chooses to
suspend students in grades 4-12 for disruption and/or willful defiance as authorized pursuant to
Education Code 48900(k). Any district that chooses to eliminate disruption and willful defiance
as reasons for suspending any of its students from school should select Option 2 below. Such
districts should also delete the first paragraph in the section titled "Additional Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12," in the accompanying administrative regulation. ***

***Note: Each option below reflects an exception granted to teachers pursuant to Education
Code 48910 to suspend students, including a K-3 student, from class; see section "Suspension
from Class by a Teacher" in the accompanying administrative regulation. ***

OPTION 1: No student in grades K-3 may be suspended for disruption or willful defiance,
except by a teacher pursuant to Education Code 48910. (Education Code 48900)

OPTION 2: No student may be suspended for disruption or willful defiance, except by a
teacher pursuant to Education Code 48910. (Education Code 48900)

***Note: The following optional paragraph reflects the Legislature's intent, expressed in
CSBA Sample 4





Education Code 48900, concerning disciplinary actions against truant, tardy, or absent students.
Since these are not enumerated offenses, a district does not have the authority to suspend or
expel students for committing any of these acts. ***

Students shall not be suspended or expelled for truancy, tardiness, or absenteeism from
assigned school activities.

(cf. 5113 - Absences and Excuses)
(cf. 5113.1 - Chronic Absence and Truancy)

On-Campus Suspension

***Note: As an alternative to off-campus suspension, Education Code 48911.1 authorizes a
supervised suspension classroom program for students who pose no imminent danger to anyone
at school and who have not been recommended for expulsion, as specified below. Education
Code 48911.2 states that, if the number of students suspended during the prior year exceeds 30
percent of the school's enrollment, the district should consider implementing this program
and/or another program of on-campus progressive discipline. However, Education Code
48900.5 requires a district to try other means of correction and document that those means have
failed to bring about proper conduct before imposing a supervised suspension. ***

***Note: The following optional section is for use by districts implementing a supervised
suspension classroom program. Such districts may continue to claim funding apportionments
for students so assigned, provided they meet specific criteria which are set forth under
"Supervised Suspension Classroom™ in the accompanying administrative regulation. A
district does not receive funding for off-campus suspensions. ***

To ensure the proper supervision and ongoing learning of students who are suspended for any
of the reasons enumerated in Education Code 48900 and 48900.2, but who pose no imminent
danger or threat to anyone at school and for whom expulsion proceedings have not been
initiated, the Superintendent or designee shall establish a supervised suspension classroom
program which meets the requirements of law.

Except where a supervised suspension is permitted by law for a student's first offense,
supervised suspension shall be imposed only when other means of correction have failed to
bring about proper conduct. (Education Code 48900.5)

Authority to Expel
A student may be expelled only by the Board. (Education Code 48918(j))

As required by law, the Superintendent or principal shall recommend expulsion and the Board
shall expel any student found to have committed any of the following "mandatory
recommendation and mandatory expulsion™ acts at school or at a school activity off school
grounds: (Education Code 48915)

1. Possessing a firearm which is not an imitation firearm, as verified by a certificated
employee, unless the student had obtained prior written permission to possess the item from a
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certificated school employee, with the principal or designee's concurrence

(cf. 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments)

2. Selling or otherwise furnishing a firearm
3. Brandishing a knife at another person
4. Unlawfully selling a controlled substance listed in Health and Safety Code

11053-11058

5. Committing or attempting to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261,
266¢, 286, 288, 288a, or 289, or committing a sexual battery as defined in Penal Code 243.4

6. Possessing an explosive as defined in 18 USC 921

For all other violations listed in the accompanying administrative regulation under "Grounds
for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" and "Additional Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades 4-12," the Superintendent or principal shall have the discretion to
recommend expulsion of a student. If expulsion is recommended, the Board shall order the
student expelled only if it makes a finding of either or both of the following: (Education Code
48915(b) and (e))

1. That other means of correction are not feasible or have repeatedly failed to bring about
proper conduct

2. That due to the nature of the violation, the presence of the student causes a continuing
danger to the physical safety of the student or others

A vote to expel a student shall be taken in a public session.

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48917, the Board may decide to suspend the
enforcement of an order for expulsion as long as a student satisfies specific conditions. See the
accompanying administrative regulation for criteria. In addition, the Attorney General opined
in 80 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 85 (1997) that the enforcement of an expulsion order may be
suspended even in those cases where the student has committed an offense for which expulsion
is required by law. Legal counsel should be consulted as appropriate. ***

The Board may vote to suspend the enforcement of the expulsion order pursuant to the
requirements of law and the accompanying administrative regulation. (Education Code
48917)

***Note: Education Code 48900(k), as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 660, Statutes of 2014),
prohibits a district from expelling any student for disruption or willful defiance. ***

No student shall be expelled for disruption or willful defiance. (Education Code 48900)

Due Process
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The Board shall provide for the fair and equitable treatment of students facing suspension
and/or expulsion by affording them their due process rights under the law. The Superintendent
or designee shall comply with procedures for notices, hearings, and appeals as specified in law
and administrative regulation. (Education Code 48911, 48915, 48915.5, 48918)

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)
(cf. 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process (Students with Disabilities))

Maintenance and Monitoring of Outcome Data

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900.8 and 48916.1, the district is required to
maintain data related to suspensions and expulsions and to report such data to the
Superintendent of Public Instruction. In addition, pursuant to Education Code 52060, a district
is required to address school climate in its LCAP, by including an assessment of baseline data
regarding suspension and expulsion rates by student subgroups and schools and setting goals
for improving those rates and other related factors. The DOJ and OCR, in their joint January
2014 Dear Colleague Letter on the Nondiscriminatory Administration of School Discipline,
recommend that districts maintain disaggregated discipline information to ensure transparency
and facilitate community discussion. ***

The Superintendent or designee shall annually present to the Board a report of the outcome data
which the district is required to collect pursuant to Education Code 48900.8 and 48916.1,
including the number of students recommended for expulsion, the grounds for each
recommended expulsion, the actions taken by the Board, the types of referral made after each
expulsion, and the disposition of the students after the expulsion period.

The report shall be disaggregated by school and by numerically significant student subgroups,
including, but not limited to, ethnic subgroups, socioeconomically disadvantaged students,
English learners, foster youth, and students with disabilities. The report also shall include
information about whether and how the district is meeting its goals for improving school
climate as specified in its local control and accountability plan.

Suspension And Expulsion/Due Process AR 51441

***Note: CSBA recommends that this administrative regulation be approved by the
Governing Board, regardless of district practice. ***

***Note: Education Code 35291 requires the Board to adopt rules and regulations, which are
not inconsistent with law or rules adopted by the State Board of Education, for the government
and discipline of the schools under its jurisdiction. In addition, Education Code 48918 and
48918.5 mandate that districts adopt rules concerning the due process rights of students in
expulsion situations, and Education Code 48916 mandates procedures for filing and processing
requests for readmission. Specific language complying with these mandates is included
throughout this administrative regulation. ***

***Note: The acts for which students may be suspended or expelled are specified in law and in
the sections below titled "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" and
"Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12." The Board does not have
authority to add to those enumerated acts. However, the Board has authority to prohibit
suspension or expulsion for certain acts for which suspension or expulsion is permissible rather
than mandatory. The Board may consider limiting the use of suspension and expulsion for
such offenses as part of the district plan to address school climate within the local control and
accountability plan required pursuant to Education Code 52060. In addition, pursuant to
Education Code 48900.5, a district is not authorized to suspend a student for certain specified
violations unless other means of correction have failed to bring about proper conduct. ***

Definitions

Suspension means removal of a student from ongoing instruction for adjustment purposes.
However, suspension does not mean any of the following: (Education Code 48925)

1. Reassignment to another education program or class at the same school where the
student will receive continuing instruction for the length of day prescribed by the Governing
Board for students of the same grade level

2. Referral to a certificated employee designated by the principal to advise students

3. Removal from the class, but without reassignment to another class or program, for the
remainder of the class period without sending the student to the principal or designee as
provided in Education Code 48910

Expulsion means removal of a student from the immediate supervision and control or the
general supervision of school personnel. (Education Code 48925)

Notice of Regulations

At the beginning of each school year, the principal of each school shall ensure that all students
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and parents/guardians are notified in writing of all school rules related to discipline, including
suspension and expulsion. (Education Code 35291, 48900.1, 48980)

(cf. 5144 - Discipline)
(cf. 5145.6 - Parental Notifications)

Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12

Acts for which a student, including a student with disabilities, may be suspended or expelled
shall be only those specified as follows:

(cf. 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process (Students with Disabilities))

1. Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical injury to another person;
willfully used force or violence upon another person, except in self-defense; or committed as an
aider or abettor, as adjudged by a juvenile court, a crime of physical violence in which the
victim suffered great or serious bodily injury (Education Code 48900(a) and (t))

***Note: The Attorney General, in 80 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 91 (1997), determined that a student
may be expelled for "possession” of a firearm if the student knowingly and voluntarily had
direct control over the firearm. The only exceptions are when the student has permission from
school officials to possess the firearm (pursuant to Education Code 48900 and 48915) or when
the possession is brief and solely for the purpose of disposing of the firearm, such as handing it
to school officials. Note that “firearm™ does not include "imitation firearm™ which is listed
separately in item #12 below. See BP 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments. ***

***Note: Pursuant to Penal Code 417.27, students are prohibited from possessing a laser
pointer on school premises, except for a valid instructional or other school-related purpose.
See BP 5131 - Conduct. ***

2. Possessed, sold, or otherwise furnished any firearm, knife, explosive, or other
dangerous object, unless, in the case of possession of any object of this type, the student had
obtained written permission to possess the item from a certificated school employee, with the
principal or designee's concurrence (Education Code 48900(b))

(cf. 5131 - Conduct)
(cf. 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments)

3. Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, otherwise furnished, or was under the influence of
any controlled substance as defined in Health and Safety Code 11053-11058, alcoholic
beverage, or intoxicant of any kind (Education Code 48900(c))

(cf. 5131.6 - Alcohol and Other Drugs)

4. Unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any controlled substance as defined
in Health and Safety Code 11053-11058, alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant of any kind, and then
sold, delivered, or otherwise furnished to any person another liquid, substance, or material and
represented same as such controlled substance, alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant (Education
Code 48900(d))
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5. Committed or attempted to commit robbery or extortion (Education Code 48900(e))

6. Caused or attempted to cause damage to school property or private property
(Education Code 48900(f))

7. Stole or attempted to steal school property or private property (Education Code
48900(g))
8. Possessed or used tobacco or products containing tobacco or nicotine products,

including, but not limited to, cigars, cigarettes, miniature cigars, clove cigarettes, smokeless
tobacco, snuff, chew packets, and betel, except that this restriction shall not prohibit a student
from using or possessing his/her own prescription products (Education Code 48900(h))

(cf. 5131.62 - Tobacco)

9. Committed an obscene act or engaged in habitual profanity or vulgarity (Education
Code 48900(i))

10. Unlawfully possessed, offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any drug paraphernalia,
as defined in Health and Safety Code 11014.5 (Education Code 48900(j))

11. Knowingly received stolen school property or private property (Education Code
48900(1))

12.  Possessed an imitation firearm (Education Code 48900(m))

Imitation firearm means a replica of a firearm that is so substantially similar in physical
properties to an existing firearm as to lead a reasonable person to conclude that the replica is a
firearm. (Education Code 48900(m))

13.  Committed or attempted to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261, 266c,
286, 288, 288a, or 289, or committed a sexual battery as defined in Penal Code 243.4
(Education Code 48900(n))

14. Harassed, threatened, or intimidated a student who is a complaining witness or witness
in a school disciplinary proceeding for the purpose of preventing that student from being a
witness and/or retaliating against that student for being a witness (Education Code 48900(0))

15. Unlawfully offered, arranged to sell, negotiated to sell, or sold the prescription drug
Soma (Education Code 48900(p))

16. Engaged in, or attempted to engage in, hazing (Education Code 48900(q))

Hazing means a method of initiation or pre-initiation into a student organization or
body, whether or not the organization or body is officially recognized by an educational
institution, which is likely to cause serious bodily injury or personal degradation or disgrace
resulting in physical or mental harm to a former, current, or prospective student. Hazing does
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not include athletic events or school-sanctioned events. (Education Code 48900(q))

***Note: Education Code 48900(r) defines "bullying™ as "any severe or pervasive physical or
verbal act or conduct, including communications made in writing or by means of electronic
act," which is directed toward a student and which would have serious detrimental
consequences upon a reasonable student. Pursuant to Education Code 48900, a student may be
disciplined for bullying by means of electronic act even when the act originated off campus. See
also BP 5131.2 - Bullying. ***

17. Engaged in an act of bullying (Education Code 48900(r))

Bullying means any severe or pervasive physical or verbal act or conduct, including
communications made in writing or by means of an electronic act, directed toward one or more
students that has or can reasonably be predicted to have the effect of placing a reasonable
student in fear of harm to himself/herself or his/her property; cause the student to experience a
substantially detrimental effect on his/her physical or mental health; or cause the student to
experience substantial interferences with his/her academic performance or ability to participate
in or benefit from the services, activities, or privileges provided by a school. (Education Code
48900(r))

***Note: "Bullying" also would include any act of sexual harassment, hate violence, or
harassment, threat, or intimidation committed by a student of any grade level, as set forth in
Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4, when the act results in harm to a reasonable
student as specified in the above paragraph. However, when bullying is found under these
circumstances, students below grade 4 may be disciplined for the "bullying™ but not for the
underlying act of sexual harassment, hate violence, or harassment, threat, or intimidation as
specified below in items #1-3 of "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades
4_12." *k*k

Bullying shall include any act of sexual harassment, hate violence, or harassment, threat, or
intimidation, as defined in Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4 and below in items
#1-3 of "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12," that has any of the
effects described above on a reasonable student.

Electronic act means the creation or transmission of a communication originated on or off
school site, including, but not limited to, a message, text, sound, image, or post on a social
network Internet web site, by means of an electronic device, including, but not limited to, a
telephone, wireless telephone, or other wireless communication device, computer, or pager. A
post on a social network Internet web site shall include, but is not limited to, the posting or
creation of a burn page or the creation of a credible impersonation or false profile for the
purpose of causing a reasonable student any of the effects of bullying described above.
(Education Code 48900(r))

Reasonable student means a student, including, but not limited to, a student who has been
identified as a student with a disability, who exercises average care, skill, and judgment in
conduct for a person of his/her age, or for a person of his/her age with his/her disability.
(Education Code 48900(r))
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(cf. 1114 - District-Sponsored Social Media)

(cf. 5131.2 - Bullying)

(cf. 6163.4 - Student Use of Technology)

(cf. 6164.4 - Identification and Evaluation of Individuals for Special Education)
(cf. 6164.6 - Identification and Education under Section 504)

***Note: Education Code 48900 allows for the suspension, but not expulsion, of a student
who "aids or abets," as defined in Penal Code 31, the infliction or attempted infliction of
physical injury to another person. The term "aiding or abetting," is a complex legal term and
requires that, at the time he/she committed the crime, the aider or abettor was aware of the crime
and specifically intended to commit the crime. Because of the complexities of criminal law,
legal counsel should be consulted as appropriate. ***

18.  Aided or abetted the infliction or attempted infliction of physical injury on another
person, as defined in Penal Code 31 (Education Code 48900(t))

19. Made terrorist threats against school officials and/or school property (Education Code
48900.7)

A terrorist threat includes any written or oral statement by a person who willfully threatens to
commit a crime which will result in death or great bodily injury to another person or property
damage in excess of $1,000, with the specific intent that the statement is to be taken as a threat,
even if there is no intent of actually carrying it out. (Education Code 48900.7)

Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12

***Note: The following section applies only to students in grades 4-12 and may be revised to
reflect grade levels offered by the district. ***

***Note: Education Code 48900, as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 667, Statutes of 2014), prohibits
the use of disruption and/or willful defiance as reasons for expelling any student. As amended,
Education Code 48900 also restricts their use as a basis for suspending students in grades 4-12
from school. Since districts are authorized but not required to suspend students in grades 4-12
based on these grounds, a district may choose, consistent with Option 2 in accompanying Board
policy, to prohibit the use of these reasons for suspending its students. Any district that
chooses to do so should delete the following paragraph. ***

Any student in grades 4-12 may be suspended, but not expelled, for disrupting school activities
or otherwise willfully defying the valid authority of supervisors, teachers, administrators, other
school officials, or other school personnel engaged in the performance of their duties.
(Education Code 48900(k))

(cf. 5131.4 - Student Disturbances)

***Note: As discussed in item #17 of "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12"
above, although Education Code 48900(r) defines bullying to include acts involving items #1-3
below, only students in grades 4-12 may be suspended or expelled for the individual acts that
constitute sexual harassment, hate violence, and harassment. The interplay between
"pbullying™ and items #1-3 can raise complex legal issues. Districts should consult legal
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counsel as appropriate. ***

A student in grades 4-12 shall be subject to suspension or recommendation for expulsion when
it is determined that he/she:

1. Committed sexual harassment as defined in Education Code 212.5 (Education Code
48900.2)

Sexual harassment means conduct which, when considered from the perspective of a
reasonable person of the same gender as the victim, is sufficiently severe or pervasive as to have
a negative impact upon the victim's academic performance or to create an intimidating, hostile,
or offensive educational environment. (Education Code 212.5, 48900.2)

(cf. 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment)

2. Caused, attempted to cause, threatened to cause, or participated in an act of hate
violence as defined in Education Code 233 (Education Code 48900.3)

Hate violence means any act punishable under Penal Code 422.6, 422.7, or 422.75. Such acts
include injuring or intimidating a victim, interfering with the exercise of a victim's civil rights,
or damaging a victim's property because of the victim's race, ethnicity, religion, nationality,
disability, gender, gender identity, gender expression, or sexual orientation; a perception of the
presence of any of those characteristics in the victim; or the victim's association with a person
or group with one or more of those actual or perceived characteristics. (Education Code 233;
Penal Code 422.55)

(cf. 5145.9 - Hate-Motivated Behavior)

3. Intentionally engaged in harassment, threats, or intimidation against district personnel
or students that is sufficiently severe or pervasive to have the actual and reasonably expected
effect of materially disrupting classwork, creating substantial disorder, and invading the rights
of school personnel or students by creating an intimidating or hostile educational environment
(Education Code 48900.4)

(cf. 5145.3 - Nondiscrimination/Harassment)
Suspension from Class by a Teacher

***Note: The following section is optional and may be revised to reflect district practice.
While Education Code 48900(k), as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 660, Statutes of 2014), prohibits
a district from suspending students in grades K-3 for disruption or willful defiance, it still
allows for a teacher to suspend a K-3 student on these grounds. ***

A teacher may suspend a student, including a grade K-3 student, from class for the remainder of
the day and the following day for disruption, willful defiance, or any of the other acts specified
in Education Code 48900 and listed as items #1-18 under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" above. (Education Code 48910)
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When suspending a student from class, the teacher shall immediately report this action to the
principal or designee and send the student to the principal or designee for appropriate action.
If that action requires the continuing presence of the student at school, he/she shall be
appropriately supervised during the class periods from which he/she has been suspended.
(Education Code 48910)

As soon as possible after the teacher decides to suspend the student, he/she shall ask the
student's parent/guardian to attend a parent-teacher conference regarding the suspension. A
counselor or psychologist may attend the conference if it is practicable, and a school
administrator shall attend if either the parent/guardian or teacher so requests. (Education Code
48910)

A student suspended from class shall not be returned to class during the period of the
suspension without the approval of the teacher of the class and the principal or designee.
(Education Code 48910)

A student suspended from class shall not be placed in another regular class during the period of
suspension. However, a student assigned to more than one class per day may continue to
attend other regular classes except those held at the same time as the class from which he/she
was suspended. (Education Code 48910)

The teacher of any class from which a student is suspended may require the student to complete
any assignments and tests missed during the removal. (Education Code 48913)

Suspension by Superintendent, Principal or Principal's Designee

To implement disciplinary procedures at a school site, the principal may, in writing, designate
as the principal's designee another administrator or, if the principal is the only administrator at
the school site, a certificated employee. As necessary, the principal may, in writing, also
designate another administrator or certificated employee as the secondary designee to assist
with disciplinary procedures when the principal and the principal's primary designee are absent
from the school site.

The Superintendent, principal, or designee shall immediately suspend any student found at
school or at a school activity to have committed any of the acts listed in the Board policy under
"Authority to Expel" and for which he/she is required to recommend expulsion. (Education
Code 48915(c))

***Note: Education Code 48900.5 limits situations warranting suspension for a first offense
to when the violation involves Education Code 48900(a)-(e) or the student's presence causes a
danger to persons. ***

The Superintendent, principal, or designee may impose a suspension for a first offense if he/she
determines that the student violated any of items #1-5 listed under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" above or if the student’s presence causes a danger to persons.
(Education Code 48900.5)

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900 and 48915, except for certain egregious acts or
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offenses for which suspension is permissible or mandatory, as specified above pursuant to
Education Code 48915(a) or (c), the Superintendent or principal is authorized to use his/her
discretion to provide an alternative, age-appropriate disciplinary measure that is tailored to
correct a student's specific misbehavior. In addition, the U.S. Department of Justice's Civil
Rights Division (DOJ) and the U.S. Department of Education's Office for Civil Rights (OCR),
in their joint January 2014 Dear Colleague Letter on the Nondiscriminatory Administration of
School Discipline, recommend that effective alternatives to suspension and expulsion be
implemented for correcting student misbehavior. For a list of appropriate alternatives, see AR
5144 - Discipline. ***

For all other offenses, a student may be suspended only when the Superintendent or principal
has determined that other means of correction have failed to bring about proper conduct in the
student. (Education Code 48900.5)

When other means of correction are implemented prior to imposing suspension or supervised
suspension upon a student, the Superintendent, principal, or designee shall document the other
means of correction used and retain them in the student's record. (Education Code 48900.5)

(cf. 5125 - Student Records)
Length of Suspension

The Superintendent, principal, or designee may suspend a student from school for not more
than five consecutive school days. (Education Code 48911)

A student may be suspended from school for not more than 20 school days in any school year.
However, if a student enrolls in or is transferred to another regular school, an opportunity
school, or continuation school or class for the purpose of adjustment, he/she may be suspended
for not more than 30 school days in a school year. The district may count suspensions that
occur while a student is enrolled in another school district toward the maximum number of days
for which the student may be suspended in any school year. (Education Code 48903, 48911,
48912)

(cf. 6184 - Continuation Education)

These restrictions on the number of days of suspension shall not apply when the suspension is
extended pending an expulsion. (Education Code 48911)

Due Process Procedures for Suspension
Suspensions shall be imposed in accordance with the following procedures:

1. Informal Conference: Suspension shall be preceded by an informal conference
conducted by the Superintendent, principal, or designee with the student and, whenever
practicable, the teacher, supervisor, or school employee who referred the student to the
principal. At the conference, the student shall be informed of the reason for the disciplinary
action, presented with the available evidence against him/her, and given the opportunity to
present his/her version and evidence in support of his/her defense. (Education Code 48911)
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This conference may be omitted if the Superintendent, principal, or designee determines that an
emergency situation exists involving a clear and present danger to the lives, safety, or health of
students or school personnel. If a student is suspended without this conference, both the
parent/guardian and student shall be notified of the student's right to return to school for the
purpose of the conference and the conference shall be held within two school days, unless the
student waives his/her right to it or is physically unable to attend for any reason. In such a case,
the conference shall be held as soon as the student is physically able to return to school.
(Education Code 48911)

***Note: Item #2 below should be revised to reflect the district's processing and reporting
procedures. ***

2. Administrative Actions: All requests for student suspension are to be processed by the
principal or designee. A school employee shall report the suspension, including the name of the
student and the cause for the suspension, to the Superintendent or designee. (Education Code
48911)

3. Notice to Parents/Guardians: At the time of the suspension, a school employee shall
make a reasonable effort to contact the parent/guardian by telephone or in person. Whenever a
student is suspended, the parent/guardian shall also be notified in writing of the suspension.
(Education Code 48911)

This notice shall state the specific offense committed by the student. (Education Code
48900.8)

***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. ***

In addition, the notice may state the date and time when the student may return to
school.

4. Parent/Guardian Conference: Whenever a student is suspended, school officials may
request a meeting with the parent/guardian to discuss the cause(s) and duration of the
suspension, the school policy involved, and any other pertinent matter. (Education Code
48914)

If school officials request to meet with the parent/guardian, the notice may state that the
law requires the parent/guardian to respond to such requests without delay. However, no
penalties may be imposed on the student for the failure of the parent/guardian to attend such a
conference. The student may not be denied reinstatement solely because the parent/guardian
failed to attend the conference. (Education Code 48911)

5. Extension of Suspension: If the Board is considering the expulsion of a suspended
student from any school or the suspension of a student for the balance of the semester from
continuation school, the Superintendent or designee may, in writing, extend the suspension
until such time as the Board has made a decision, provided the following requirements are

followed: (Education Code 48911)
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a. The extension of the original period of suspension is preceded by notice of such
extension with an offer to hold a conference concerning the extension, giving the student an
opportunity to be heard. This conference may be held in conjunction with a meeting requested
by the student or parent/guardian to challenge the original suspension.

b. The Superintendent or designee determines, following a meeting in which the student
and the student's parent/guardian were invited to participate, that the student's presence at the
school or at an alternative school would endanger persons or property or threaten to disrupt the
instructional process. (Education Code 48911)

***Note: When the student being considered for expulsion is a foster youth, Education Code
48911 and 48918.1 require the district to invite the student's attorney and an appropriate county
child welfare agency representative to the meeting specified above. To ensure such invitation,

the following paragraph provides that the district liaison for foster youth be notified. However,
any district that has designated another position to carry out this responsibility may modify the
paragraph to specify that position. For designation of the liaison for foster youth, see AR 6173.1
- Education for Foster Youth. ***

C. If the student involved is a foster youth, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the
district liaison for foster youth of the need to invite the student's attorney and a representative of
the appropriate county child welfare agency to attend the meeting. (Education Code 48853.5,
48911, 48918.1)

(cf. 6173.1 - Education for Foster Youth)

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48918.1, as amended by AB 1806 (Ch. 767, Statutes of
2014), the district's liaison for homeless students must be notified when the student being
considered for expulsion is a homeless student. See the section below titled "Additional
Notice of Expulsion Hearing for Foster Youth and Homeless Students.” ***

d. If the student involved is a homeless child or youth, the Superintendent or designee shall
notify the district liaison for homeless students. (Education Code 48918.1)

(cf. 6173 - Education for Homeless Children)

***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. Since
Education Code 48900 and 48900.5 require a district, under certain circumstances, to use
alternative disciplinary measures prior to imposing suspension, including supervised
suspension, the district may, as necessary, provide services that would address the student's
specific misbehavior along with the suspension program. For example, the district may require
the student to enroll in a program that teaches prosocial behavior or anger management even
while the student is suspended. ***

In lieu of or in addition to suspending a student, the Superintendent, principal, or designee may
provide services or require the student to participate in an alternative disciplinary program
designed to correct his/her behavior and keep him/her in school.

Suspension by the Board
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***Note: The following optional section reflects the Board's authority to suspend students
from school pursuant to Education Code 48912. In practice, it is impractical for boards to
directly exercise this authority since circumstances warranting suspension usually require quick
and sometimes immediate action which may not be possible for a board due to legal
requirements for taking board actions, such as having a meeting. ***

The Board may suspend a student for any of the acts listed under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" and "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades
4-12" above and within the limits specified under "Suspension by Superintendent, Principal, or
Designee" above. (Education Code 48912)

The Board may suspend a student enrolled in a continuation school or class for a period not
longer than the remainder of the semester. The suspension shall meet the requirements of
Education Code 48915. (Education Code 48912.5)

When the Board is considering a suspension, disciplinary action, or any other action (except
expulsion) against any student, it shall hold a closed session if a public hearing would lead to
disclosure of information violating a student's right to privacy under Education Code
49073-49079. (Education Code 35146, 48912)

(cf. 9321 - Closed Session Purposes and Agendas)

The Board shall provide the student and his/her parent/guardian with written notice of the
closed session by registered or certified mail or personal service. Upon receiving this notice, the
student or parent/guardian may request a public meeting, and this request shall be granted if
made in writing within 48 hours after receipt of the Board's notice. However, any discussion
that conflicts with any other student's right to privacy still shall be held in closed session.
(Education Code 35146, 48912)

On-Campus Suspension

***Note: The following optional section is for use by any district establishing an on-campus
suspension program pursuant to Education Code 48911.1. However, pursuant to Education
Code 48900.5, such a district is required to use other means of correcting a student's behavior
before imposing a supervised suspension, unless such a supervised suspension is otherwise
permitted by law for a student's first offense. Use of a supervised suspension classroom
program does not in any way limit the district's ability to transfer a student to an opportunity
school or class or a continuation education school or class in accordance with law. ***

A student for whom an expulsion action has not been initiated and who poses no imminent
danger or threat to the school, students, or staff may be assigned to on-campus suspension in a
separate classroom, building, or site for the entire period of suspension. The following
conditions shall apply: (Education Code 48911.1)

1. The on-campus suspension classroom shall be staffed in accordance with law.

2. The student shall have access to appropriate counseling services.
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3. The on-campus suspension classroom shall promote completion of schoolwork and
tests missed by the student during the suspension.

4. The student shall be responsible for contacting his/her teacher(s) to receive assignments
to be completed in the supervised suspension classroom. The teacher(s) shall provide all
assignments and tests that the student will miss while suspended. If no such work is assigned,
the person supervising the suspension classroom shall assign schoolwork.

At the time a student is assigned to an on-campus suspension classroom, the principal or
designee shall notify the student's parent/guardian in person or by telephone. When the
assignment is for longer than one class period, this notification may be made in writing.
(Education Code 48911.1)

Superintendent or Principal’s Authority to Recommend Expulsion

Unless the Superintendent or principal determines that expulsion should not be recommended
under the circumstances or that an alternative means of correction would address the conduct,
he/she shall recommend a student's expulsion for any of the following acts: (Education Code
48915)

1. Causing serious physical injury to another person, except in self-defense
2. Possession of any knife or other dangerous object of no reasonable use to the student
3. Unlawful possession of any controlled substance as listed in Health and Safety Code

11053-11058, except for (a) the first offense for the possession of not more than one ounce of
marijuana, other than concentrated cannabis, or (b) the student's possession of over-the-counter
medication for his/her use or other medication prescribed for him/her by a physician

4. Robbery or extortion
5. Assault or battery, as defined in Penal Code 240 and 242, upon any school employee

In determining whether or not to recommend the expulsion of a student, the Superintendent,
principal, or designee shall act as quickly as possible to ensure that the student does not lose
instructional time. (Education Code 48915)

Student’s Right to Expulsion Hearing

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates that the Board establish rules and regulations
governing procedures for the expulsion of students. The timelines of Education Code 48918
must be strictly followed; failure to do so may result in loss of the district's power to act (Garcia
v. Los Angeles Board of Education). In calculating timelines, the district should also be aware
of the difference between the calculation of "school days™ and "calendar days" under Education
Code 48918. ***

Any student recommended for expulsion shall be entitled to a hearing to determine whether
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he/she should be expelled. The hearing shall be held within 30 school days after the
Superintendent, principal, or designee determines that the student has committed the act(s) that
form the basis for the expulsion recommendation. (Education Code 48918(a))

The student is entitled to at least one postponement of an expulsion hearing for a period of not
more than 30 calendar days. The request for postponement shall be in writing. Any subsequent
postponement may be granted at the Board's discretion. (Education Code 48918(a))

If the Board finds it impractical during the regular school year to comply with these time
requirements for conducting an expulsion hearing, the Superintendent or designee may, for
good cause, extend the time period by an additional five school days. Reasons for the extension
shall be included as a part of the record when the expulsion hearing is held. (Education Code
48918(a))

If the Board finds it impractical to comply with the time requirements of the expulsion hearing
due to a summer recess of Board meetings of more than two weeks, the days during the recess
shall not be counted as school days. The days not counted during the recess may not exceed 20
school days, as defined in Education Code 48925. Unless the student requests in writing that the
expulsion hearing be postponed, the hearing shall be held not later than 20 calendar days prior
to the first day of the next school year. (Education Code 48918(a))

Once the hearing starts, all matters shall be pursued with reasonable diligence and concluded
without unnecessary delay. (Education Code 48918(a))

Stipulated Expulsion

***Note: The following section is optional and may be revised to reflect district practice.
"Stipulated expulsion™ is for districts that have adopted an expedited procedure which allows a
student to waive his/her right to a pre-expulsion hearing in exchange for an agreement as to the
terms of the expulsion. Such waivers are not specifically addressed in law and districts should
ensure that the due process rights of students are included in the stipulated agreement and are
clearly explained to them before the agreement is signed. Districts should consult legal counsel
as appropriate. ***

After a determination that a student has committed an expellable offense, the Superintendent,
principal, or designee shall offer the student and his/her parent/guardian the option to waive a
hearing and stipulate to the expulsion or to a suspension of the expulsion under certain
conditions. The offer shall be made only after the student or his/her parent/guardian has been
given written notice of the expulsion hearing pursuant to Education Code 48918.

The stipulation agreement shall be in writing and shall be signed by the student and his/her
parent/guardian. The stipulation agreement shall include notice of all the rights that the
student is waiving, including the waiving of his/her right to have a full hearing, to appeal the
expulsion to the County Board of Education, and to consult legal counsel.

A stipulated expulsion agreed to by the student and his/her parent/guardian shall be effective
upon approval by the Board.
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Rights of Complaining Witness

***Note: Education Code 48918.5 mandates the following rights related to the treatment of
witnesses alleging acts of sexual assault or sexual battery. Other procedures related to
complaining witnesses also may be added as desired by the district. Additional mandated
procedures related to the rights and treatment of complaining witnesses are included where
appropriate throughout this regulation. ***

An expulsion hearing involving allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery may be
postponed for one school day in order to accommodate the special physical, mental, or
emotional needs of a student who is the complaining witness. (Education Code 48918.5)

Whenever the Superintendent or designee recommends an expulsion hearing that addresses
allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery, he/she shall give the complaining witness a copy
of the district's suspension and expulsion policy and regulation and shall advise the witness of
his/her right to: (Education Code 48918.5)

1. Receive five days' notice of his/her scheduled testimony at the hearing

2. Have up to two adult support persons of his/her choosing present at the hearing at the
time he/she testifies

3. Have a closed hearing during the time he/she testifies

Whenever any allegation of sexual assault or sexual battery is made, the Superintendent or
designee shall immediately advise complaining witnesses and accused students to refrain from
personal or telephone contact with each other during the time when an expulsion process is
pending. (Education Code 48918.5)

Written Notice of the Expulsion Hearing

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates the Board to adopt procedures that include the
following items. ***

Written notice of the expulsion hearing shall be forwarded to the student and the student's
parent/guardian at least 10 calendar days before the date of the hearing. The notice shall
include: (Education Code 48900.8, 48918(b))

1. The date and place of the hearing

2. A statement of the specific facts, charges, and offense upon which the proposed
expulsion is based

3. A copy of district disciplinary rules which relate to the alleged violation

4. Notification of the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation, pursuant to Education Code
48915.1, to provide information about the student's status in the district to any other district in
which the student seeks enrollment
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This obligation applies when a student is expelled for acts other than those described in
Education Code 48915(a) or (c).

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)

5. The opportunity for the student or the student's parent/guardian to appear in person or be
represented by legal counsel or by a nonattorney adviser

Legal counsel means an attorney or lawyer who is admitted to the practice of law in
California and is an active member of the State Bar of California.

Nonattorney adviser means an individual who is not an attorney or lawyer, but who is
familiar with the facts of the case and has been selected by the student or student's
parent/guardian to provide assistance at the hearing.

6. The right to inspect and obtain copies of all documents to be used at the hearing
7. The opportunity to confront and question all witnesses who testify at the hearing
8. The opportunity to question all evidence presented and to present oral and documentary

evidence on the student's behalf, including witnesses
Additional Notice of Expulsion Hearing for Foster Youth and Homeless Students

***Note: Prior to conducting an expulsion hearing to determine whether a foster youth should
be expelled, Education Code 48918.1 requires the district to notify the student's attorney and a
representative of an appropriate county child welfare agency, provided that the violation does
not require a mandatory recommendation for expulsion. Pursuant to Education Code 48918.1,
as amended by AB 1806 (Ch. 767, Statutes of 2014), such additional notice must be given to the
district liaison for homeless students when the student involved is a homeless child or youth and
the violation does not require a mandatory recommendation for expulsion. While such a notice
is not required if the offense requires a mandatory recommendation for expulsion, it is
nonetheless recommended and the following section reflects this recommendation. ***

If the student facing expulsion is a foster student, the Superintendent or designee shall also send
notice of the hearing to the student's attorney and a representative of an appropriate child
welfare agency at least 10 days prior to the hearing. (Education Code 48918.1)

If the student facing expulsion is a homeless student, the Superintendent or designee shall also
send notice of the hearing to the district liaison for homeless students at least 10 days prior to
the hearing. (Education Code 48918.1)

Any notice for these purposes may be provided by the most cost-effective method possible,
including by email or a telephone call. (Education Code 48918.1)

Conduct of Expulsion Hearing
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***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates that the Board adopt procedures that include the
following items. ***

***Note: Instead of the Board conducting an expulsion hearing, it may appoint a hearing
officer or an impartial administrative panel to conduct the hearing; see section "Alternative
Expulsion Hearing: Hearing Officer or Administrative Panel” below. Even if the district
conducts all expulsion hearings in this manner, the requirements of Education Code 48918
pertaining to the conduct of the hearing must be met. ***

1. Closed Session: Notwithstanding Education Code 35145, the Board shall conduct a
hearing to consider the expulsion of the student in a session closed to the public unless the
student requests in writing at least five days prior to the hearing that the hearing be a public
meeting. If such a request is made, the meeting shall be public to the extent that privacy rights
of other students are not violated. (Education Code 48918)

***Note: For the purpose of Board deliberations during the closed session described below,
the presence of any person other than the Board members, including the Superintendent,
necessitates allowing the presence of the parent/guardian, student, and student's counsel. ***

Whether the expulsion hearing is held in closed or public session, the Board may meet
in closed session to deliberate and determine whether or not the student should be expelled. If
the Board admits any other person to this closed session, the parent/guardian, the student, and
the counsel of the student also shall be allowed to attend the closed session. (Education Code
48918(c))

If a hearing that involves a charge of sexual assault or sexual battery is to be conducted
in public, a complaining witness shall have the right to have his/her testimony heard in closed
session when testifying in public would threaten serious psychological harm to the witness and
when there are no alternative procedures to avoid the threatened harm, including, but not
limited to, videotaped deposition or contemporaneous examination in another place
communicated to the hearing room by closed-circuit television. (Education Code 48918(c))

2. Record of Hearing: A record of the hearing shall be made and may be maintained by
any means, including electronic recording, as long as a reasonably accurate and complete
written transcription of the proceedings can be made. (Education Code 48918(g))

***Note: Education Code 48918 authorizes the Board to issue subpoenas for the personal
appearance of percipient witnesses at an expulsion hearing. In Woodbury v. Dempsey, the court
held that a district's authority to determine whether to issue subpoenas is discretionary, but a
district could not have a blanket policy denying the issuance of subpoenas in all cases. ***

***Note: In accordance with Code of Civil Procedure 1987, the subpoena must be served at
least 10 days before the time required for attendance unless the court prescribes a shorter time.
Unless they are parties to the hearing or are district or government employees, witnesses who
appear pursuant to a subpoena receive fees equal to those prescribed for witnesses in civil
actions in a superior court, and all witnesses other than the parties to the hearing receive
mileage; these fees and mileage must be paid by the party requesting the subpoena. ***
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3. Subpoenas: Before commencing a student expulsion hearing, the Board may issue
subpoenas, at the request of either the student or the Superintendent or designee, for the
personal appearance at the hearing of any person who actually witnessed the action that gave
rise to the recommendation for expulsion. After the hearing has commenced, the Board or the
hearing officer or administrative panel may issue such subpoenas at the request of the student or
the County Superintendent of Schools or designee. All subpoenas shall be issued in accordance
with Code of Civil Procedure 1985-1985.2 and enforced in accordance with Government Code
11455.20. (Education Code 48918(i))

Any objection raised by the student or the Superintendent or designee to the issuance of
subpoenas may be considered by the Board in closed session, or in open session if so requested
by the student, before the meeting. The Board's decision in response to such an objection shall
be final and binding. (Education Code 48918(i))

If the Board determines, or if the hearing officer or administrative panel finds and
submits to the Board, that a witness would be subject to unreasonable risk of harm by testifying
at the hearing, a subpoena shall not be issued to compel the personal attendance of that witness
at the hearing. However, that witness may be compelled to testify by means of a sworn
declaration as described in item #4 below. (Education Code 48918(i))

4. Presentation of Evidence: Technical rules of evidence shall not apply to the expulsion
hearing, but relevant evidence may be admitted and used as proof only if it is the kind of
evidence on which reasonable persons can rely in the conduct of serious affairs. The decision
of the Board to expel shall be supported by substantial evidence that the student committed any
of the acts pursuant to Education Code 48900 and listed in "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" and "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades
4-12" above. (Education Code 48918(h))

***Note: Findings of fact made by the Board or a hearing panel must not be based on hearsay
alone. "Hearsay" is evidence of an oral or written statement made by a person who is not present
at the hearing which is offered to establish a fact as being true. Some exceptions to the hearsay
rule exist under the Evidence Code and Education Code; the district should consult legal
counsel as appropriate. ***

Findings of fact shall be based solely on the evidence at the hearing. Although no
finding shall be based solely on hearsay, sworn declarations may be admitted as testimony from
witnesses whose disclosure of their identity or testimony at the hearing may subject them to an
unreasonable risk of physical or psychological harm. (Education Code 48918(f))

In cases where a search of a student's person or property has occurred, evidence
describing the reasonableness of the search shall be included in the hearing record.

***Note: Education Code 48918.6 provides that testimony by a student witness at an expulsion
hearing is privileged and thus protected from liability for defamation pursuant to Civil Code
47(b). ***

5. Testimony by Complaining Witnesses: The following procedures shall be observed
when a hearing involves allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery by a student:
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(Education Code 48918, 48918.5)
a. Any complaining witness shall be given five days' notice before being called to testify.

b. Any complaining witness shall be entitled to have up to two adult support persons,
including, but not limited to, a parent/guardian or legal counsel, present during his/her
testimony.

C. Before a complaining witness testifies, support persons shall be admonished that the
hearing is confidential.

d. The person presiding over the hearing may remove a support person whom he/she finds
is disrupting the hearing.

e. If one or both support persons are also witnesses, the hearing shall be conducted in
accordance with Penal Code 868.5.

f. Evidence of specific instances of prior sexual conduct of a complaining witness shall be
presumed inadmissible and shall not be heard unless the person conducting the hearing
determines that extraordinary circumstances require the evidence to be heard. Before such a
determination is made, the complaining witness shall be given notice and an opportunity to
oppose the introduction of this evidence. In the hearing on the admissibility of this evidence, the
complaining witness shall be entitled to be represented by a parent/guardian, legal counsel, or
other support person. Reputation or opinion evidence regarding the sexual behavior of a
complaining witness shall not be admissible for any purpose.

g. In order to facilitate a free and accurate statement of the experiences of the complaining
witness and to prevent discouragement of complaints, the district shall provide a
nonthreatening environment.

(1)  The district shall provide a room separate from the hearing room for the use of the
complaining witness before and during breaks in testimony.

(2 At the discretion of the person conducting the hearing, the complaining witness shall be
allowed reasonable periods of relief from examination and cross-examination during which
he/she may leave the hearing room.

3) The person conducting the hearing may:

@) Arrange the seating within the hearing room so as to facilitate a less intimidating
environment for the complaining witness

(b) Limit the time for taking the testimony of a complaining witness to the hours he/she is
normally in school, if there is no good cause to take the testimony during other hours

(c) Permit one of the support persons to accompany the complaining witness to the witness
stand
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6. Decision: The Board's decision as to whether to expel a student shall be made within
40 school days after the student is removed from his/her school of attendance, unless the
student requests in writing that the decision be postponed. (Education Code 48918(a))

Alternative Expulsion Hearing: Hearing Officer or Administrative Panel

***Note: For districts that use a hearing officer or administrative panel, Education Code
48918 mandates that the Board adopt procedures that include the following section. ***

Instead of conducting an expulsion hearing itself, the Board may contract with the county
hearing officer or with the Office of Administrative Hearings of the State of California for a
hearing officer. The Board may also appoint an impartial administrative panel composed of
three or more certificated personnel, none of whom shall be members of the Board or on the
staff of the school in which the student is enrolled. (Education Code 48918)

A hearing conducted by the hearing officer or administrative panel shall conform to the same
procedures applicable to a hearing conducted by the Board as specified above in "Conduct of
Expulsion Hearing," including the requirement to issue a decision within 40 school days of the
student's removal from school, unless the student requests that the decision be postponed.
(Education Code 48918(a) and (d))

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48918, as amended by SB 1111 (Ch. 837, Statutes of
2014), if the hearing officer or administrative panel does not recommend expulsion, a student
must be permitted to return to the classroom instructional program from which the expulsion
referral was made, unless the student's parent/guardian requests a different placement. As
amended, Education Code 48918 also states that a student who is found to have committed any
of the violations listed in "Authority to Expel" in the accompanying Board policy but for whom
expulsion is not recommended may be referred to his/her prior school. However, the hearing
officer or administrative panel, like the Board, must recommend expulsion or a suspended
expulsion under Education Code 48915, if it finds that a student committed any such violation
that mandates expulsion. District should consult legal counsel to resolve this apparent
discrepancy. ***

The hearing officer or administrative panel shall, within three school days after the hearing,
determine whether to recommend expulsion of the student to the Board. If expulsion is not
recommended, the expulsion proceeding shall be terminated and the student shall be
immediately reinstated and permitted to return to the classroom instructional program from
which the referral was made, unless another placement is requested in writing by the student's
parent/guardian. Before the student's placement decision is made by his/her parent/guardian,
the Superintendent or designee shall consult with the parent/guardian and district staff,
including the student's teachers, regarding other placement options for the student in addition to
the option to return to the classroom instructional program from which the student's expulsion
referral was made. The decision to not recommend expulsion shall be final. (Education Code
48918(e))

If expulsion is recommended, findings of fact in support of the recommendation shall be
prepared and submitted to the Board. All findings of fact and recommendations shall be based
solely on the evidence presented at the hearing. The Board may accept the recommendation
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based either upon a review of the findings of fact and recommendations submitted or upon the
results of any supplementary hearing the Board may order. (Education Code 48918(f))

In accordance with Board policy, the hearing officer or administrative panel may recommend
that the Board suspend the enforcement of the expulsion. If the hearing officer or administrative
panel recommends that the Board expel a student but suspend the enforcement of the expulsion,
the student shall not be reinstated and permitted to return to the classroom instructional program
from which the referral was made until the Board has ruled on the recommendation.
(Education Code 48917, 48918)

Final Action by the Board

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates that the Board adopt procedures that include the
following paragraph. ***

Whether the expulsion hearing is conducted in closed or public session by the Board, a hearing
officer, or an administrative panel or is waived through the signing of a stipulated expulsion
agreement, the final action to expel shall be taken by the Board in public. (Education Code
48918(j))

(cf. 9321.1 - Closed Session Actions and Reports)

The Board's decision is final. If the decision is to not expel, the student shall be reinstated
immediately. If the decision is to suspend the enforcement of the expulsion, the student shall
be reinstated under the conditions of the suspended expulsion.

***Note: The Gun-Free Schools Act, 20 USC 7151, requires that information in the following
paragraph be sent to the California Department of Education (CDE) for assurances of
compliance with federal and state law. For other language that must be submitted to the CDE,
see section below entitled "Notifications to Law Enforcement Authorities.” ***

Upon ordering an expulsion, the Board shall set a date when the student shall be reviewed for
readmission to a school within the district. For a student expelled for any act listed under
"Mandatory Recommendation and Mandatory Expulsion™ above, this date shall be one year
from the date the expulsion occurred, except that the Board may set an earlier date on a
case-by-case basis. For a student expelled for other acts, this date shall be no later than the last
day of the semester following the semester in which the expulsion occurred. If an expulsion is
ordered during summer session or the intersession period of a year-round program, the Board
shall set a date when the student shall be reviewed for readmission not later than the last day of
the semester following the summer session or intersession period in which the expulsion
occurred. (Education Code 48916)

At the time of the expulsion order, the Board shall recommend a plan for the student's
rehabilitation, which may include: (Education Code 48916)

1. Periodic review, as well as assessment at the time of review, for readmission

2. Recommendations for improved academic performance, tutoring, special education
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assessments, job training, counseling, employment, community service, or other rehabilitative
programs

***Note: The following paragraph is optional. Education Code 48916.5 authorizes, but does
not mandate, the Board to make the following requirement of certain expelled students. ***

With parent/guardian consent, students who have been expelled for reasons relating to
controlled substances or alcohol may be required to enroll in a county-sponsored drug
rehabilitation program before returning to school. (Education Code 48916.5)

Written Notice to Expel

The Superintendent or designee shall send written notice of the decision to expel to the student
or parent/guardian. This notice shall include the following:

1. The specific offense committed by the student for any of the causes for suspension or
expulsion listed above under "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" or
"Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12" (Education Code 48900.8)

2. The fact that a description of readmission procedures will be made available to the
student and his/her parent/guardian (Education Code 48916)

3. Notice of the right to appeal the expulsion to the County Board (Education Code
48918)

4. Notice of the alternative educational placement to be provided to the student during the
time of expulsion (Education Code 48918)

5. Notice of the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation to inform any new district in
which the student seeks to enroll of the student's status with the expelling district, pursuant to
Education Code 48915.1 (Education Code 48918)

Decision to Suspend Expulsion Order
***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48917, the Board's criteria for suspending the
enforcement of expulsions must be applied uniformly to all students. Items #1-3 below are

optional and should be revised to reflect district criteria. ***

In accordance with Board policy, when deciding whether to suspend the enforcement of an
expulsion order, the Board shall take into account the following criteria:

1. The student's pattern of behavior
2. The seriousness of the misconduct
3. The student'’s attitude toward the misconduct and his/her willingness to follow a

rehabilitation program
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The suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion shall be governed by the following:

1. The Board may, as a condition of the suspension of enforcement, assign the student to a
school, class, or program appropriate for the student's rehabilitation. This rehabilitation
program may provide for the involvement of the student's parent/guardian in the student's
education. However, a parent/guardian’s refusal to participate in the rehabilitation program
shall not be considered in the Board's determination as to whether the student has satisfactorily
completed the rehabilitation program. (Education Code 48917)

2. During the period when enforcement of the expulsion order is suspended, the student
shall be on probationary status. (Education Code 48917)

3. The suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion order may be revoked by the Board
if the student commits any of the acts listed under "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion:
Grades K-12" or "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12" above or
violates any of the district's rules and regulations governing student conduct. (Education Code
48917)

4. When the suspension of enforcement of an expulsion order is revoked, a student may be
expelled under the terms of the original expulsion order. (Education Code 48917)

5. Upon satisfactory completion of the rehabilitation assignment, the Board shall reinstate
the student in a district school. Upon reinstatement, the Board may order the expunging of any
or all records of the expulsion proceedings. (Education Code 48917)

6. The Superintendent or designee shall send written notice of any decision to suspend the
enforcement of an expulsion order during a period of probation to the student or
parent/guardian. The notice shall inform the parent/guardian of the right to appeal the expulsion
to the County Board, the alternative educational placement to be provided to the student during
the period of expulsion, and the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation to inform any new
district in which the student seeks to enroll of his/her status with the expelling district, pursuant
to Education Code 48915.1(b). (Education Code 48918(j))

7. Suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion order shall not affect the time period and
requirements for the filing of an appeal of the expulsion order with the County Board.
(Education Code 48917)

Appeal

The student or parent/guardian is entitled to file an appeal of the Board's decision with the
County Board. The appeal must be filed within 30 days of the Board's decision to expel, even
if the expulsion order is suspended and the student is placed on probation. (Education Code
48919)

If the student submits a written request for a copy of the written transcripts and supporting
documents from the district simultaneously with the filing of the notice of appeal with the
County Board, the district shall provide the student with these documents within 10 school days
following the student's written request. (Education Code 48919)
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Notification to Law Enforcement Authorities

***Note: The Gun-Free Schools Act, 20 USC 7151, requires that information in the following
two paragraphs be sent to the CDE for assurances of compliance with federal and state law. ***

***Note: In addition, Education Code 48902 requires the principal or designee to notify law
enforcement authorities when a student or nonstudent possesses a firearm or explosive or sells
or furnishes a firearm at school. However, when the student involved in such a case is a
student with a disability, Education Code 49076 requires any law enforcement authority to
which student information is disclosed to certify that those records will not be disclosed to
another party without the prior written consent of the student's parent/guardian or other person
invested with the student's educational right; see AR 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due
Process (Students with Disabilities). ***

Prior to the suspension or expulsion of any student, the principal or designee shall notify
appropriate city or county law enforcement authorities of any student acts of assault which may
have violated Penal Code 245. (Education Code 48902)

The principal or designee also shall notify appropriate city or county law enforcement
authorities of any student acts which may involve the possession or sale of narcotics or of a
controlled substance. In addition, law enforcement authorities shall be notified regarding any
acts by students regarding the possession, sale, or furnishing of firearms, explosives, or other
dangerous weapons in violation of Education Code 48915(c)(1) or (5) or Penal Code 626.9 and
626.10. (Education Code 48902)

Within one school day after a student's suspension or expulsion, the principal or designee shall
notify appropriate city or county law enforcement authorities, by telephone or other appropriate
means, of any student acts which may violate Education Code 48900(c) or (d), relating to the
possession, use, offering, or sale of controlled substances, alcohol, or intoxicants of any kind.
(Education Code 48902)

Placement During Expulsion

***Note: Education Code 48915 requires the Board to refer all expelled students to a program
of study that is prepared to accommodate students with discipline problems and that is not
located at the school the student currently attends or at any regular elementary, middle, junior,
or senior high school. However, students expelled for the acts described in Education Code
48900(f) through (m) or Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4 may be referred to a
program of study that is at another elementary, middle, junior, or senior high school if the
County Superintendent of Schools certifies that an alternative program is not available at a site
away from such a school. ***

***Note: Education Code 48915.01 states that if the Board has established a community day
school pursuant to Education Code 48661 on the same site as an elementary, middle, junior, or
senior high school, expelled students may be referred to the community day school at that site.
Although Education Code 48663 prohibits the use of independent study in community day
schools, Education Code 48916.1 does not in any way restrict the district from offering
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independent study as a voluntary alternative placement option for expelled students. ***

The Board shall refer expelled students to a program of study that is: (Education Code 48915,
48915.01)

1. Appropriately prepared to accommodate students who exhibit discipline problems

2. Not provided at a comprehensive middle, junior, or senior high school or at any
elementary school, unless the program is offered at a community day school established at any
of these

3. Not housed at the school site attended by the student at the time of suspension

(cf. 6158 - Independent Study)
(cf. 6185 - Community Day School)

When the placement described above is not available and when the County Superintendent so
certifies, students expelled for only acts described in items #6-12 under "Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" and items #1-3 under "Additional Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12" above may be referred to a program of study that is
provided at another comprehensive middle, junior, or senior high school or at an elementary
school. (Education Code 48915)

The program for a student expelled from any of grades K-6 shall not be combined or merged
with programs offered to students in any of grades 7-12. (Education Code 48916.1)

Readmission After Expulsion

***Note: Education Code 48916 mandates that the Board adopt rules and regulations
establishing a procedure for filing and processing requests for readmission and a process for
Board review of all expelled students for readmission. Items #1-2 below should be revised to
reflect district practice. ***

Prior to the date set by the Board for the student's readmission:

1. The Superintendent or designee shall hold a conference with the parent/guardian and the
student. At the conference, the student's rehabilitation plan shall be reviewed and the
Superintendent or designee shall verify that the provisions of this plan have been met. School
regulations shall be reviewed and the student and parent/guardian shall be asked to indicate in
writing their willingness to comply with these regulations.

2. The Superintendent or designee shall transmit to the Board his/her recommendation
regarding readmission. The Board shall consider this recommendation in closed session. If a
written request for open session is received from the parent/guardian or adult student, it shall be
honored to the extent that privacy rights of other students are not violated.

3. If the readmission is granted, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the student and
parent/guardian, by registered mail, of the Board's decision regarding readmission.
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4. The Board may deny readmission only if it finds that the student has not satisfied the
conditions of the rehabilitation plan or that the student continues to pose a danger to campus
safety or to other district students or employees. (Education Code 48916)

5. If the Board denies the readmission of a student, the Board shall determine either to
continue the student's placement in the alternative educational program initially selected or to
place the student in another program that serves expelled students, including placement in a
county community school.

6. The Board shall provide written notice to the expelled student and parent/guardian
describing the reasons for denying readmittance into the regular program. This notice shall
indicate the Board's determination of the educational program which the Board has chosen. The
student shall enroll in that program unless the parent/guardian chooses to enroll the student in
another school district. (Education Code 48916)

No student shall be denied readmission into the district based solely on the student's arrest,
adjudication by a juvenile court, formal or informal supervision by a probation officer,
detention in a juvenile facility, enrollment in a juvenile court school, or other such contact with
the juvenile justice system. (Education Code 48645.5)

Maintenance of Records

The district shall maintain a record of each suspension and expulsion, including its specific
cause(s). (Education Code 48900.8)

Expulsion records of any student shall be maintained in the student's mandatory interim record
and sent to any school in which the student subsequently enrolls upon written request by that
school. (Education Code 48918(k))

***Note: Education Code 48915.1 requires that, when an expelled student asks to enroll in
another district, the receiving district must hold a hearing to determine whether the student
poses a danger to its students or staff. The receiving district then may either deny or permit the
enrollment. Upon request from another district, the expelling district must provide
information about the expulsion within five days. ***

The Superintendent or designee shall, within five working days, honor any other district's
request for information about an expulsion from this district. (Education Code 48915.1)

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)
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STUDENTS BP 5144.1

Suspension And Expulsion/Due Process

***Note: Education Code 35291 requires the Governing Board to prescribe rules and
regulations for maintaining discipline in the schools under its jurisdiction. In addition, Education
Code 48918 mandates the setting of rules and regulations for student expulsion as specified in
this Board policy and the accompanying administrative regulation. ***

***Note: While recognizing that suspension or expulsion of students is sometimes necessary,
legislative, administrative, regulatory, civic, and educational leaders are united in the belief that
instructional time should be used for student learning purposes and that school discipline should
be imposed in a way that, as much as possible, would not exclude students from school or limit
their ability or opportunity to learn. Pursuant to Education Code 48900.5, a district is not
authorized to suspend a student for certain specified violations unless other means of correction
have failed to bring about proper conduct. Such other means of correction include, but are not
limited to, conferences between school personnel and the student and his/her parents/guardians;
use of study, guidance, or other intervention teams to develop a plan to address the behavior in
partnership with the student; and participation in a restorative justice program. Education Code
48900.5 also authorizes a district to document in a student's records the alternative means of
correction used to address the student's behavior. For further information about specific
disciplinary strategies, including alternatives to class or school removals, see BP/AR 5144 -
Discipline. ***

***Note: In addition, the U.S. Department of Justice's Civil Rights Division (DOJ) and the U.S.
Department of Education's Office for Civil Rights (OCR), in their joint January 2014 Dear
Colleague Letter on the Nondiscriminatory Administration of School Discipline, state that
studies have suggested a correlation between exclusionary discipline policies and practices (such
as suspension and expulsion) and an array of serious educational, economic, and social problems,
including school avoidance and diminished educational engagement, decreased academic
achievement, increased behavior problems, and increased likelihood of dropping out, substance
abuse, and involvement with the juvenile justice system. Consequently, they recommend that
districts adopt alternative disciplinary measures that provide students with appropriate
interventions and supports as a means for preventing and addressing student misbehaviors. ***

***Note: The need to implement means of correction other than suspension and expulsion is
underscored by Education Code 52060-52077, which require districts to adopt and annually
update a local control and accountability plan (LCAP) including descriptions of the district's and
each school's goals for improving student engagement and school climate, as measured by rates
of student absenteeism, suspension and expulsion, and other relevant measures identified by the
Board. ***

The Governing Board desires to provide district students access to educational opportunities in
an orderly school environment that protects their safety and security, ensures their welfare and
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well-being, and promotes their learning and development. The Board shall develop rules and
regulations setting the standards of behavior expected of district students and the disciplinary
processes and procedures for addressing violations of those standards, including suspension
and/or expulsion.

(cf. 5131 - Conduct)
(cf. 5131.1 - Bus Conduct)
(cf. 5131.2 - Bullying)

The grounds for suspension and expulsion and the procedures for considering, recommending,
and/or implementing suspension and expulsion shall be only those specified in law, in this
policy, and in the accompanying administrative regulation.

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900(s), a student may be subject to discipline only
when the violation is related to a school activity or school attendance as specified below. A
student may also be disciplined for violations committed away from school if it is related to a
school activity or to school attendance. For example, Education Code 48900 defines bullying by
means of an electronic act as including an act that originates off campus; see the accompanying
administrative regulation and BP/AR 5131.2 - Bullying. Another example is the hostile school
environment which a victim may suffer from sexual harassment that occurs off campus; see
BP/AR 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment. ***

Except when otherwise permitted by law, a student may be suspended or expelled only when
his/her behavior is related to a school activity or school attendance occurring within any district
school or another school district, regardless of when it occurs, including, but not limited to, the
following: (Education Code 48900(s))

1. While on school grounds
2. While going to or coming from school
3. During the lunch period, whether on or off the school campus

(cf. 5112.5 - Open/Closed Campus)
4. During, going to, or coming from a school-sponsored activity

***Note: The following paragraph addresses the problem of unlawful discrimination in the
administration of student discipline. In their joint January 2014 Dear Colleague Letter on the
Nondiscriminatory Administration of School Discipline, the DOJ and OCR noted that, based on
the civil rights data collection conducted by OCR, students of certain racial or ethnic groups
tended to be disciplined more, and sometimes more harshly, than their similarly situated peers in
violation of federal nondiscrimination laws. The letter warned that any district determined to
have engaged in unlawful discrimination could be subject to OCR investigation and significant
remedial action. ***
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District staff shall enforce the rules concerning suspension and expulsion of students fairly,
consistently, equally, and in accordance with the district's nondiscrimination policies.

(cf. 0410 - Nondiscrimination in District Programs and Activities)
Appropriate Use of Suspension Authority

***Note: Education Code 48900.5 requires districts to use other means of correction instead of
suspension or expulsion except when a student commits certain enumerated offenses. The
following section reflects legislative intent regarding appropriate use of suspension as a means of
disciplining students and may be modified to reflect district practice. ***

Except when a student's act violates Education Code 48900(a)-(e), as listed in items #1-5 under
"Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" of the accompanying administrative
regulation, or when his/her presence causes a danger to others, suspension shall be used only
when other means of correction have failed to bring about proper conduct. (Education Code
48900.5, 48900.6)

(cf. 1020 - Youth Services)

(cf. 5138 - Conflict Resolution/Peer Mediation)

(cf. 5144 - Discipline)

(cf. 6142.4 - Service Learning/Community Service Classes)
(cf. 6164.2 - Guidance/Counseling Services)

(cf. 6164.5 - Student Success Teams)

***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. ***

A student's parents/guardians shall be notified as soon as possible when there is an escalating
pattern of misbehavior that could lead to on-campus or off-campus suspension.

***Note: Education Code 48900(k), as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 660, Statutes of 2014),
prohibits a district from suspending students in grades K-3 for disruption or willful defiance. As
amended, Education Code 48900(k) authorizes but does not require a district to suspend students
in grades 4-12 for disruption or willful defiance. Even with this authority, districts should be
careful in using these grounds, as available data have indicated a disproportionate use with
certain student subgroups. Option 1 below is for use by any district that chooses to suspend
students in grades 4-12 for disruption and/or willful defiance as authorized pursuant to Education
Code 48900(k). Any district that chooses to eliminate disruption and willful defiance as reasons
for suspending any of its students from school should select Option 2 below. Such districts
should also delete the first paragraph in the section titled "Additional Grounds for Suspension
and Expulsion: Grades 4-12," in the accompanying administrative regulation. ***

***Note: Each option below reflects an exception granted to teachers pursuant to Education
Code 48910 to suspend students, including a K-3 student, from class; see section "Suspension
from Class by a Teacher" in the accompanying administrative regulation. ***

OPTION 1: No student in grades K-3 may be suspended for disruption or willful defiance,
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except by a teacher pursuant to Education Code 48910. (Education Code 48900)

OPTION 2: No student may be suspended for disruption or willful defiance, except by a teacher
pursuant to Education Code 48910. (Education Code 48900)

***Note: The following optional paragraph reflects the Legislature's intent, expressed in
Education Code 48900, concerning disciplinary actions against truant, tardy, or absent students.
Since these are not enumerated offenses, a district does not have the authority to suspend or
expel students for committing any of these acts. ***

Students shall not be suspended or expelled for truancy, tardiness, or absenteeism from assigned
school activities.

(cf. 5113 - Absences and Excuses)
(cf. 5113.1 - Chronic Absence and Truancy)

On-Campus Suspension

***Note: As an alternative to off-campus suspension, Education Code 48911.1 authorizes a
supervised suspension classroom program for students who pose no imminent danger to anyone
at school and who have not been recommended for expulsion, as specified below. Education
Code 48911.2 states that, if the number of students suspended during the prior year exceeds 30
percent of the school's enrollment, the district should consider implementing this program and/or
another program of on-campus progressive discipline. However, Education Code 48900.5
requires a district to try other means of correction and document that those means have failed to
bring about proper conduct before imposing a supervised suspension. ***

***Note: The following optional section is for use by districts implementing a supervised
suspension classroom program. Such districts may continue to claim funding apportionments for
students so assigned, provided they meet specific criteria which are set forth under "Supervised
Suspension Classroom™ in the accompanying administrative regulation. A district does not
receive funding for off-campus suspensions. ***

To ensure the proper supervision and ongoing learning of students who are suspended for any of
the reasons enumerated in Education Code 48900 and 48900.2, but who pose no imminent
danger or threat to anyone at school and for whom expulsion proceedings have not been initiated,
the Superintendent or designee shall establish a supervised suspension classroom program which
meets the requirements of law.

Except where a supervised suspension is permitted by law for a student's first offense, supervised
suspension shall be imposed only when other means of correction have failed to bring about
proper conduct. (Education Code 48900.5)

Authority to Expel

A student may be expelled only by the Board. (Education Code 48918(j))
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As required by law, the Superintendent or principal shall recommend expulsion and the Board
shall expel any student found to have committed any of the following "mandatory
recommendation and mandatory expulsion™ acts at school or at a school activity off school
grounds: (Education Code 48915)

1. Possessing a firearm which is not an imitation firearm, as verified by a certificated
employee, unless the student had obtained prior written permission to possess the item from a
certificated school employee, with the principal or designee's concurrence

(cf. 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments)

2. Selling or otherwise furnishing a firearm

3. Brandishing a knife at another person

4. Unlawfully selling a controlled substance listed in Health and Safety Code 11053-11058

5. Committing or attempting to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261, 266c,
286, 288, 288a, or 289, or committing a sexual battery as defined in Penal Code 243.4

6. Possessing an explosive as defined in 18 USC 921

For all other violations listed in the accompanying administrative regulation under "Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" and "Additional Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades 4-12," the Superintendent or principal shall have the discretion to recommend
expulsion of a student. If expulsion is recommended, the Board shall order the student expelled
only if it makes a finding of either or both of the following: (Education Code 48915(b) and (e))

1. That other means of correction are not feasible or have repeatedly failed to bring about
proper conduct

2. That due to the nature of the violation, the presence of the student causes a continuing
danger to the physical safety of the student or others

A vote to expel a student shall be taken in a public session.

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48917, the Board may decide to suspend the enforcement
of an order for expulsion as long as a student satisfies specific conditions. See the accompanying
administrative regulation for criteria. In addition, the Attorney General opined in 80
Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 85 (1997) that the enforcement of an expulsion order may be suspended even
in those cases where the student has committed an offense for which expulsion is required by
law. Legal counsel should be consulted as appropriate. ***

The Board may vote to suspend the enforcement of the expulsion order pursuant to the
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requirements of law and the accompanying administrative regulation. (Education Code 48917)

***Note: Education Code 48900(k), as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 660, Statutes of 2014),
prohibits a district from expelling any student for disruption or willful defiance. ***

No student shall be expelled for disruption or willful defiance. (Education Code 48900)
Due Process

The Board shall provide for the fair and equitable treatment of students facing suspension and/or
expulsion by affording them their due process rights under the law. The Superintendent or
designee shall comply with procedures for notices, hearings, and appeals as specified in law and
administrative regulation. (Education Code 48911, 48915, 48915.5, 48918)

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)
(cf. 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process (Students with Disabilities))

Maintenance and Monitoring of Outcome Data

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900.8 and 48916.1, the district is required to maintain
data related to suspensions and expulsions and to report such data to the Superintendent of Public
Instruction. In addition, pursuant to Education Code 52060, a district is required to address
school climate in its LCAP, by including an assessment of baseline data regarding suspension
and expulsion rates by student subgroups and schools and setting goals for improving those rates
and other related factors. The DOJ and OCR, in their joint January 2014 Dear Colleague Letter
on the Nondiscriminatory Administration of School Discipline, recommend that districts
maintain disaggregated discipline information to ensure transparency and facilitate community
discussion. ***

The Superintendent or designee shall annually present to the Board a report of the outcome data
which the district is required to collect pursuant to Education Code 48900.8 and 48916.1,
including the number of students recommended for expulsion, the grounds for each
recommended expulsion, the actions taken by the Board, the types of referral made after each
expulsion, and the disposition of the students after the expulsion period.

The report shall be disaggregated by school and by numerically significant student subgroups,
including, but not limited to, ethnic subgroups, socioeconomically disadvantaged students,
English learners, foster youth, and students with disabilities. The report also shall include
information about whether and how the district is meeting its goals for improving school climate
as specified in its local control and accountability plan.

Suspension And Expulsion/Due Process

***Note: CSBA recommends that this administrative regulation be approved by the Governing
Board, regardless of district practice. ***

***Note: Education Code 35291 requires the Board to adopt rules and regulations, which are not
inconsistent with law or rules adopted by the State Board of Education, for the government and
discipline of the schools under its jurisdiction. In addition, Education Code 48918 and 48918.5
mandate that districts adopt rules concerning the due process rights of students in expulsion
situations, and Education Code 48916 mandates procedures for filing and processing requests for
readmission. Specific language complying with these mandates is included throughout this
administrative regulation. ***

***Note: The acts for which students may be suspended or expelled are specified in law and in
the sections below titled "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" and "Additional
Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12." The Board does not have authority to add
to those enumerated acts. However, the Board has authority to prohibit suspension or expulsion
for certain acts for which suspension or expulsion is permissible rather than mandatory. The
Board may consider limiting the use of suspension and expulsion for such offenses as part of the
district plan to address school climate within the local control and accountability plan required
pursuant to Education Code 52060. In addition, pursuant to Education Code 48900.5, a district
is not authorized to suspend a student for certain specified violations unless other means of
correction have failed to bring about proper conduct. ***

Definitions

Suspension means removal of a student from ongoing instruction for adjustment purposes.
However, suspension does not mean any of the following: (Education Code 48925)

1. Reassignment to another education program or class at the same school where the student
will receive continuing instruction for the length of day prescribed by the Governing Board for
students of the same grade level

2. Referral to a certificated employee designated by the principal to advise students

3. Removal from the class, but without reassignment to another class or program, for the
remainder of the class period without sending the student to the principal or designee as provided
in Education Code 48910

Expulsion means removal of a student from the immediate supervision and control or the general
supervision of school personnel. (Education Code 48925)
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Notice of Regulations

At the beginning of each school year, the principal of each school shall ensure that all students
and parents/guardians are notified in writing of all school rules related to discipline, including
suspension and expulsion. (Education Code 35291, 48900.1, 48980)

(cf. 5144 - Discipline)
(cf. 5145.6 - Parental Notifications)

Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12

Acts for which a student, including a student with disabilities, may be suspended or expelled
shall be only those specified as follows:

(cf. 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process (Students with Disabilities))

1. Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical injury to another person;
willfully used force or violence upon another person, except in self-defense; or committed as an
aider or abettor, as adjudged by a juvenile court, a crime of physical violence in which the victim
suffered great or serious bodily injury (Education Code 48900(a) and (t))

***Note: The Attorney General, in 80 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 91 (1997), determined that a student
may be expelled for "possession” of a firearm if the student knowingly and voluntarily had direct
control over the firearm. The only exceptions are when the student has permission from school
officials to possess the firearm (pursuant to Education Code 48900 and 48915) or when the
possession is brief and solely for the purpose of disposing of the firearm, such as handing it to
school officials. Note that "firearm™ does not include "imitation firearm™ which is listed
separately in item #12 below. See BP 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments. ***

***Note: Pursuant to Penal Code 417.27, students are prohibited from possessing a laser pointer
on school premises, except for a valid instructional or other school-related purpose. See BP
5131 - Conduct. ***

2. Possessed, sold, or otherwise furnished any firearm, knife, explosive, or other dangerous
object, unless, in the case of possession of any object of this type, the student had obtained
written permission to possess the item from a certificated school employee, with the principal or
designee's concurrence (Education Code 48900(b))

(cf. 5131 - Conduct)
(cf. 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments)

3. Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, otherwise furnished, or was under the influence of any

controlled substance as defined in Health and Safety Code 11053-11058, alcoholic beverage, or
intoxicant of any kind (Education Code 48900(c))
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(cf. 5131.6 - Alcohol and Other Drugs)

4. Unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any controlled substance as defined in
Health and Safety Code 11053-11058, alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant of any kind, and then
sold, delivered, or otherwise furnished to any person another liquid, substance, or material and
represented same as such controlled substance, alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant (Education
Code 48900(d))

5. Committed or attempted to commit robbery or extortion (Education Code 48900(e))
6. Caused or attempted to cause damage to school property or private property (Education
Code 48900(f))

7. Stole or attempted to steal school property or private property (Education Code 48900(g))

8. Possessed or used tobacco or products containing tobacco or nicotine products, including,
but not limited to, cigars, cigarettes, miniature cigars, clove cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, snuff,
chew packets, and betel, except that this restriction shall not prohibit a student from using or
possessing his/her own prescription products (Education Code 48900(h))

(cf. 5131.62 - Tobacco)

9. Committed an obscene act or engaged in habitual profanity or vulgarity (Education
Code 48900(i))

10. Unlawfully possessed, offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any drug paraphernalia, as
defined in Health and Safety Code 11014.5 (Education Code 48900(j))

11. Knowingly received stolen school property or private property (Education Code
48900(1))

12.  Possessed an imitation firearm (Education Code 48900(m))

Imitation firearm means a replica of a firearm that is so substantially similar in physical
properties to an existing firearm as to lead a reasonable person to conclude that the replica is a
firearm. (Education Code 48900(m))

13.  Committed or attempted to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261, 266¢,
286, 288, 288a, or 289, or committed a sexual battery as defined in Penal Code 243.4 (Education
Code 48900(n))

14, Harassed, threatened, or intimidated a student who is a complaining witness or witness in
a school disciplinary proceeding for the purpose of preventing that student from being a witness
and/or retaliating against that student for being a witness (Education Code 48900(0))

15. Unlawfully offered, arranged to sell, negotiated to sell, or sold the prescription drug
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Soma (Education Code 48900(p))
16. Engaged in, or attempted to engage in, hazing (Education Code 48900(q))

Hazing means a method of initiation or pre-initiation into a student organization or body,
whether or not the organization or body is officially recognized by an educational institution,
which is likely to cause serious bodily injury or personal degradation or disgrace resulting in
physical or mental harm to a former, current, or prospective student. Hazing does not include
athletic events or school-sanctioned events. (Education Code 48900(q))

***Note: Education Code 48900(r) defines "bullying™ as "any severe or pervasive physical or
verbal act or conduct, including communications made in writing or by means of electronic act,”
which is directed toward a student and which would have serious detrimental consequences upon
a reasonable student. Pursuant to Education Code 48900, a student may be disciplined for
bullying by means of electronic act even when the act originated off campus. See also BP 5131.2
- Bullying. ***

17. Engaged in an act of bullying (Education Code 48900(r))

Bullying means any severe or pervasive physical or verbal act or conduct, including
communications made in writing or by means of an electronic act, directed toward one or more
students that has or can reasonably be predicted to have the effect of placing a reasonable student
in fear of harm to himself/herself or his/her property; cause the student to experience a
substantially detrimental effect on his/her physical or mental health; or cause the student to
experience substantial interferences with his/her academic performance or ability to participate
in or benefit from the services, activities, or privileges provided by a school. (Education Code
48900(r))

***Note: "Bullying" also would include any act of sexual harassment, hate violence, or
harassment, threat, or intimidation committed by a student of any grade level, as set forth in
Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4, when the act results in harm to a reasonable
student as specified in the above paragraph. However, when bullying is found under these
circumstances, students below grade 4 may be disciplined for the "bullying" but not for the
underlying act of sexual harassment, hate violence, or harassment, threat, or intimidation as
specified below in items #1-3 of "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades
4_12." *k*k

Bullying shall include any act of sexual harassment, hate violence, or harassment, threat, or
intimidation, as defined in Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4 and below in items
#1-3 of "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12," that has any of the
effects described above on a reasonable student.

Electronic act means the creation or transmission of a communication originated on or off school
site, including, but not limited to, a message, text, sound, image, or post on a social network
Internet web site, by means of an electronic device, including, but not limited to, a telephone,
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wireless telephone, or other wireless communication device, computer, or pager. A post on a
social network Internet web site shall include, but is not limited to, the posting or creation of a
burn page or the creation of a credible impersonation or false profile for the purpose of causing a
reasonable student any of the effects of bullying described above. (Education Code 48900(r))

Reasonable student means a student, including, but not limited to, a student who has been
identified as a student with a disability, who exercises average care, skill, and judgment in
conduct for a person of his/her age, or for a person of his/her age with his/her disability.
(Education Code 48900(r))

(cf. 1114 - District-Sponsored Social Media)

(cf. 5131.2 - Bullying)

(cf. 6163.4 - Student Use of Technology)

(cf. 6164.4 - Identification and Evaluation of Individuals for Special Education)
(cf. 6164.6 - Identification and Education under Section 504)

***Note: Education Code 48900 allows for the suspension, but not expulsion, of a student who
"aids or abets," as defined in Penal Code 31, the infliction or attempted infliction of physical
injury to another person. The term "aiding or abetting," is a complex legal term and requires
that, at the time he/she committed the crime, the aider or abettor was aware of the crime and
specifically intended to commit the crime. Because of the complexities of criminal law, legal
counsel should be consulted as appropriate. ***

18.  Aided or abetted the infliction or attempted infliction of physical injury on another
person, as defined in Penal Code 31 (Education Code 48900(t))

19. Made terrorist threats against school officials and/or school property (Education Code
48900.7)

A terrorist threat includes any written or oral statement by a person who willfully threatens to
commit a crime which will result in death or great bodily injury to another person or property
damage in excess of $1,000, with the specific intent that the statement is to be taken as a threat,
even if there is no intent of actually carrying it out. (Education Code 48900.7)

Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12

***Note: The following section applies only to students in grades 4-12 and may be revised to
reflect grade levels offered by the district. ***

***Note: Education Code 48900, as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 667, Statutes of 2014), prohibits
the use of disruption and/or willful defiance as reasons for expelling any student. As amended,
Education Code 48900 also restricts their use as a basis for suspending students in grades 4-12
from school. Since districts are authorized but not required to suspend students in grades 4-12
based on these grounds, a district may choose, consistent with Option 2 in accompanying Board
policy, to prohibit the use of these reasons for suspending its students. Any district that chooses
to do so should delete the following paragraph. ***
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Any student in grades 4-12 may be suspended, but not expelled, for disrupting school activities
or otherwise willfully defying the valid authority of supervisors, teachers, administrators, other
school officials, or other school personnel engaged in the performance of their duties.
(Education Code 48900(k))

(cf. 5131.4 - Student Disturbances)

***Note: As discussed in item #17 of "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12"
above, although Education Code 48900(r) defines bullying to include acts involving items #1-3
below, only students in grades 4-12 may be suspended or expelled for the individual acts that
constitute sexual harassment, hate violence, and harassment. The interplay between "bullying”
and items #1-3 can raise complex legal issues. Districts should consult legal counsel as
appropriate. ***

A student in grades 4-12 shall be subject to suspension or recommendation for expulsion when it
is determined that he/she:

1. Committed sexual harassment as defined in Education Code 212.5 (Education Code
48900.2)

Sexual harassment means conduct which, when considered from the perspective of a reasonable
person of the same gender as the victim, is sufficiently severe or pervasive as to have a negative
impact upon the victim's academic performance or to create an intimidating, hostile, or offensive
educational environment. (Education Code 212.5, 48900.2)

(cf. 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment)

2. Caused, attempted to cause, threatened to cause, or participated in an act of hate violence
as defined in Education Code 233 (Education Code 48900.3)

Hate violence means any act punishable under Penal Code 422.6, 422.7, or 422.75. Such acts
include injuring or intimidating a victim, interfering with the exercise of a victim's civil rights, or
damaging a victim's property because of the victim's race, ethnicity, religion, nationality,
disability, gender, gender identity, gender expression, or sexual orientation; a perception of the
presence of any of those characteristics in the victim; or the victim's association with a person or
group with one or more of those actual or perceived characteristics. (Education Code 233;
Penal Code 422.55)

(cf. 5145.9 - Hate-Motivated Behavior)

3. Intentionally engaged in harassment, threats, or intimidation against district personnel or
students that is sufficiently severe or pervasive to have the actual and reasonably expected effect
of materially disrupting classwork, creating substantial disorder, and invading the rights of
school personnel or students by creating an intimidating or hostile educational environment
(Education Code 48900.4)
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(cf. 5145.3 - Nondiscrimination/Harassment)
Suspension from Class by a Teacher

***Note: The following section is optional and may be revised to reflect district practice. While
Education Code 48900(k), as amended by AB 420 (Ch. 660, Statutes of 2014), prohibits a
district from suspending students in grades K-3 for disruption or willful defiance, it still allows
for a teacher to suspend a K-3 student on these grounds. ***

A teacher may suspend a student, including a grade K-3 student, from class for the remainder of
the day and the following day for disruption, willful defiance, or any of the other acts specified
in Education Code 48900 and listed as items #1-18 under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" above. (Education Code 48910)

When suspending a student from class, the teacher shall immediately report this action to the
principal or designee and send the student to the principal or designee for appropriate action. If
that action requires the continuing presence of the student at school, he/she shall be appropriately
supervised during the class periods from which he/she has been suspended. (Education Code
48910)

As soon as possible after the teacher decides to suspend the student, he/she shall ask the student's
parent/guardian to attend a parent-teacher conference regarding the suspension. A counselor or
psychologist may attend the conference if it is practicable, and a school administrator shall attend
if either the parent/guardian or teacher so requests. (Education Code 48910)

A student suspended from class shall not be returned to class during the period of the suspension
without the approval of the teacher of the class and the principal or designee. (Education Code
48910)

A student suspended from class shall not be placed in another regular class during the period of
suspension. However, a student assigned to more than one class per day may continue to attend
other regular classes except those held at the same time as the class from which he/she was
suspended. (Education Code 48910)

The teacher of any class from which a student is suspended may require the student to complete
any assignments and tests missed during the removal. (Education Code 48913)

Suspension by Superintendent, Principal or Principal’s Designee

To implement disciplinary procedures at a school site, the principal may, in writing, designate as
the principal's designee another administrator or, if the principal is the only administrator at the
school site, a certificated employee. As necessary, the principal may, in writing, also designate
another administrator or certificated employee as the secondary designee to assist with
disciplinary procedures when the principal and the principal's primary designee are absent from
the school site.
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The Superintendent, principal, or designee shall immediately suspend any student found at
school or at a school activity to have committed any of the acts listed in the Board policy under
"Authority to Expel” and for which he/she is required to recommend expulsion. (Education
Code 48915(c))

***Note: Education Code 48900.5 limits situations warranting suspension for a first offense to
when the violation involves Education Code 48900(a)-(e) or the student's presence causes a
danger to persons. ***

The Superintendent, principal, or designee may impose a suspension for a first offense if he/she
determines that the student violated any of items #1-5 listed under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" above or if the student's presence causes a danger to persons.
(Education Code 48900.5)

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900 and 48915, except for certain egregious acts or
offenses for which suspension is permissible or mandatory, as specified above pursuant to
Education Code 48915(a) or (c), the Superintendent or principal is authorized to use his/her
discretion to provide an alternative, age-appropriate disciplinary measure that is tailored to
correct a student's specific misbehavior. In addition, the U.S. Department of Justice's Civil
Rights Division (DOJ) and the U.S. Department of Education's Office for Civil Rights (OCR), in
their joint January 2014 Dear Colleague Letter on the Nondiscriminatory Administration of
School Discipline, recommend that effective alternatives to suspension and expulsion be
implemented for correcting student misbehavior. For a list of appropriate alternatives, see AR
5144 - Discipline. ***

For all other offenses, a student may be suspended only when the Superintendent or principal has
determined that other means of correction have failed to bring about proper conduct in the
student. (Education Code 48900.5)

When other means of correction are implemented prior to imposing suspension or supervised
suspension upon a student, the Superintendent, principal, or designee shall document the other
means of correction used and retain them in the student's record. (Education Code 48900.5)

(cf. 5125 - Student Records)
Length of Suspension

The Superintendent, principal, or designee may suspend a student from school for not more than
five consecutive school days. (Education Code 48911)

A student may be suspended from school for not more than 20 school days in any school year.
However, if a student enrolls in or is transferred to another regular school, an opportunity school,
or continuation school or class for the purpose of adjustment, he/she may be suspended for not
more than 30 school days in a school year. The district may count suspensions that occur while
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a student is enrolled in another school district toward the maximum number of days for which
the student may be suspended in any school year. (Education Code 48903, 48911, 48912)

(cf. 6184 - Continuation Education)

These restrictions on the number of days of suspension shall not apply when the suspension is
extended pending an expulsion. (Education Code 48911)

Due Process Procedures for Suspension
Suspensions shall be imposed in accordance with the following procedures:

1. Informal Conference: Suspension shall be preceded by an informal conference conducted
by the Superintendent, principal, or designee with the student and, whenever practicable, the
teacher, supervisor, or school employee who referred the student to the principal. At the
conference, the student shall be informed of the reason for the disciplinary action, presented with
the available evidence against him/her, and given the opportunity to present his/her version and
evidence in support of his/her defense. (Education Code 48911)

This conference may be omitted if the Superintendent, principal, or designee determines that an
emergency situation exists involving a clear and present danger to the lives, safety, or health of
students or school personnel. If a student is suspended without this conference, both the
parent/guardian and student shall be notified of the student's right to return to school for the
purpose of the conference and the conference shall be held within two school days, unless the
student waives his/her right to it or is physically unable to attend for any reason. In such a case,
the conference shall be held as soon as the student is physically able to return to school.
(Education Code 48911)

***Note: Item #2 below should be revised to reflect the district's processing and reporting
procedures. ***

2. Administrative Actions: All requests for student suspension are to be processed by the
principal or designee. A school employee shall report the suspension, including the name of the
student and the cause for the suspension, to the Superintendent or designee. (Education Code
48911)

3. Notice to Parents/Guardians: At the time of the suspension, a school employee shall make
a reasonable effort to contact the parent/guardian by telephone or in person. Whenever a student
is suspended, the parent/guardian shall also be notified in writing of the suspension. (Education
Code 48911)

This notice shall state the specific offense committed by the student. (Education Code
48900.8)

***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. ***
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In addition, the notice may state the date and time when the student may return to school.

4. Parent/Guardian Conference: Whenever a student is suspended, school officials may
request a meeting with the parent/guardian to discuss the cause(s) and duration of the suspension,
the school policy involved, and any other pertinent matter. (Education Code 48914)

If school officials request to meet with the parent/guardian, the notice may state that the
law requires the parent/guardian to respond to such requests without delay. However, no
penalties may be imposed on the student for the failure of the parent/guardian to attend such a
conference. The student may not be denied reinstatement solely because the parent/guardian
failed to attend the conference. (Education Code 48911)

5. Extension of Suspension: If the Board is considering the expulsion of a suspended
student from any school or the suspension of a student for the balance of the semester from
continuation school, the Superintendent or designee may, in writing, extend the suspension until
such time as the Board has made a decision, provided the following requirements are followed:
(Education Code 48911)

a. The extension of the original period of suspension is preceded by notice of such
extension with an offer to hold a conference concerning the extension, giving the student an
opportunity to be heard. This conference may be held in conjunction with a meeting requested by
the student or parent/guardian to challenge the original suspension.

b. The Superintendent or designee determines, following a meeting in which the student and
the student's parent/guardian were invited to participate, that the student's presence at the school
or at an alternative school would endanger persons or property or threaten to disrupt the
instructional process. (Education Code 48911)

***Note: When the student being considered for expulsion is a foster youth, Education Code
48911 and 48918.1 require the district to invite the student's attorney and an appropriate county
child welfare agency representative to the meeting specified above. To ensure such invitation,
the following paragraph provides that the district liaison for foster youth be notified. However,
any district that has designated another position to carry out this responsibility may modify the
paragraph to specify that position. For designation of the liaison for foster youth, see AR 6173.1
- Education for Foster Youth. ***

C. If the student involved is a foster youth, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the
district liaison for foster youth of the need to invite the student's attorney and a representative of
the appropriate county child welfare agency to attend the meeting. (Education Code 48853.5,
48911, 48918.1)

(cf. 6173.1 - Education for Foster Youth)

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48918.1, as amended by AB 1806 (Ch. 767, Statutes of

2014), the district's liaison for homeless students must be notified when the student being

considered for expulsion is a homeless student. See the section below titled "Additional Notice
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of Expulsion Hearing for Foster Youth and Homeless Students.” ***

d. If the student involved is a homeless child or youth, the Superintendent or designee shall
notify the district liaison for homeless students. (Education Code 48918.1)

(cf. 6173 - Education for Homeless Children)

***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. Since
Education Code 48900 and 48900.5 require a district, under certain circumstances, to use
alternative disciplinary measures prior to imposing suspension, including supervised suspension,
the district may, as necessary, provide services that would address the student's specific
misbehavior along with the suspension program. For example, the district may require the
student to enroll in a program that teaches prosocial behavior or anger management even while
the student is suspended. ***

In lieu of or in addition to suspending a student, the Superintendent, principal, or designee may
provide services or require the student to participate in an alternative disciplinary program
designed to correct his/her behavior and keep him/her in school.

Suspension by the Board

***Note: The following optional section reflects the Board's authority to suspend students from
school pursuant to Education Code 48912. In practice, it is impractical for boards to directly
exercise this authority since circumstances warranting suspension usually require quick and
sometimes immediate action which may not be possible for a board due to legal requirements for
taking board actions, such as having a meeting. ***

The Board may suspend a student for any of the acts listed under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades K-12" and "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12"
above and within the limits specified under "Suspension by Superintendent, Principal, or
Designee" above. (Education Code 48912)

The Board may suspend a student enrolled in a continuation school or class for a period not
longer than the remainder of the semester. The suspension shall meet the requirements of
Education Code 48915. (Education Code 48912.5)

When the Board is considering a suspension, disciplinary action, or any other action (except
expulsion) against any student, it shall hold a closed session if a public hearing would lead to
disclosure of information violating a student's right to privacy under Education Code
49073-49079. (Education Code 35146, 48912)

(cf. 9321 - Closed Session Purposes and Agendas)

The Board shall provide the student and his/her parent/guardian with written notice of the closed
session by registered or certified mail or personal service. Upon receiving this notice, the student
or parent/guardian may request a public meeting, and this request shall be granted if made in
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writing within 48 hours after receipt of the Board's notice. However, any discussion that conflicts
with any other student's right to privacy still shall be held in closed session. (Education Code
35146, 48912)

On-Campus Suspension

***Note: The following optional section is for use by any district establishing an on-campus
suspension program pursuant to Education Code 48911.1. However, pursuant to Education Code
48900.5, such a district is required to use other means of correcting a student's behavior before
imposing a supervised suspension, unless such a supervised suspension is otherwise permitted by
law for a student's first offense. Use of a supervised suspension classroom program does not in
any way limit the district's ability to transfer a student to an opportunity school or class or a
continuation education school or class in accordance with law. ***

A student for whom an expulsion action has not been initiated and who poses no imminent
danger or threat to the school, students, or staff may be assigned to on-campus suspension in a
separate classroom, building, or site for the entire period of suspension. The following conditions
shall apply: (Education Code 48911.1)

1. The on-campus suspension classroom shall be staffed in accordance with law.
2. The student shall have access to appropriate counseling services.
3. The on-campus suspension classroom shall promote completion of schoolwork and tests

missed by the student during the suspension.

4. The student shall be responsible for contacting his/her teacher(s) to receive assignments
to be completed in the supervised suspension classroom. The teacher(s) shall provide all
assignments and tests that the student will miss while suspended. If no such work is assigned, the
person supervising the suspension classroom shall assign schoolwork.

At the time a student is assigned to an on-campus suspension classroom, the principal or
designee shall notify the student's parent/guardian in person or by telephone. When the
assignment is for longer than one class period, this notification may be made in writing.
(Education Code 48911.1)

Superintendent or Principal’s Authority to Recommend Expulsion

Unless the Superintendent or principal determines that expulsion should not be recommended
under the circumstances or that an alternative means of correction would address the conduct,
he/she shall recommend a student's expulsion for any of the following acts: (Education Code
48915)

1. Causing serious physical injury to another person, except in self-defense
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2. Possession of any knife or other dangerous object of no reasonable use to the student

3. Unlawful possession of any controlled substance as listed in Health and Safety Code
11053-11058, except for (a) the first offense for the possession of not more than one ounce of
marijuana, other than concentrated cannabis, or (b) the student's possession of over-the-counter
medication for his/her use or other medication prescribed for him/her by a physician

4. Robbery or extortion
5. Assault or battery, as defined in Penal Code 240 and 242, upon any school employee

In determining whether or not to recommend the expulsion of a student, the Superintendent,
principal, or designee shall act as quickly as possible to ensure that the student does not lose
instructional time. (Education Code 48915)

Student's Right to Expulsion Hearing

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates that the Board establish rules and regulations
governing procedures for the expulsion of students. The timelines of Education Code 48918
must be strictly followed; failure to do so may result in loss of the district's power to act (Garcia
v. Los Angeles Board of Education). In calculating timelines, the district should also be aware
of the difference between the calculation of "school days" and "“calendar days" under Education
Code 48918. ***

Any student recommended for expulsion shall be entitled to a hearing to determine whether
he/she should be expelled. The hearing shall be held within 30 school days after the
Superintendent, principal, or designee determines that the student has committed the act(s) that
form the basis for the expulsion recommendation. (Education Code 48918(a))

The student is entitled to at least one postponement of an expulsion hearing for a period of not
more than 30 calendar days. The request for postponement shall be in writing. Any subsequent
postponement may be granted at the Board's discretion. (Education Code 48918(a))

If the Board finds it impractical during the regular school year to comply with these time
requirements for conducting an expulsion hearing, the Superintendent or designee may, for good
cause, extend the time period by an additional five school days. Reasons for the extension shall
be included as a part of the record when the expulsion hearing is held. (Education Code
48918(a))

If the Board finds it impractical to comply with the time requirements of the expulsion hearing
due to a summer recess of Board meetings of more than two weeks, the days during the recess
shall not be counted as school days. The days not counted during the recess may not exceed 20
school days, as defined in Education Code 48925. Unless the student requests in writing that the
expulsion hearing be postponed, the hearing shall be held not later than 20 calendar days prior to
the first day of the next school year. (Education Code 48918(a))
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Once the hearing starts, all matters shall be pursued with reasonable diligence and concluded
without unnecessary delay. (Education Code 48918(a))

Stipulated Expulsion

***Note: The following section is optional and may be revised to reflect district practice.
"Stipulated expulsion™ is for districts that have adopted an expedited procedure which allows a
student to waive his/her right to a pre-expulsion hearing in exchange for an agreement as to the
terms of the expulsion. Such waivers are not specifically addressed in law and districts should
ensure that the due process rights of students are included in the stipulated agreement and are
clearly explained to them before the agreement is signed. Districts should consult legal counsel
as appropriate. ***

After a determination that a student has committed an expellable offense, the Superintendent,
principal, or designee shall offer the student and his/her parent/guardian the option to waive a
hearing and stipulate to the expulsion or to a suspension of the expulsion under certain
conditions. The offer shall be made only after the student or his/her parent/guardian has been
given written notice of the expulsion hearing pursuant to Education Code 48918.

The stipulation agreement shall be in writing and shall be signed by the student and his/her
parent/guardian. The stipulation agreement shall include notice of all the rights that the student
is waiving, including the waiving of his/her right to have a full hearing, to appeal the expulsion
to the County Board of Education, and to consult legal counsel.

A stipulated expulsion agreed to by the student and his/her parent/guardian shall be effective
upon approval by the Board.

Rights of Complaining Witness

***Note: Education Code 48918.5 mandates the following rights related to the treatment of
witnesses alleging acts of sexual assault or sexual battery. Other procedures related to
complaining witnesses also may be added as desired by the district. Additional mandated
procedures related to the rights and treatment of complaining witnesses are included where
appropriate throughout this regulation. ***

An expulsion hearing involving allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery may be postponed
for one school day in order to accommodate the special physical, mental, or emotional needs of a
student who is the complaining witness. (Education Code 48918.5)

Whenever the Superintendent or designee recommends an expulsion hearing that addresses
allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery, he/she shall give the complaining witness a copy
of the district's suspension and expulsion policy and regulation and shall advise the witness of
his/her right to: (Education Code 48918.5)
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1. Receive five days' notice of his/her scheduled testimony at the hearing

2. Have up to two adult support persons of his/her choosing present at the hearing at the
time he/she testifies

3. Have a closed hearing during the time he/she testifies

Whenever any allegation of sexual assault or sexual battery is made, the Superintendent or
designee shall immediately advise complaining witnesses and accused students to refrain from
personal or telephone contact with each other during the time when an expulsion process is
pending. (Education Code 48918.5)

Written Notice of the Expulsion Hearing

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates the Board to adopt procedures that include the
following items. ***

Written notice of the expulsion hearing shall be forwarded to the student and the student's
parent/guardian at least 10 calendar days before the date of the hearing. The notice shall include:
(Education Code 48900.8, 48918(b))

1. The date and place of the hearing

2. A statement of the specific facts, charges, and offense upon which the proposed
expulsion is based

3. A copy of district disciplinary rules which relate to the alleged violation

4. Notification of the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation, pursuant to Education Code
48915.1, to provide information about the student's status in the district to any other district in
which the student seeks enrollment

This obligation applies when a student is expelled for acts other than those described in
Education Code 48915(a) or (c).

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)

5. The opportunity for the student or the student's parent/guardian to appear in person or be
represented by legal counsel or by a nonattorney adviser

Legal counsel means an attorney or lawyer who is admitted to the practice of law in
California and is an active member of the State Bar of California.

Nonattorney adviser means an individual who is not an attorney or lawyer, but who is
familiar with the facts of the case and has been selected by the student or student's
parent/guardian to provide assistance at the hearing.
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6. The right to inspect and obtain copies of all documents to be used at the hearing
7. The opportunity to confront and question all witnesses who testify at the hearing

8. The opportunity to question all evidence presented and to present oral and documentary
evidence on the student's behalf, including witnesses

Additional Notice of Expulsion Hearing for Foster Youth and Homeless Students

***Note: Prior to conducting an expulsion hearing to determine whether a foster youth should be
expelled, Education Code 48918.1 requires the district to notify the student's attorney and a
representative of an appropriate county child welfare agency, provided that the violation does not
require a mandatory recommendation for expulsion. Pursuant to Education Code 48918.1, as
amended by AB 1806 (Ch. 767, Statutes of 2014), such additional notice must be given to the
district liaison for homeless students when the student involved is a homeless child or youth and
the violation does not require a mandatory recommendation for expulsion. While such a notice is
not required if the offense requires a mandatory recommendation for expulsion, it is nonetheless
recommended and the following section reflects this recommendation. ***

If the student facing expulsion is a foster student, the Superintendent or designee shall also send
notice of the hearing to the student's attorney and a representative of an appropriate child welfare
agency at least 10 days prior to the hearing. (Education Code 48918.1)

If the student facing expulsion is a homeless student, the Superintendent or designee shall also
send notice of the hearing to the district liaison for homeless students at least 10 days prior to the
hearing. (Education Code 48918.1)

Any notice for these purposes may be provided by the most cost-effective method possible,
including by email or a telephone call. (Education Code 48918.1)

Conduct of Expulsion Hearing

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates that the Board adopt procedures that include the
following items. ***

***Note: Instead of the Board conducting an expulsion hearing, it may appoint a hearing officer
or an impartial administrative panel to conduct the hearing; see section "Alternative Expulsion
Hearing: Hearing Officer or Administrative Panel” below. Even if the district conducts all
expulsion hearings in this manner, the requirements of Education Code 48918 pertaining to the
conduct of the hearing must be met. ***

1. Closed Session: Notwithstanding Education Code 35145, the Board shall conduct a
hearing to consider the expulsion of the student in a session closed to the public unless the
student requests in writing at least five days prior to the hearing that the hearing be a public
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meeting. If such a request is made, the meeting shall be public to the extent that privacy rights of
other students are not violated. (Education Code 48918)

***Note: For the purpose of Board deliberations during the closed session described below, the
presence of any person other than the Board members, including the Superintendent, necessitates
allowing the presence of the parent/guardian, student, and student's counsel. ***

Whether the expulsion hearing is held in closed or public session, the Board may meet in
closed session to deliberate and determine whether or not the student should be expelled. If the
Board admits any other person to this closed session, the parent/guardian, the student, and the
counsel of the student also shall be allowed to attend the closed session. (Education Code
48918(c))

If a hearing that involves a charge of sexual assault or sexual battery is to be conducted in
public, a complaining witness shall have the right to have his/her testimony heard in closed
session when testifying in public would threaten serious psychological harm to the witness and
when there are no alternative procedures to avoid the threatened harm, including, but not limited
to, videotaped deposition or contemporaneous examination in another place communicated to the
hearing room by closed-circuit television. (Education Code 48918(c))

2. Record of Hearing: A record of the hearing shall be made and may be maintained by
any means, including electronic recording, as long as a reasonably accurate and complete written
transcription of the proceedings can be made. (Education Code 48918(g))

***Note: Education Code 48918 authorizes the Board to issue subpoenas for the personal
appearance of percipient witnesses at an expulsion hearing. In Woodbury v. Dempsey, the court
held that a district's authority to determine whether to issue subpoenas is discretionary, but a
district could not have a blanket policy denying the issuance of subpoenas in all cases. ***

***Note: In accordance with Code of Civil Procedure 1987, the subpoena must be served at least
10 days before the time required for attendance unless the court prescribes a shorter time. Unless
they are parties to the hearing or are district or government employees, witnesses who appear
pursuant to a subpoena receive fees equal to those prescribed for witnesses in civil actions in a
superior court, and all witnesses other than the parties to the hearing receive mileage; these fees
and mileage must be paid by the party requesting the subpoena. ***

3. Subpoenas: Before commencing a student expulsion hearing, the Board may issue
subpoenas, at the request of either the student or the Superintendent or designee, for the personal
appearance at the hearing of any person who actually witnessed the action that gave rise to the
recommendation for expulsion. After the hearing has commenced, the Board or the hearing
officer or administrative panel may issue such subpoenas at the request of the student or the
County Superintendent of Schools or designee. All subpoenas shall be issued in accordance with
Code of Civil Procedure 1985-1985.2 and enforced in accordance with Government Code
11455.20. (Education Code 48918(i))
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Any objection raised by the student or the Superintendent or designee to the issuance of
subpoenas may be considered by the Board in closed session, or in open session if so requested
by the student, before the meeting. The Board's decision in response to such an objection shall be
final and binding. (Education Code 48918(i))

If the Board determines, or if the hearing officer or administrative panel finds and
submits to the Board, that a witness would be subject to unreasonable risk of harm by testifying
at the hearing, a subpoena shall not be issued to compel the personal attendance of that witness at
the hearing. However, that witness may be compelled to testify by means of a sworn declaration
as described in item #4 below. (Education Code 48918(i))

4. Presentation of Evidence: Technical rules of evidence shall not apply to the expulsion
hearing, but relevant evidence may be admitted and used as proof only if it is the kind of
evidence on which reasonable persons can rely in the conduct of serious affairs. The decision of
the Board to expel shall be supported by substantial evidence that the student committed any of
the acts pursuant to Education Code 48900 and listed in "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion:
Grades K-12" and "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12" above.
(Education Code 48918(h))

***Note: Findings of fact made by the Board or a hearing panel must not be based on hearsay
alone. "Hearsay" is evidence of an oral or written statement made by a person who is not present
at the hearing which is offered to establish a fact as being true. Some exceptions to the hearsay
rule exist under the Evidence Code and Education Code; the district should consult legal counsel
as appropriate. ***

Findings of fact shall be based solely on the evidence at the hearing. Although no finding
shall be based solely on hearsay, sworn declarations may be admitted as testimony from
witnesses whose disclosure of their identity or testimony at the hearing may subject them to an
unreasonable risk of physical or psychological harm. (Education Code 48918(f))

In cases where a search of a student's person or property has occurred, evidence
describing the reasonableness of the search shall be included in the hearing record.

***Note: Education Code 48918.6 provides that testimony by a student witness at an expulsion
hearing is privileged and thus protected from liability for defamation pursuant to Civil Code
47(b). ***

5. Testimony by Complaining Witnesses: The following procedures shall be observed when
a hearing involves allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery by a student: (Education Code
48918, 48918.5)

a. Any complaining witness shall be given five days' notice before being called to testify.

b. Any complaining witness shall be entitled to have up to two adult support persons,
including, but not limited to, a parent/guardian or legal counsel, present during his/her testimony.
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C. Before a complaining witness testifies, support persons shall be admonished that the
hearing is confidential.

d. The person presiding over the hearing may remove a support person whom he/she finds is
disrupting the hearing.

e. If one or both support persons are also witnesses, the hearing shall be conducted in
accordance with Penal Code 868.5.

f. Evidence of specific instances of prior sexual conduct of a complaining witness shall be
presumed inadmissible and shall not be heard unless the person conducting the hearing
determines that extraordinary circumstances require the evidence to be heard. Before such a
determination is made, the complaining witness shall be given notice and an opportunity to
oppose the introduction of this evidence. In the hearing on the admissibility of this evidence, the
complaining witness shall be entitled to be represented by a parent/guardian, legal counsel, or
other support person. Reputation or opinion evidence regarding the sexual behavior of a
complaining witness shall not be admissible for any purpose.

g. In order to facilitate a free and accurate statement of the experiences of the complaining
witness and to prevent discouragement of complaints, the district shall provide a nonthreatening
environment.

1) The district shall provide a room separate from the hearing room for the use of the
complaining witness before and during breaks in testimony.

2 At the discretion of the person conducting the hearing, the complaining witness shall be
allowed reasonable periods of relief from examination and cross-examination during which
he/she may leave the hearing room.

3) The person conducting the hearing may:

@ Arrange the seating within the hearing room so as to facilitate a less intimidating
environment for the complaining witness

(b) Limit the time for taking the testimony of a complaining witness to the hours he/she is
normally in school, if there is no good cause to take the testimony during other hours

(© Permit one of the support persons to accompany the complaining witness to the witness
stand

6. Decision: The Board's decision as to whether to expel a student shall be made within 40

school days after the student is removed from his/her school of attendance, unless the student
requests in writing that the decision be postponed. (Education Code 48918(a))
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Alternative Expulsion Hearing: Hearing Officer or Administrative Panel

***Note: For districts that use a hearing officer or administrative panel, Education Code 48918
mandates that the Board adopt procedures that include the following section. ***

Instead of conducting an expulsion hearing itself, the Board may contract with the county
hearing officer or with the Office of Administrative Hearings of the State of California for a
hearing officer. The Board may also appoint an impartial administrative panel composed of three
or more certificated personnel, none of whom shall be members of the Board or on the staff of
the school in which the student is enrolled. (Education Code 48918)

A hearing conducted by the hearing officer or administrative panel shall conform to the same
procedures applicable to a hearing conducted by the Board as specified above in "Conduct of
Expulsion Hearing," including the requirement to issue a decision within 40 school days of the
student's removal from school, unless the student requests that the decision be postponed.
(Education Code 48918(a) and (d))

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48918, as amended by SB 1111 (Ch. 837, Statutes of
2014), if the hearing officer or administrative panel does not recommend expulsion, a student
must be permitted to return to the classroom instructional program from which the expulsion
referral was made, unless the student's parent/guardian requests a different placement. As
amended, Education Code 48918 also states that a student who is found to have committed any
of the violations listed in "Authority to Expel" in the accompanying Board policy but for whom
expulsion is not recommended may be referred to his/her prior school. However, the hearing
officer or administrative panel, like the Board, must recommend expulsion or a suspended
expulsion under Education Code 48915, if it finds that a student committed any such violation
that mandates expulsion. District should consult legal counsel to resolve this apparent
discrepancy. ***

The hearing officer or administrative panel shall, within three school days after the hearing,
determine whether to recommend expulsion of the student to the Board. If expulsion is not
recommended, the expulsion proceeding shall be terminated and the student shall be immediately
reinstated and permitted to return to the classroom instructional program from which the referral
was made, unless another placement is requested in writing by the student's parent/guardian.
Before the student's placement decision is made by his/her parent/guardian, the Superintendent
or designee shall consult with the parent/guardian and district staff, including the student's
teachers, regarding other placement options for the student in addition to the option to return to
the classroom instructional program from which the student's expulsion referral was made. The
decision to not recommend expulsion shall be final. (Education Code 48918(e))

If expulsion is recommended, findings of fact in support of the recommendation shall be
prepared and submitted to the Board. All findings of fact and recommendations shall be based
solely on the evidence presented at the hearing. The Board may accept the recommendation
based either upon a review of the findings of fact and recommendations submitted or upon the
results of any supplementary hearing the Board may order. (Education Code 48918(f))
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In accordance with Board policy, the hearing officer or administrative panel may recommend
that the Board suspend the enforcement of the expulsion. If the hearing officer or administrative
panel recommends that the Board expel a student but suspend the enforcement of the expulsion,
the student shall not be reinstated and permitted to return to the classroom instructional program
from which the referral was made until the Board has ruled on the recommendation. (Education
Code 48917, 48918)

Final Action by the Board

***Note: Education Code 48918 mandates that the Board adopt procedures that include the
following paragraph. ***

Whether the expulsion hearing is conducted in closed or public session by the Board, a hearing
officer, or an administrative panel or is waived through the signing of a stipulated expulsion
agreement, the final action to expel shall be taken by the Board in public. (Education Code
48918(j))

(cf. 9321.1 - Closed Session Actions and Reports)

The Board's decision is final. If the decision is to not expel, the student shall be reinstated
immediately. If the decision is to suspend the enforcement of the expulsion, the student shall be
reinstated under the conditions of the suspended expulsion.

***Note: The Gun-Free Schools Act, 20 USC 7151, requires that information in the following
paragraph be sent to the California Department of Education (CDE) for assurances of
compliance with federal and state law. For other language that must be submitted to the CDE,
see section below entitled "Notifications to Law Enforcement Authorities.” ***

Upon ordering an expulsion, the Board shall set a date when the student shall be reviewed for
readmission to a school within the district. For a student expelled for any act listed under
"Mandatory Recommendation and Mandatory Expulsion™ above, this date shall be one year from
the date the expulsion occurred, except that the Board may set an earlier date on a case-by-case
basis. For a student expelled for other acts, this date shall be no later than the last day of the
semester following the semester in which the expulsion occurred. If an expulsion is ordered
during summer session or the intersession period of a year-round program, the Board shall set a
date when the student shall be reviewed for readmission not later than the last day of the
semester following the summer session or intersession period in which the expulsion occurred.
(Education Code 48916)

At the time of the expulsion order, the Board shall recommend a plan for the student's
rehabilitation, which may include: (Education Code 48916)

1. Periodic review, as well as assessment at the time of review, for readmission

2. Recommendations for improved academic performance, tutoring, special education
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assessments, job training, counseling, employment, community service, or other rehabilitative
programs

***Note: The following paragraph is optional. Education Code 48916.5 authorizes, but does
not mandate, the Board to make the following requirement of certain expelled students. ***

With parent/guardian consent, students who have been expelled for reasons relating to controlled
substances or alcohol may be required to enroll in a county-sponsored drug rehabilitation
program before returning to school. (Education Code 48916.5)

Written Notice to Expel

The Superintendent or designee shall send written notice of the decision to expel to the student or
parent/guardian. This notice shall include the following:

1. The specific offense committed by the student for any of the causes for suspension or
expulsion listed above under "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades K-12" or
"Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12" (Education Code 48900.8)

2. The fact that a description of readmission procedures will be made available to the
student and his/her parent/guardian (Education Code 48916)

3. Notice of the right to appeal the expulsion to the County Board (Education Code 48918)

4. Notice of the alternative educational placement to be provided to the student during the
time of expulsion (Education Code 48918)

5. Notice of the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation to inform any new district in which
the student seeks to enroll of the student's status with the expelling district, pursuant to Education
Code 48915.1 (Education Code 48918)

Decision to Suspend Expulsion Order
***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48917, the Board's criteria for suspending the
enforcement of expulsions must be applied uniformly to all students. Items #1-3 below are

optional and should be revised to reflect district criteria. ***

In accordance with Board policy, when deciding whether to suspend the enforcement of an
expulsion order, the Board shall take into account the following criteria:

1. The student’s pattern of behavior
2. The seriousness of the misconduct
3. The student's attitude toward the misconduct and his/her willingness to follow a
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rehabilitation program
The suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion shall be governed by the following:

1. The Board may, as a condition of the suspension of enforcement, assign the student to a
school, class, or program appropriate for the student's rehabilitation. This rehabilitation program
may provide for the involvement of the student's parent/guardian in the student's education.
However, a parent/guardian’s refusal to participate in the rehabilitation program shall not be
considered in the Board's determination as to whether the student has satisfactorily completed the
rehabilitation program. (Education Code 48917)

2. During the period when enforcement of the expulsion order is suspended, the student
shall be on probationary status. (Education Code 48917)

3. The suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion order may be revoked by the Board if
the student commits any of the acts listed under "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades
K-12" or "Additional Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion: Grades 4-12" above or violates
any of the district's rules and regulations governing student conduct. (Education Code 48917)

4. When the suspension of enforcement of an expulsion order is revoked, a student may be
expelled under the terms of the original expulsion order. (Education Code 48917)

5. Upon satisfactory completion of the rehabilitation assignment, the Board shall reinstate
the student in a district school. Upon reinstatement, the Board may order the expunging of any
or all records of the expulsion proceedings. (Education Code 48917)

6. The Superintendent or designee shall send written notice of any decision to suspend the
enforcement of an expulsion order during a period of probation to the student or parent/guardian.
The notice shall inform the parent/guardian of the right to appeal the expulsion to the County
Board, the alternative educational placement to be provided to the student during the period of
expulsion, and the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation to inform any new district in which
the student seeks to enroll of his/her status with the expelling district, pursuant to Education
Code 48915.1(b). (Education Code 48918(j))

7. Suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion order shall not affect the time period and
requirements for the filing of an appeal of the expulsion order with the County Board.
(Education Code 48917)

Appeal
The student or parent/guardian is entitled to file an appeal of the Board's decision with the
County Board. The appeal must be filed within 30 days of the Board's decision to expel, even if

the expulsion order is suspended and the student is placed on probation. (Education Code
48919)
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If the student submits a written request for a copy of the written transcripts and supporting
documents from the district simultaneously with the filing of the notice of appeal with the
County Board, the district shall provide the student with these documents within 10 school days
following the student's written request. (Education Code 48919)

Notification to Law Enforcement Authorities

***Note: The Gun-Free Schools Act, 20 USC 7151, requires that information in the following
two paragraphs be sent to the CDE for assurances of compliance with federal and state law. ***

***Note: In addition, Education Code 48902 requires the principal or designee to notify law
enforcement authorities when a student or nonstudent possesses a firearm or explosive or sells or
furnishes a firearm at school. However, when the student involved in such a case is a student
with a disability, Education Code 49076 requires any law enforcement authority to which student
information is disclosed to certify that those records will not be disclosed to another party
without the prior written consent of the student's parent/guardian or other person invested with
the student's educational right; see AR 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process
(Students with Disabilities). ***

Prior to the suspension or expulsion of any student, the principal or designee shall notify
appropriate city or county law enforcement authorities of any student acts of assault which may
have violated Penal Code 245. (Education Code 48902)

The principal or designee also shall notify appropriate city or county law enforcement authorities
of any student acts which may involve the possession or sale of narcotics or of a controlled
substance. In addition, law enforcement authorities shall be notified regarding any acts by
students regarding the possession, sale, or furnishing of firearms, explosives, or other dangerous
weapons in violation of Education Code 48915(c)(1) or (5) or Penal Code 626.9 and 626.10.
(Education Code 48902)

Within one school day after a student’s suspension or expulsion, the principal or designee shall
notify appropriate city or county law enforcement authorities, by telephone or other appropriate
means, of any student acts which may violate Education Code 48900(c) or (d), relating to the
possession, use, offering, or sale of controlled substances, alcohol, or intoxicants of any kind.
(Education Code 48902)

Placement During Expulsion

***Note: Education Code 48915 requires the Board to refer all expelled students to a program
of study that is prepared to accommodate students with discipline problems and that is not
located at the school the student currently attends or at any regular elementary, middle, junior, or
senior high school. However, students expelled for the acts described in Education Code
48900(f) through (m) or Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4 may be referred to a
program of study that is at another elementary, middle, junior, or senior high school if the
County Superintendent of Schools certifies that an alternative program is not available at a site
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away from such a school. ***

***Note: Education Code 48915.01 states that if the Board has established a community day
school pursuant to Education Code 48661 on the same site as an elementary, middle, junior, or
senior high school, expelled students may be referred to the community day school at that site.
Although Education Code 48663 prohibits the use of independent study in community day
schools, Education Code 48916.1 does not in any way restrict the district from offering
independent study as a voluntary alternative placement option for expelled students. ***

The Board shall refer expelled students to a program of study that is: (Education Code 48915,
48915.01)

1. Appropriately prepared to accommodate students who exhibit discipline problems

2. Not provided at a comprehensive middle, junior, or senior high school or at any
elementary school, unless the program is offered at a community day school established at any of
these

3. Not housed at the school site attended by the student at the time of suspension

(cf. 6158 - Independent Study)
(cf. 6185 - Community Day School)

When the placement described above is not available and when the County Superintendent so
certifies, students expelled for only acts described in items #6-12 under "Grounds for Suspension
and Expulsion: Grades K-12" and items #1-3 under "Additional Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion: Grades 4-12" above may be referred to a program of study that is provided at another
comprehensive middle, junior, or senior high school or at an elementary school. (Education
Code 48915)

The program for a student expelled from any of grades K-6 shall not be combined or merged
with programs offered to students in any of grades 7-12. (Education Code 48916.1)

Readmission After Expulsion

***Note: Education Code 48916 mandates that the Board adopt rules and regulations
establishing a procedure for filing and processing requests for readmission and a process for
Board review of all expelled students for readmission. Items #1-2 below should be revised to
reflect district practice. ***

Prior to the date set by the Board for the student's readmission:

1. The Superintendent or designee shall hold a conference with the parent/guardian and the
student. At the conference, the student's rehabilitation plan shall be reviewed and the
Superintendent or designee shall verify that the provisions of this plan have been met. School
regulations shall be reviewed and the student and parent/guardian shall be asked to indicate in
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writing their willingness to comply with these regulations.

2. The Superintendent or designee shall transmit to the Board his/her recommendation
regarding readmission. The Board shall consider this recommendation in closed session. If a
written request for open session is received from the parent/guardian or adult student, it shall be
honored to the extent that privacy rights of other students are not violated.

3. If the readmission is granted, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the student and
parent/guardian, by registered mail, of the Board's decision regarding readmission.

4. The Board may deny readmission only if it finds that the student has not satisfied the
conditions of the rehabilitation plan or that the student continues to pose a danger to campus
safety or to other district students or employees. (Education Code 48916)

5. If the Board denies the readmission of a student, the Board shall determine either to
continue the student's placement in the alternative educational program initially selected or to
place the student in another program that serves expelled students, including placement in a
county community school.

6. The Board shall provide written notice to the expelled student and parent/guardian
describing the reasons for denying readmittance into the regular program. This notice shall
indicate the Board's determination of the educational program which the Board has chosen. The
student shall enroll in that program unless the parent/guardian chooses to enroll the student in
another school district. (Education Code 48916)

No student shall be denied readmission into the district based solely on the student's arrest,
adjudication by a juvenile court, formal or informal supervision by a probation officer, detention
in a juvenile facility, enrollment in a juvenile court school, or other such contact with the
juvenile justice system. (Education Code 48645.5)

Maintenance of Records

The district shall maintain a record of each suspension and expulsion, including its specific
cause(s). (Education Code 48900.8)

Expulsion records of any student shall be maintained in the student's mandatory interim record
and sent to any school in which the student subsequently enrolls upon written request by that
school. (Education Code 48918(k))

***Note: Education Code 48915.1 requires that, when an expelled student asks to enroll in
another district, the receiving district must hold a hearing to determine whether the student poses
a danger to its students or staff. The receiving district then may either deny or permit the
enrollment. Upon request from another district, the expelling district must provide information
about the expulsion within five days. ***
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The Superintendent or designee shall, within five working days, honor any other district's request
for information about an expulsion from this district. (Education Code 48915.1)

SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION/DUE PROCESS

The Governing Board desires to provide district students access to educational opportunities
in an orderly school environment that protects their safety and security, ensures their welfare
and well-being, and promotes their learning and development. The Board shall develop rules
and regulations setting the standards of behavior expected of district students and the
disciplinary processes and procedures for addressing violations of those standards, including
suspension and/or expulsion.

To correct the behavior of any student who is subject to discipline, the Superintendent or
designee shall, to the extent allowed by law, first use alternative disciplinary strategies
specified in AR 5144 - Discipline. (Education Code 48900.5)

Alternatives to suspension or expulsion also shall be used with students who are truant, tardy,
or otherwise absent from assigned school activities.

(cf. 5113 - Absences and Excuses)

Except for single acts of a grave nature or offenses for which suspension or expulsion is
required by law, suspension or expulsion shall be used only when other means of correction
have failed to bring about proper conduct or the student's presence causes a continuing
danger to himself/herself or others.

(cf. 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments)

The grounds for suspension and expulsion and the procedures for considering,
recommending, and/or implementing suspension and expulsion shall be those specified in
law and administrative regulation.

District staff shall enforce the rules concerning suspension and expulsion of students fairly,
consistently, and in accordance with the district's nondiscrimination policies.

Due Process

The Board shall provide for the fair and equitable treatment of students facing suspension
and expulsion by affording them their due process rights under the law. The Superintendent
or designee shall comply with procedures for notices, hearings, and appeals as specified in
law and administrative regulation. (Education Code 48911, 48915, 48915.5)

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)
(cf. 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process (Students with Disabilities))

Removal from Class by a Teacher and Parental Attendance

When suspending a student from class for committing an obscene act, engaging in habitual
profanity or vulgarity, disrupting school activities, or otherwise willfully defying valid staff
authority, the teacher of the class may require any parent/guardian who lives with the student
to attend a portion of the school day in the class from which the student is being suspended,
to assist in resolving the classroom behavior problems. (Education Code 48900.1)

Teachers should reserve the option of required parental attendance for cases in which they
have determined that it is the best strategy to promote positive interaction between the
teacher and the student and his/her parents/guardians and to improve the student's behavior.

Any teacher requiring parental attendance pursuant to this policy shall apply the policy
uniformly to all students within the classroom. (Education Code 48900.1)

When a teacher requires parental attendance, the principal shall send a written notice to the
parent/guardian stating that his/her attendance is required pursuant to law. (Education Code
48900.1)

(cf. 5145.6 - Parental Notifications)

A parent/guardian who has received a written notice shall attend class as specified in the
notice. After completing the classroom visit and before leaving school premises, the
parent/guardian also shall meet with the principal or designee. (Education Code 48900.1)

At the meeting with the student's parent/guardian, the principal or designee shall explain the
district's and school's discipline policies, including the disciplinary strategies that may be
used to achieve proper student conduct.

When a parent/guardian does not respond to the request to attend school, the principal or
designee shall contact him/her by telephone, mail, or other method that maintains the
confidentiality of the student's records.

SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION/DUE PROCESS (continued)

District regulations and school-site rules for student discipline shall include procedures for
implementing parental attendance requirements. Parents/guardians shall be notified of this
policy prior to its implementation. (Education Code 48900.1)

Supervised Suspension Classroom

To ensure the proper supervision and ongoing learning of students who are suspended for any
of the reasons enumerated in Education Code 48900 and 48900.2, but who pose no imminent
danger or threat to anyone at school and for whom expulsion proceedings have not been
initiated, the Superintendent or designee shall establish a supervised suspension classroom
program which meets the requirements of law.

Except where a supervised suspension is permitted by law for a student’s first offense,
supervised suspension shall be imposed only when other means of correction have failed to
bring about proper conduct. (Education Code 48900.5)

Decision Not to Enforce Expulsion Order

On a case-by-case basis, the enforcement of an expulsion order may be suspended by the
Board pursuant to the requirements of law and administrative regulation. (Education Code
48917)

Monitoring the Use of Suspension and Expulsion

At the end of each school year, the Superintendent or designee shall present a report to the
Board regarding the use of suspension and/or expulsion in district schools. The report shall
include, but is not limited to, outcome data which the district is required by law to collect and
data related to the effect of suspension and/or expulsion on the district's minority student
populations or groupings.

SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION/DUE PROCESS
Definitions

Suspension from school means removal of a student from ongoing instruction for adjustment
purposes. However, suspension does not mean any of the following: (Education Code
48925)

1. Reassignment to another education program or class at the same school where the
student will receive continuing instruction for the length of day prescribed by the Governing
Board for students of the same grade level.

2. Referral to a certificated employee designated by the principal to advise students.

3. Removal from the class, but without reassignment to another class or program, for the
remainder of the class period without sending the student to the principal or designee as
provided in Education Code 48910. Removal from a particular class shall not occur more
than once every five school days.

Expulsion means removal of a student from the immediate supervision and control, or the
general supervision, of school personnel. (Education Code 48925)

Day means a calendar day unless otherwise specifically provided. (Education Code 48925)

School day means a day upon which the schools of the district are in session or weekdays
during the summer recess. (Education Code 48925)

Student includes a student's parent/guardian or legal counsel. (Education Code 48925)

Principal's designee means one or more administrators or, if there is not a second
administrator at one school site, a certificated person specifically designated by the principal,
in writing, to assist with disciplinary procedures. Only one such person may be designated at
any time as the principal's primary designee and only one such person may be designated as
secondary designee for the school year. The names of such persons shall be on file in the
principal’'s office. (Education Code 48911)

School property, for the purposes described in Education Code 48900, includes, but is not
limited to, electronic files and databases. (Education Code 48900(u))

Notice of Regulations

At the beginning of each school year, the principal of each school shall ensure that all
students and parents/guardians are notified in writing of all school rules related to discipline,
including suspension and expulsion. (Education Code 35291, 48900.1, 48980)

Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion

Any student, including a student with disabilities, may be subject to suspension or expulsion
when it is determined that he/she:

(cf. 5144.2 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process (Students with Disabilities))

1. Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical injury to another person
or willfully used force or violence upon another person, except in self-defense (Education
Code 48900(a))

A student who aids or abets the infliction or attempted infliction of physical injury on another
person, as defined in Penal Code 31, may be suspended, but not expelled. However, such a
student may be suspended or expelled pursuant to Education Code 48900(a) when he/she has
been adjudged by a juvenile court to have committed, as an aider or abettor, a crime of
physical violence in which the victim suffered great or serious bodily injury. (Education
Code 48900(t))

2. Possessed, sold, or otherwise furnished any firearm, knife, explosive, or other
dangerous object, unless, in the case of possession of any object of this type, the student had
obtained written permission to possess the item from a certificated school employee, with the
principal or designee's concurrence (Education Code 48900(b))

(cf. 5131 - Conduct)
(cf. 5131.7 - Weapons and Dangerous Instruments)

3. Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, otherwise furnished, or was under the influence of
any controlled substance as defined in Health and Safety Code 11053-11058, alcoholic
beverage, or intoxicant of any kind (Education Code 48900(c))

(cf. 5131.6 - Alcohol and Other Drugs)

4. Unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any controlled substance as
defined in Health and Safety Code 11053-11058, alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant of any
kind, and then sold, delivered, or otherwise furnished to any person another liquid, substance,
or material and represented same as such controlled substance, alcoholic beverage, or
intoxicant (Education Code 48900(d))

5. Committed or attempted to commit robbery or extortion (Education Code 48900(e))

6. Caused or attempted to cause damage to school property or private property
(Education Code 48900(f))

7. Stole or attempted to steal school property or private property (Education Code
48900(g))

8. Possessed or used tobacco or products containing tobacco or nicotine products,
including, but not limited to, cigars, cigarettes, miniature cigars, clove cigarettes, smokeless
tobacco, snuff, chew packets, and betel, except that this restriction shall not prohibit a student
from using or possessing his/her own prescription products (Education Code 48900(h))

9. Committed an obscene act or engaged in habitual profanity or vulgarity (Education
Code 48900(1))

10. Unlawfully possessed, offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any drug paraphernalia,
as defined in Health and Safety Code 11014.5 (Education Code 48900(j))

11. Disrupted school activities or otherwise willfully defied the valid authority of
supervisors, teachers, administrators, other school officials, or other school personnel
engaged in the performance of their duties (Education Code 48900(k))

(cf. 5131.4 - Student Disturbances)

12. Knowingly received stolen school property or private property (Education Code
48900(1))

13.  Possessed an imitation firearm (Education Code 48900(m))

Imitation firearm means a replica of a firearm that is so substantially similar in
physical properties to an existing firearm as to lead a reasonable person to conclude that the
replica is a firearm. (Education Code 48900(m))

14.  Committed or attempted to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261,
266¢, 286, 288, 288a, or 289, or committed a sexual battery as defined in Penal Code 243.4
(Education Code 48900(n))

15. Harassed, threatened, or intimidated a student who is a complaining witness or
witness in a school disciplinary proceeding for the purpose of preventing that student from
being a witness and/or retaliating against that student for being a witness (Education Code
48900(0))

16. Unlawfully offered, arranged to sell, negotiated to sell, or sold the prescription drug
Soma (Education Code 48900(p))

17. Engaged in, or attempted to engage in, hazing (Education Code 48900(q))

Hazing means a method of initiation or pre-initiation into a student organization or body,
whether or not the organization or body is officially recognized by an educational institution,
which is likely to cause serious bodily injury or personal degradation or disgrace resulting in
physical or mental harm to a former, current, or prospective student. Hazing does not include
athletic events or school-sanctioned events.

18. Engaged in an act of bullying (Education Code 48900(r)),

Bullying means any severe or pervasive physical or verbal act or conduct, including
communications made in writing or by means of an electronic act, directed toward one or
more students that has or can reasonably be predicted to have the effect of placing a
reasonable student in fear of harm to himself/herself or his/her property; cause the student to
experience a substantially detrimental effect on his/her physical or mental health; or cause
the student to experience substantial interferences with his/her academic performance or
ability to participate in or benefit from the services, activities, or privileges provided by a
school.

Electronic act means the transmission of a communication, including, but not limited to, a
message, text, sound, image, or post on a social network Internet web site, by means of an
electronic device, including, but not limited to, a telephone, wireless telephone, or other
wireless communication device, computer, or pager. A post on a social network Internet web
site shall include, but is not limited to, the posting or creation of a burn page or the creation
of a credible impersonation or false profile for the purpose of causing a reasonable student
any of the effects of bullying described above.

Reasonable student means a student, including, but not limited to, a student who has been
identified as a student with a disability, who exercises average care, skill, and judgment in
conduct for a person of his/her age, or for a person of his/her age with his/her disability.
(Education Code 48900(r))

damage in excess of $1,000, with the specific intent that the statement is to be taken as a
threat, even if there is no intent of actually carrying it out. (Education Code 48900.7)

A student in grades 4-12 is also subject to suspension or recommendation for expulsion when
it is determined that he/she:

20. Committed sexual harassment as defined in Education Code 212.5
(Education Code 48900.2)

Sexual harassment means conduct which, when considered from the perspective of a
reasonable person of the same gender as the victim, is sufficiently severe or pervasive as to
have a negative impact upon the victim's academic performance or to create an intimidating,
hostile, or offensive educational environment. (Education Code 212.5, 48900.2)

(cf. 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment)

21.  Caused, attempted to cause, threatened to cause, or participated in an act of hate
violence as defined in Education Code 233 (Education Code 48900.3)

Hate violence means any act punishable under Penal Code 422.6, 422.7, or 422.75. Such
acts include injuring or intimidating a victim, interfering with the exercise of a victim's civil
rights, or damaging a victim's property because of the victim's race, ethnicity, religion,
nationality, disability, gender, gender identity, gender expression, or sexual orientation; a
perception of the presence of any of those characteristics in the victim; or the victim's
association with a person or group with one or more of those actual or perceived
characteristics. (Education Code 233; Penal Code 422.55)

(cf. 5145.9 - Hate-Motivated Behavior)

22. Intentionally engaged in harassment, threats, or intimidation against district personnel
or students that is sufficiently severe or pervasive to have the actual and reasonably expected
effect of materially disrupting classwork, creating substantial disorder, and invading the
rights of school personnel or students by creating an intimidating or hostile educational
environment (Education Code 48900.4)

(cf. 5145.3 - Nondiscrimination/Harassment)

A student may be suspended or expelled for any of the acts listed above if the act is related to
school activity or school attendance occurring at any district school or within any other
school district, at any time, including, but not limited to, the following: (Education Code
48900(s))

1. While on school grounds

2. While going to or coming from school

(cf. 5131.1 - Bus Conduct)

3. During the lunch period, whether on or off the school campus

(cf. 5112.5 - Open/Closed Campus)

4. During, going to, or coming from a school-sponsored activity

SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION/DUE PROCESS (continued)

Removal from Class by a Teacher and Parental Attendance

A teacher may remove any student from his/her class for the remainder of the day and the
following day for any act listed in "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion” above.
(Education Code 48910)

When removing a student from his/her class, the teacher shall immediately report this action
to the principal or designee and send the student to the principal or designee for appropriate
action. If that action requires the continuing presence of the student at school, he/she shall be
appropriately supervised during the class periods from which he/she has been removed.
(Education Code 48910)

As soon as possible, the teacher shall ask the student's parent/guardian to attend a parent-
teacher conference regarding the removal. A counselor or psychologist may attend the
conference if it is practicable, and a school administrator shall attend if either the
parent/guardian or teacher so requests. (Education Code 48910)

A student removed from class shall not be returned to class during the period of removal
without the approval of the teacher of the class and the principal. (Education Code 48910)

A student removed from class shall not be placed in another regular class during the period of
removal. However, if a student is assigned to more than one class per day, he/she may be
placed in any other regular classes except those held at the same time as the class from which
the student was removed. (Education Code 48910)

The teacher of any class from which a student is removed may require the student to
complete any assignments and tests missed during the removal. (Education Code 48913)

Pursuant to Board policy, a teacher may require the parent/guardian of a student whom the
teacher has removed to attend a portion of a school day in his/her child's classroom. When a
teacher makes this request, the principal shall send the parent/guardian a written notice that
the parent/guardian’s attendance is requested pursuant to law. (Education Code 48900.1)

The notice shall specify that the attendance may be on either the date the student is scheduled
to return to class or within one week thereafter.

This notice shall also:

1. Inform the parent/guardian when his/her presence is expected and by what means
he/she may arrange an alternate date

SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION/DUE PROCESS (continued)

2. State that if the parent/guardian does not have a means of transportation to school,
he/she may ride the school bus with the student

3. Ask the parent/guardian to meet with the principal after the visit and before leaving
school, as required by Education Code 48900.1

Suspension by Superintendent, Principal, or Designee

The Superintendent, principal, or designee may suspend a student for any of the acts listed in
"Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion” above. A student may be suspended only when the
Superintendent or principal has determined that other means of correction have failed to
bring about proper conduct in the student. (Education Code 48900.5)

When other means of correcting a student's behavior are implemented prior to imposing
suspension upon the student, including supervised suspension, the Superintendent, principal,
or designee shall document the other means of correction used and retain them in the
student's record. (Education Code 48900.5)

(cf. 5125 - Student Records)

However, the Superintendent, principal, or designee may impose a suspension upon a first
offense if he/she determines that the student violated any of items #1-5 listed in "Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion™ above or if the student's presence causes a danger to persons.
(Education Code 48900.5)

In addition, the Superintendent, principal, or designee shall immediately suspend any student
found at school or at a school activity to be: (Education Code 48915)

1. Possessing, as verified by a district employee, selling, or otherwise furnishing a
firearm, unless the student had obtained prior written permission to possess the item from a
certificated school employee, with the principal or designee's concurrence

2. Brandishing a knife as defined in Education Code 48915(g)

3. Unlawfully selling a controlled substance listed in Health and Safety Code 11053-
11058
4. Committing or attempting to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261,

266¢, 286, 288, 288a, or 289, or committing a sexual battery as defined in Penal Code 243.4

5. Possessing an explosive as defined in 18 USC 921





AR 5144.1 (h)

SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION/DUE PROCESS (continued)

The Superintendent, principal, or designee may suspend a student from school for not more
than five consecutive school days unless the suspension is extended pending expulsion.
(Education Code 48911)

A student may be suspended from school for not more than 20 school days in any school year
unless, for purposes of adjustment, the student enrolls in or is transferred to another regular
school, an opportunity school, or continuation school or class, in which case suspension shall
not exceed 30 days in any school year. However, this restriction on the number of days of
suspension does not apply when the suspension is extended pending an expulsion.

(Education Code 48903, 48911, 48912)

(cf. 6184 - Continuation Education)

The district may count suspensions that occur while a student is enrolled in another school
district toward the maximum number of days for which the student may be suspended in any
school year. (Education Code 48903)

Suspensions shall be initiated according to the following procedures:

1. Informal Conference: Suspension shall be preceded by an informal conference
conducted by the Superintendent, principal, or designee with the student and, whenever
practicable, the teacher, supervisor, or school employee who referred the student to the
principal. At the conference, the student shall be informed of the reason for the disciplinary
action, presented with the evidence against him/her, and given the opportunity to present
his/her version and evidence in support of his/her defense. (Education Code 48911)

This conference may be omitted if the Superintendent, principal, or designee
determines that an emergency situation exists involving a clear and present danger to the
lives, safety, or health of students or school personnel. If a student is suspended without this
conference, both the parent/guardian and student shall be notified of the student's right to
return to school for the purpose of the conference. The conference shall be held within two
school days, unless the student waives his/her right to it or is physically unable to attend for
any reason. In such a case, the conference shall be held as soon as the student is physically
able to return to school. (Education Code 48911)

2. Administrative Actions: All requests for student suspension are to be processed by
the principal or designee. A school employee shall report the suspension, including the name
of the student and the cause for the suspension, to the Superintendent or designee.

(Education Code 48911)

3. Notice to Parents/Guardians: At the time of the suspension, a school employee shall
make a reasonable effort to contact the parent/guardian by telephone or in person. Whenever
a student is suspended, the parent/guardian shall be notified in writing of the suspension.
(Education Code 48911)
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This notice shall state the specific offense committed by the student. (Education
Code 48900.8)

In addition, the notice may state the date and time when the student may return to
school. If school officials wish to ask the parent/guardian to confer regarding matters
pertinent to the suspension, the notice may add that state law requires the parent/guardian to
respond to such requests without delay.

4. Parent/Guardian Conference: Whenever a student is suspended, school officials may
meet with the parent/guardian to discuss the cause(s) and duration of the suspension, the
school policy involved, and any other pertinent matter. (Education Code 48914)

Although the parent/guardian is required to respond without delay to a request for a
conference about his/her child's behavior, no penalties may be imposed on the student for the
failure of the parent/guardian to attend such a conference. The student may not be denied
readmission solely because the parent/guardian failed to attend the conference. (Education
Code 48911)

5. Extension of Suspension: If the Board is considering the expulsion of a suspended
student from any school or the suspension of a student for the balance of the semester from
continuation school, the Superintendent or designee may, in writing, extend the suspension
until such time as the Board has made a decision. (Education Code 48911)

Any extension of the original period of suspension shall be preceded by notice of
such extension with an offer to hold a conference concerning the extension, giving the
student an opportunity to be heard. This conference may be held in conjunction with a
meeting requested by the student or parent/guardian to challenge the original suspension.
Extension of the suspension may be made only if the Superintendent or designee determines,
following a meeting in which the student and the student's parent/guardian were invited to
participate, that the student's presence at the school or at an alternative school would
endanger persons or property or threaten to disrupt the instructional process. (Education
Code 48911)

If the student involved is a foster youth, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the
district liaison for foster youth of the need to invite the student's attorney and a representative
of the appropriate county child welfare agency to attend the meeting. (Education Code
48853.5, 48911, 48918.1)

(cf. 6173.1 - Education for Foster Youth)

In addition to suspending a student, the Superintendent, principal, or designee may provide
services or require the student to participate in an alternative disciplinary program designed
to correct his/her behavior and keep him/her in school.
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Suspension by the Board

The Board may suspend a student for any of the acts listed in "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion” above and within the limits specified in "Suspension by Superintendent,
Principal, or Designee" above. (Education Code 48912)

The Board may suspend a student enrolled in a continuation school or class for a period not
longer than the remainder of the semester if any of the acts listed in "Grounds for Suspension
and Expulsion" occurred. The suspension shall meet the requirements of Education Code
48915. (Education Code 48912.5)

When the Board is considering a suspension, disciplinary action, or any other action (except

expulsion) against any student, it shall hold a closed session if a public hearing would lead to
disclosure of information violating a student's right to privacy under Education Code 49073-
49079. (Education Code 35146, 48912)

(cf. 9321 - Closed Session Purposes and Agendas)

The Board shall provide the student and his/her parent/guardian with written notice of the
closed session by registered or certified mail or personal service. Upon receiving this notice,
the student or parent/guardian may request a public meeting, and this request shall be granted
if made in writing within 48 hours after receipt of the Board's notice. However, any
discussion that conflicts with any other student's right to privacy still shall be held in closed
session. (Education Code 35146, 48912)

Supervised Suspension Classroom

A students for whom an expulsion action has not been initiated and who poses no imminent
danger or threat to the school, students, or staff may be assigned to a supervised suspension
classroom in a separate classroom, building, or site for the entire period of suspension. The
following conditions shall apply: (Education Code 48911.1)

1. The supervised suspension classroom shall be staffed in accordance with law.
2. The student shall have access to appropriate counseling services.
3. The supervised suspension classroom shall promote completion of schoolwork and

tests missed by the student during the suspension.

4. The student shall be responsible for contacting his/her teacher(s) to receive
assignments to be completed in the supervised suspension classroom. The teacher(s) shall
provide all assignments and tests that the student will miss while suspended. If no such work
is assigned, the person supervising the suspension classroom shall assign schoolwork.
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At the time a student is assigned to a supervised suspension classroom, the principal or

designee shall notify the student's parent/guardian in person or by telephone. When the
assignment is for longer than one class period, this notification shall be made in writing.
(Education Code 48911.1)

Authority to Expel
A student may be expelled only by the Board. (Education Code 48918(j))

The Board shall expel, as required by law, any student found to have committed any offense
listed below under "Mandatory Recommendation and Mandatory Expulsion.” (Education
Code 48915)

For all other grounds listed above under "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion,"” the Board
shall order a student expelled upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, principal, or
designee, only if the Board makes a finding of either or both of the following: (Education
Code 48915(b) and (e))

1. That other means of correction are not feasible or have repeatedly failed to bring
about proper conduct

2. That due to the nature of the violation, the presence of the student causes a continuing
danger to the physical safety of the student or others

Mandatory Recommendation for Expulsion

Unless the Superintendent, principal, or designee determines that expulsion should not be
recommended under the circumstances or that an alternative means of correction would
address the conduct, he/she shall recommend a student's expulsion for any of the following
acts: (Education Code 48915(a))

1. Causing serious physical injury to another person, except in self-defense

2. Possession of any knife as defined in Education Code 48915(g), explosive, or other
dangerous object of no reasonable use to the student

3. Unlawful possession of any controlled substance as listed in Health and Safety Code
11053-11058, except for (a) the first offense for the possession of not more than one ounce of
marijuana, other than concentrated cannabis, or (b) the student's possession of over-the-
counter medication for his/her use or other medication prescribed for him/her by a physician
4. Robbery or extortion

5. Assault or battery, as defined in Penal Code 240 and 242, upon any school employee
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In determining whether or not to recommend the expulsion of a student, the Superintendent,
principal, or designee shall act as quickly as possible to ensure that the student does not lose
instructional time. (Education Code 48915)

Mandatory Recommendation and Mandatory Expulsion

The Superintendent, principal, or designee shall recommend that the Board expel any student
found at school or at a school activity to be: (Education Code 48915(c))

1. Possessing, as verified by a district employee, selling, or otherwise furnishing a
firearm, unless the student had obtained prior written permission to possess the firearm from
a certificated school employee, with the principal or designee's concurrence

However, possession of an imitation firearm, as defined in Education Code 48900(m),
shall not be regarded as an offense requiring a mandatory recommendation for expulsion and
mandatory expulsion.

2. Brandishing a knife as defined in Education Code 48915(g) at another person

3. Unlawfully selling a controlled substance listed in Health and Safety Code 11053-
11058

4. Committing or attempting to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261,
266¢, 286, 288, 288a, or 289, or committing a sexual battery as defined in Penal Code 243.4

5. Possessing an explosive as defined in 18 USC 921

Upon finding that the student committed any of the above acts, the Board shall expel the
student. (Education Code 48915)

Student’s Right to Expulsion Hearing

Any student recommended for expulsion shall be entitled to a hearing to determine whether
he/she should be expelled. The hearing shall be held within 30 school days after the
Superintendent, principal, or designee determines that the student has committed one of the
acts listed above under "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion.” (Education Code 48918(a))

The student is entitled to at least one postponement of an expulsion hearing for a period of
not more than 30 calendar days. The request for postponement shall be in writing. Any
subsequent postponement may be granted at the Board's discretion. (Education Code
48918(a))
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If the Board finds it impractical during the regular school year to comply with these time
requirements for conducting an expulsion hearing, the Superintendent or designee may, for
good cause, extend the time period by an additional five school days. Reasons for the

extension shall be included as a part of the record when the expulsion hearing is held.
(Education Code 48918(a))

If the Board finds it impractical to comply with the time requirements of the expulsion
hearing due to a summer recess of Board meetings of more than two weeks, the days during
the recess shall not be counted as school days. The days not counted during the recess may
not exceed 20 school days, as defined in Education Code 48925. Unless the student requests
in writing that the expulsion hearing be postponed, the hearing shall be held not later than 20
calendar days prior to the first day of the next school year. (Education Code 48918(a))

Once the hearing starts, all matters shall be pursued with reasonable diligence and concluded
without unnecessary delay. (Education Code 48918(a))

After a determination that one of the grounds listed above under "Grounds for Suspension
and Expulsion” has occurred, the Superintendent, principal, or designee shall offer the
student and his/her parent/guardian the option to waive a hearing and stipulate to the
expulsion. The stipulation agreement shall be in writing and shall be signed by the student
and his/her parent/guardian.

Rights of Complaining Witness

An expulsion hearing involving allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery may be
postponed for one school day in order to accommodate the special physical, mental, or
emotional needs of a student who is the complaining witness. (Education Code 48918.5)

Whenever the Superintendent or designee recommends an expulsion hearing that addresses
allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery, he/she shall give the complaining witness a
copy of the district's suspension and expulsion policy and regulation and shall advise the
witness of his/her right to: (Education Code 48918.5)

1. Receive five days' notice of his/her scheduled testimony at the hearing

2. Have up to two adult support persons of his/her choosing present at the hearing at the
time he/she testifies

3. Have a closed hearing during the time he/she testifies
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Whenever any allegation of sexual assault or sexual battery is made, the Superintendent or
designee shall immediately advise complaining witnesses and accused students to refrain
from personal or telephone contact with each other during the time when an expulsion
process is pending. (Education Code 48918.5)

Written Notice of the Expulsion Hearing

Written notice of the expulsion hearing shall be forwarded to the student and the student's
parent/guardian at least 10 calendar days before the date of the hearing. The notice shall
include: (Education Code 48900.8, 48918(b))

1. The date and place of the hearing.

2. A statement of the specific facts, charges, and offense upon which the proposed
expulsion is based.

3. A copy of district disciplinary rules which relate to the alleged violation.

4. Notification of the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation, pursuant to Education
Code 48915.1, to provide information about the student's status in the district to any other
district in which the student seeks enrollment. This obligation applies when a student is
expelled for acts other than those described in Education Code 48915(a) or (c).

(cf. 5119 - Students Expelled from Other Districts)

5. The opportunity for the student or the student's parent/guardian to appear in person or
be represented by legal counsel or by a nonattorney advisor.

Legal counsel means an attorney or lawyer who is admitted to the practice of law in
California and is an active member of the State Bar of California.

Nonattorney advisor means an individual who is not an attorney or lawyer, but who is
familiar with the facts of the case and has been selected by the student or student's
parent/guardian to provide assistance at the hearing.

6. The right to inspect and obtain copies of all documents to be used at the hearing.
7. The opportunity to confront and question all witnesses who testify at the hearing.
8. The opportunity to question all evidence presented and to present oral and

documentary evidence on the student's behalf, including witnesses.
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Additional Notice of Expulsion Hearing for Foster Youth

At least 10 days prior to a hearing to determine if a student who is a foster youth as defined
under Education Code 48853.5 should be expelled for an offense not requiring a mandatory
recommendation for expulsion, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the student's
attorney and a representative of an appropriate county child welfare agency. If the hearing is
pursuant to an offense requiring a mandatory expulsion recommendation, the Superintendent
or designee may provide the same notification. The notice shall be provided by the most cost-
effective method possible, including by email or a telephone call. (Education Code 48918.1)

Conduct of Expulsion Hearing

1. Closed Session: Notwithstanding the provisions of Government Code 54953 and
Education Code 35145, the Board shall conduct a hearing to consider the expulsion of the
student in a session closed to the public unless the student requests in writing at least five
days prior to the hearing that the hearing be a public meeting. If such a request is made, the
meeting shall be public unless another student's privacy rights would be violated. (Education
Code 48918(c))

Whether the expulsion hearing is held in closed or public session, the Board may
meet in closed session to deliberate and determine whether or not the student should be
expelled. If the Board admits any other person to this closed session, the parent/guardian, the
student, and the counsel of the student also shall be allowed to attend the closed session.
(Education Code 48918(c))

If a hearing that involves a charge of sexual assault or sexual battery is to be
conducted in public, a complaining witness shall have the right to have his/her testimony
heard in closed session when testifying in public would threaten serious psychological harm
to the witness and when there are no alternative procedures to avoid the threatened harm,
including, but not limited to, videotaped deposition or contemporaneous examination in
another place communicated to the hearing room by closed-circuit television. (Education
Code 48918(c))

2. Record of Hearing: A record of the hearing shall be made and may be maintained by
any means, including electronic recording, as long as a reasonably accurate and complete
written transcription of the proceedings can be made. (Education Code 48918(qg))
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3. Subpoenas: Before commencing a student expulsion hearing, the Board may issue
subpoenas, at the request of either the student or the Superintendent or designee, for the
personal appearance at the hearing of any person who actually witnessed the action that gave
rise to the recommendation for expulsion. After the hearing has commenced, the Board or
the hearing officer or administrative panel may issue such subpoenas at the request of the
student or the County Superintendent of Schools or designee. All subpoenas shall be issued
in accordance with Code of Civil Procedure 1985-1985.2 and enforced in accordance with
Government Code 11455.20. (Education Code 48918(i))

Any objection raised by the student or the Superintendent or designee to the issuance of
subpoenas may be considered by the Board in closed session, or in open session if so
requested by the student, before the meeting. The Board's decision in response to such an
objection shall be final and binding. (Education Code 48918(i))

If the Board determines, or if the hearing officer or administrative panel finds and submits to
the Board, that a witness would be subject to unreasonable risk of harm by testifying at the
hearing, a subpoena shall not be issued to compel the personal attendance of that witness at
the hearing. However, that witness may be compelled to testify by means of a sworn
declaration as described in item #4 below. (Education Code 48918(i))

4. Presentation of Evidence: Technical rules of evidence shall not apply to the expulsion
hearing, but relevant evidence may be admitted and used as proof only if it is the kind of
evidence on which reasonable persons can rely in the conduct of serious affairs. The
decision of the Board to expel shall be supported by substantial evidence that the student
committed any of the acts pursuant to Education Code 48900 and listed in "Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion™ above. (Education Code 48918(h))

Findings of fact shall be based solely on the evidence at the hearing. Although no
finding shall be based solely on hearsay, sworn declarations may be admitted as testimony
from witnesses whose disclosure of their identity or testimony at the hearing may subject
them to an unreasonable risk of physical or psychological harm. (Education Code 48918(f))

In cases where a search of a student's person or property has occurred, evidence
describing the reasonableness of the search shall be included in the hearing record.

5. Testimony by Complaining Witnesses: The following procedures shall be observed
when a hearing involves allegations of sexual assault or sexual battery by a student:
(Education Code 48918, 48918.5)

a. Any complaining witness shall be given five days' notice before being called to
testify.
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b. Any complaining witness shall be entitled to have up to two adult support persons,
including, but not limited to, a parent/guardian or legal counsel, present during his/her
testimony.

C. Before a complaining witness testifies, support persons shall be admonished that the
hearing is confidential.

d. The person presiding over the hearing may remove a support person whom he/she
finds is disrupting the hearing.

e. If one or both support persons are also witnesses, the hearing shall be conducted in
accordance with Penal Code 868.5.

f. Evidence of specific instances of prior sexual conduct of a complaining witness shall
be presumed inadmissible and shall not be heard unless the person conducting the hearing
determines that extraordinary circumstances require the evidence to be heard. Before such a
determination is made, the complaining witness shall be given notice and an opportunity to
oppose the introduction of this evidence. In the hearing on the admissibility of this evidence,
the complaining witness shall be entitled to be represented by a parent/guardian, legal

counsel, or other support person. Reputation or opinion evidence regarding the sexual
behavior of a complaining witness shall not be admissible for any purpose.

g. In order to facilitate a free and accurate statement of the experiences of the
complaining witness and to prevent discouragement of complaints, the district shall provide a
nonthreatening environment.

1) The district shall provide a room separate from the hearing room for the use of the
complaining witness before and during breaks in testimony.

2 At the discretion of the person conducting the hearing, the complaining witness shall
be allowed reasonable periods of relief from examination and cross-examination during
which he/she may leave the hearing room.

3) The person conducting the hearing may:

@ Arrange the seating within the hearing room so as to facilitate a less intimidating
environment for the complaining witness

(b) Limit the time for taking the testimony of a complaining witness to the hours he/she
is normally in school, if there is no good cause to take the testimony during other hours

(©) Permit one of the support persons to accompany the complaining witness to the
witness stand
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6. Decision: The Board's decision as to whether to expel a student shall be made within
40 school days after the student is removed from his/her school of attendance, unless the
student requests in writing that the decision be postponed. (Education Code 48918(a))

Whether the expulsion hearing is conducted in closed or public session by the Board, a
hearing officer, or an administrative panel, the final action to expel shall be taken by the
Board at a public meeting. (Education Code 48918(j))

(cf. 9321.1 - Closed Session Actions and Reports)

If the Board conducts the hearing and reaches a decision not to expel, this decision shall be
final and the student shall be reinstated immediately.

Upon ordering an expulsion, the Board shall set a date when the student shall be reviewed for
readmission to a school within the district. For a student expelled for any act listed under
"Mandatory Recommendation and Mandatory Expulsion™ above, this date shall be one year
from the date the expulsion occurred, except that the Board may set an earlier date on a case-
by-case basis. For a student expelled for other acts, this date shall be no later than the last
day of the semester following the semester in which the expulsion occurred. If an expulsion
is ordered during summer session or the intersession period of a year-round program, the
Board shall set a date when the student shall be reviewed for readmission not later than the
last day of the semester following the summer session or intersession period in which the
expulsion occurred. (Education Code 48916)

At the time of the expulsion order, the Board shall recommend a plan for the student's
rehabilitation, which may include: (Education Code 48916)

1. Periodic review, as well as assessment at the time of review, for readmission

2. Recommendations for improved academic performance, tutoring, special education
assessments, job training, counseling, employment, community service, or other
rehabilitative programs

With parent/guardian consent, students who have been expelled for reasons relating to
controlled substances or alcohol may be required to enroll in a county-sponsored drug
rehabilitation program before returning to school. (Education Code 48916.5)

SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION/DUE PROCESS (continued)

Written Notice to Expel

The Superintendent or designee shall send written notice of the decision to expel to the
student or parent/guardian. This notice shall include the following:

1. The specific offense committed by the student for any of the causes for suspension or
expulsion listed above under "Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion™ (Education Code
48900.8)

2. The fact that a description of readmission procedures will be made available to the
student and his/her parent/guardian (Education Code 48916)

3. Notice of the right to appeal the expulsion to the County Board of Education
(Education Code 48918)

4. Notice of the alternative educational placement to be provided to the student during
the time of expulsion (Education Code 48918)

5. Notice of the student's or parent/guardian’'s obligation to inform any new district in
which the student seeks to enroll of the student's status with the expelling district, pursuant to
Education Code 48915.1 (Education Code 48918)

Decision Not to Enforce Expulsion Order

In accordance with Board policy, when deciding whether to suspend the enforcement of an
expulsion order, the Board shall take into account the following criteria:

1. The student's pattern of behavior
2. The seriousness of the misconduct
3. The student's attitude toward the misconduct and his/her willingness to follow a

rehabilitation program
The suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion shall be governed by the following:

1. The Board may, as a condition of the suspension of enforcement, assign the student to
a school, class, or program appropriate for the student's rehabilitation. This rehabilitation
program may provide for the involvement of the student's parent/guardian in the student's
education. However, a parent/guardian’s refusal to participate in the rehabilitation program
shall not be considered in the Board's determination as to whether the student has
satisfactorily completed the rehabilitation program. (Education Code 48917)
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2. During the period when enforcement of the expulsion order is suspended, the student
shall be on probationary status. (Education Code 48917)

3. The suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion order may be revoked by the
Board if the student commits any of the acts listed under "Grounds for Suspension and
Expulsion” above or violates any of the district's rules and regulations governing student
conduct. (Education Code 48917)

4. When the suspension of enforcement of an expulsion order is revoked, a student may
be expelled under the terms of the original expulsion order. (Education Code 48917)

5. Upon satisfactory completion of the rehabilitation assignment, the Board shall
reinstate the student in a district school. Upon reinstatement, the Board may order the
expunging of any or all records of the expulsion proceedings. (Education Code 48917)

6. The Superintendent or designee shall send written notice of any decision to suspend
the enforcement of an expulsion order during a period of probation to the student or
parent/guardian. The notice shall inform the parent/guardian of the right to appeal the
expulsion to the County Board, the alternative educational placement to be provided to the
student during the period of expulsion, and the student's or parent/guardian’s obligation to
inform any new district in which the student seeks to enroll of his/her status with the
expelling district, pursuant to Education Code 48915.1(b). (Education Code 48918(j))

7. Suspension of the enforcement of an expulsion order shall not affect the time period
and requirements for the filing of an appeal of the expulsion order with the County Board.
(Education Code 48917)

Right to Appeal

The student or parent/guardian is entitled to file an appeal of the Board's decision with the
County Board. The appeal must be filed within 30 days of the Board's decision to expel,
even if the expulsion order is suspended and the student is placed on probation. (Education
Code 48919)

The student shall submit a written request for a copy of the written transcripts and supporting
documents from the district simultaneously with the filing of the notice of appeal with the
County Board. The district shall provide the student with these documents within 10 school
days following the student's written request. (Education Code 48919)
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Notifications to Law Enforcement Authorities

Prior to the suspension or expulsion of any student, the principal or designee shall notify
appropriate city or county law enforcement authorities of any student acts of assault which
may have violated Penal Code 245. (Education Code 48902)

The principal or designee also shall notify appropriate city or county law enforcement
authorities of any student acts which may involve the possession or sale of narcotics or of a
controlled substance. In addition, law enforcement authorities shall be notified regarding any
acts by students regarding the possession, sale, or furnishment of firearms, explosives, or
other dangerous weapons in violation of Education Code 48915(c)(1) or (5) or Penal Code
626.9 and 626.10. (Education Code 48902)

Within one school day after a student's suspension or expulsion, the principal or designee
shall notify appropriate city or county law enforcement authorities, by telephone or other
appropriate means, of any student acts which may violate Education Code 48900(c) or (d),
relating to the possession, use, offering, or sale of controlled substances, alcohol, or
intoxicants of any kind. (Education Code 48902)

Post-Expulsion Placements

The Board shall refer expelled students to a program of study that is: (Education Code
48915, 48915.01)

1. Appropriately prepared to accommodate students who exhibit discipline problems

2. Not provided at a comprehensive middle, junior, or senior high school or at any
elementary school, unless the program is offered at a community day school established at
such a site

3. Not housed at the school site attended by the student at the time of suspension

(cf. 6158 - Independent Study)
(cf. 6185 - Community Day School)

When the placement described above is not available and when the County Superintendent so
certifies, students expelled for acts described in items #6-13 and #20-22 under "Grounds for
Suspension and Expulsion™ above may be referred to a program of study that is provided at
another comprehensive middle, junior, or senior high school or at an elementary school.
(Education Code 48915)

The program for a student expelled from any of grades K-6 shall not be combined or merged
with programs offered to students in any of grades 7-12. (Education Code 48916.1)
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Readmission After Expulsion
Readmission procedures shall be as follows:

1. On the date set by the Board when it ordered the expulsion, the district shall consider
readmission of the student. (Education Code 48916)

2. The Superintendent or designee shall hold a conference with the parent/guardian and
the student. At the conference, the student's rehabilitation plan shall be reviewed and the
Superintendent or designee shall verify that the provisions of this plan have been met.
School regulations shall be reviewed and the student and parent/guardian shall be asked to
indicate in writing their willingness to comply with these regulations.

3. The Superintendent or designee shall transmit to the Board his/her recommendation
regarding readmission. The Board shall consider this recommendation in closed session if
information would be disclosed in violation of Education Code 49073-49079. If a written
request for open session is received from the parent/guardian or adult student, it shall be
honored.

4. If the readmission is granted, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the student
and parent/guardian, by registered mail, of the Board's decision regarding readmission.

5. The Board may deny readmission only if it finds that the student has not satisfied the
conditions of the rehabilitation plan or that the student continues to pose a danger to campus
safety or to other district students or employees. (Education Code 48916)

6. If the Board denies the readmission of a student, the Board shall determine either to
continue the student's placement in the alternative educational program initially selected or to
place the student in another program that serves expelled students, including placement in a
county community school. (Education Code 48916)

7. The Board shall provide written notice to the expelled student and parent/guardian
describing the reasons for denying readmittance into the regular program. This notice shall
indicate the Board's determination of the educational program which the Board has chosen.
The student shall enroll in that program unless the parent/guardian chooses to enroll the
student in another school district. (Education Code 48916)

Priority 2: Common Core State Standards (CCSS) were adopted by JESD in the 2012-
2013 year. Implementation of the CCSS will continue to improve and become more
rigorous each year, as measured by classroom observation, data, and professional
development. Initial CCSS focus has been on math due to the CCSS aligned textbook
adoption in 2014, but with an ELA pilot adoption more focus will be placed on ELA
and science.

The district will focus on providing additional instructional time and support for all English Learners (EL), Foster Youth (FY), and Low Income (LI) students.
Summer School and after school intervention will be provided for EL, FY, and LI students at all grade levels. The district will purchase formative assessments
and staff will meet each month to monitor EL, FY, and LI student’s progress towards the CCSS. Develop and plan for the implementation of Guided
Language Acquisition and Development (GLAD) strategies. The district will contract with an outside consultant to audit the EL program. Finally, all
administrators and coaches will be trained on the new EL standards and the Instructional Round process to monitor best first instruction that meets the
diverse needs of EL, FY, and LI students.

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The Gann Limit Calculation—2015

The Gann Limit (named for Paul Gann, the author of Proposition 4, which amended the State Constitution
to establish this limit) is intended to constrain the growth in state and local government spending by linking
year-to-year changes in expenditures to changes in inflation (represented by per capita personal income) and
caseloads (represented by average daily attendance [ADA] for schools). Established in 1979 following the
enactment of Proposition 13 and subsequently amended by Proposition 111, the Gann Limit has become a
largely pro forma calculation that no longer constrains governmental expenditures. This is because the limit
has grown significantly faster than appropriations subject to the limit.

Current law (Education Code section 42132) requires that on or before September 15 of each year, the
governing board of each school district adopt a resolution to identify the appropriations limit for the district
for the preceding fiscal year. The resolution must be adopted at a regular or special meeting of the
governing board.

The state’s Standardized Account Code Structure (SACS) software includes the Gann Limit calculation,
making your task reasonably simple. The software includes the statewide factor for per capita personal
income change of 3.82%, but each district will have to enter the workload factor, which is the change in
Second Principal Apportionment (P2) ADA from 2013-14 to 2014-15. The combination of these factors
yields the change in your district’s Gann Limit.

The next step is to determine how much of your district’s local resources are subject to that limit. It is
important to understand that not all revenue sources count against your district’s Gann Limit. Gann Limits
only constrain the appropriations from state and local tax sources, so federal aid is excluded, as well as
nontax income, such as revenues from cafeteria sales, adult education fees, and foundations.

Perhaps the easiest way to understand this calculation is to envision the dollar amount of your district’s
Gann Limit as a bucket. For example, if your current year Gann Limit is $50 million, picture a bucket that
can hold $50 million. First, put into this bucket local property taxes that count toward your Local Conirol
Funding Formula entitlement, as well as an appropriate portion of your district’s interest income. Next, pour
all of the district’s other unrestricted state aid into this bucket. Under state law (Government Code [G.C.]
Section 7906), the amount of state aid that fills up the bucket counts toward your district’s Gann Limit,
while the amount that overflows the bucket counts toward the state’s Gann Limit, In addition, all state aid
for categorical programs always counts toward the state’s Gann Limit.

Through this process, as much state aid as possible counts toward school agency Gann Limits. By reducing
the amount of state aid that counts toward the state’s Gann Limit in this manner, this process helps the state
avoid being over its Gann Limit.

Through this calculation, the revenues of nearly every local education agency are exactly at their Gann
Limit. Furthermore, if any school agency should, for any reason, find itself over its Gann Limit, that agency
may adopt a governing board resolution increasing its Gann Limit by the amount needed and then inform
the Director of the California Department of Finance, who shall then reduce the state’s Gann Limit by an
equal dollar amount (reference G.C. Section 7902.1).

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To summarize, school agencies are required to perform Gann Limit calculations by the California State
Constitution. Also, it is important that school agencies complete these calculations to identify how much
state aid counts toward the local agency’s Gann Limit, so that the state of California knows how much state
aid counts toward its own Gann Limit. Be sure to double check your entries. Because of the severe cuts to
education funding, the Gann Limit should not pose a problem for most districts this year.

[Note: The California Department of Education’s software and instructions are available through the
SACS2015ALL software as a supplemental form here. The functionality within the SACS software allows
for an extract from the school agency’s uploaded data into the Gann Limit form. However, it is important to
review the completed form for accuracy and any necessary board action (i.e., resolution).]
